ALIYAH SCRIPTURES

“WITH ALL MY HEART AND WITH ALL MY SOUL”

Jeremiah 32:37-41: “See, I am gathering them (the house of Judah and the house of Israel—all 12 of the tribes of Jacob--from verse 32) out of all the nations where I have driven them in my displeasure, and in My wrath and in great rage.  And I shall bring them back to this place (the Land of Israel) and shall let them dwell in safety.  And they shall be My people, and I shall be their Elohim.  And I shall give them one heart and one way, to fear Me all the days, for the good of them and of their children after them.  And I shall make an everlasting covenant with them that I do not turn back from doing good to them.  And I shall put My fear in their hearts so as not to turn aside from Me.  And I shall rejoice over them to do good to them, and shall plant them in this Land in truth, WITH ALL MY HEART AND WITH ALL MY SOUL”.  

(Italics above is mine for clarification)    

The focus of the Father and Elohim of Israel and His Messiah is on the return of the whole house of Israel—both the house of Judah (the southern three tribes) and the house of Israel (the northern ten tribes, named after Jacob whose name was changed to “Israel”).  This is His passion and it will be fulfilled finally at the return of Messiah Yahushua.  Ezekiel 37:15-28 lets us know that He will unite the whole house of Jacob back together in His hand, as He establishes His Kingdom on earth forever.  

Here are Scriptures that speak of this end-time focus of Yahuweh and Yahushua so please read them in context. Wisdom tells us that if we hope to participate in His coming earthly Kingdom for 1,000 years, and then in His earthy Kingdom for eternity, that we should now be involved in what is the most important thing on the King’s agenda, as well as be obedient to His Kingdom Torah.

Our eternal life will be spent in the land area of Israel—with our capitol as Jerusalem--where the King will reign.  Our inheritance is in one of the tribes of the house of Jacob.  (Isaiah 2:2-3; Ezekiel 47:15-48:35)

When Father comes, at the end of the 1,000-year reign of Messiah, He will bring His City—the new Jerusalem—down to hover over a renewed earth.

Our eternity is on this planet—in His Land area.  He is bringing now a remnant of forerunners.  At the return of Messiah, He will gather all those who have died in Him, to life eternal in the “first resurrection” of the “just”.  These will participate in His Kingdom for 1,000 years.  (John 5:24-29; Revelation 19-22)

The northern tribes have been scattered into all nations since 722BCE.  Judah has returned first (1948)—as per Zechariah 12:7.  But, He is also calling a remnant of the house of Israel—the northern ten tribes—who became the “lost sheep of the house of Israel—back to Yahuweh, back to the Kingdom instructions and teachings—Torah—and back to the Land of their inheritance on the “mountains of Israel”.  These ten northern tribes are also known as the house of Ephraim, or the house of Joseph.  Ephraim, son of Joseph, holds the birthright for all the tribes.  Judah holds the scepter for all the tribes.  (I Chronicles 5:1-2; Genesis 48:8-20; Genesis 49:10)
