Raising up Moses
On February 23, 1963, I was sitting in a friend’s home.  They went to make tea.   The Father impressed me to get a paper and pen.  I felt that He was going to give me a prophecy.  Having heard from the Father, through His Spirit to my spirit, since I was 4 years old, I know His voice.  The Messiah said of Israel said: ”My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me”.  It doesn’t take long to know the voice of someone we often hear from—especially a loved one.  If an imposter comes along and says they are Mr. Jones, but I know the voice of Mr. Jones because he is my brother, then I know they are lying.  Yahuweh, the Father, is a Person.  Persons talk, laugh, cry, get angry--have emotion--, have a particular knowable personality, instruct, communicate, touch, and do things.  Persons have a modus operandi that identifies them.   When you love someone, little movements can mean a lot; simple one-word communication can mean a lot.
I wrote down what He was saying to my spirit.  It surprised me, because at the time I was running from Elohim and not walking rightly.  But, the prophecy was for approximately 36 years later.   Here are a few excerpts: “You are Moses; deliver My people…”  “Be My Moses—Deliver My people”.  “I need Moseses who will lead My people across the desert of confusion to the fullness of My Kingdom”.  “The love Satan is giving the world is a tangled web—like a fly caught in a spider web—so are my people in the thinking of the world system.  Only My pure love will deliver—it gives the one and only reason to leave the world system.”  I realize now that our loving passion in our intimate relationship with Yahuweh and Yahushua, and knowing His deep passionate love for us, is the only stability that we have now to make choices to leave all to follow Him.    

In the 1980’s, I read the book Operation Exodus by Steve Lightle about his being called to go to Russia to tell the Jews that they would soon be going home.  He was working at his own business in Washington at the time.  Father told him to just walk away from his business, and go to Russia.  He obeyed.  He began an adventure with Father that few have.  That was in February of 1963.  When I read that, my spirit leapt.  

As I continued reading I realized that Steve had been called to go in and tell the people it was time to go home to the Land of their inheritance—just like Moses was called to go to Egypt to bring the people out.  Later on, Steve worked with Gustav Sheller and began “Ebenezer Emergency Fund: Operation Exodus”, which has brought thousands of Russia Jews home to Israel.  

Not long after that, the Father led Steve to Finland.  He told the Finnish believers about his going to the Russian Jews.  He told them that the Jews would need help when they had to get out, and that the Finnish people should begin to prepare “safe houses” for the Jews in Finland.  The Holy Spirit had already led many in Finland to get land, and prepare for the exodus of the Jews—confirmation of the plans of the Father.
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Page 151 of Operation Exodus: “In the vision that I had in 1974, I saw that God raised up men…to proclaim to the authorities, `Let My People Go’”.  

Page 152: “Later on with some of the insights of Pastor Kjell of Sweden, we saw that they was a need for a variety of ministries patterned after the total ministry of Moses that would help prepare for the great exodus.  Jointly we prepared seven points that follow:

1) Pray for God to raise up people with a ministry of Moses with knowledge about the Soviet Union.

2) Pray for God to raise up people with a ministry of Moses to confront the government of the Soviet Union.
3) Pray for God to raise up people with the ministry of Moses to prepare Russian Jews to leave.
4) Pray for God to raise up a ministry of Moses for the spiritual battle.

5) Pray for God to raise up a ministry of Moses to help prepare these nations through which the Jews will move.
6) Pray for God to raise up a ministry of Moses with the knowledge of traveling routes.  

7) Pray for God to raise up a ministry of Moses to bring the Word of God to the Jews.

Page 261: “It is very important that the nations be prepared to accept the Jewish refugees so that the borders will not be closed when the exodus takes place”

Page 263: “The Lord has shown me that there are certain cities that must not be traveled through.  Pray that people will be warned or prevented in some way from going to or through these places.   He quotes Revelation 18:2-4 and points out that New York is one of them.

“God is preparing cities of refuge”.  (Joshua 20:2; Rev. 12:6 and 14, Psalm 108:10—referring to Petra)  
Page 266: “There is a Scripture that God has burned within my heart: `He made known His ways to Moses, His acts to the sons of Israel’”.   Psalm 103:7

Moses was the Friend of Elohim.  Moses had an intimacy with Yahuweh in which Yahuweh set him apart as His special confidant.  
When I was in East Texas last year, ministering about the great second exodus to a group of Messianic believers, the leader made a comment that was profound.  He said that since there would be fleeing of a remnant of Jews and those Israelites of the ten “lost” tribes out of all nations, according to the Scriptures, then it seemed to Him that the Father would have to raise up a lot of Moses-type people.  This is exactly what the Father is doing—raising up good shepherds like Moses that move in boldness yet are gentle and compassionate to the sheep, who move in discipline of the Word, who move in the prophetic,  who feed the sheep His Word, and have a shepherd’s heart for His people in all ways, as per Psalm 23.  The Word says that in the last days, Yahuweh, Elohim of Israel, would raise up shepherds after His own heart.  (Jeremiah 23:3-4)
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From September through December of 1999, I was in Far East Russia on the China border with the Amur River, at Blagovesinsk.  Father sent me there to work with Operation Exodus to pioneer a new front in the Amur Region—to find Jews who were sent there by Stalin as worker-slaves, and let them know they could come home to Israel.  I was three months with just my translator in remote areas much of the time.  I had so many miraculous experiences.  It was 30F below zero most of the time—even the rivers were frozen solid.   I had twisted my knee and was using a cane to help me walk, yet the Father sent me into areas where I had to walk on snow and ice to reach His people.  I went looking for them, and joined them with the Jewish Agency so that they could go home to Israel.  As He let me know, He also sent me to Blagovesinsk to proclaim across the Amur River into China, as often as possible, to the government in Beijing on behalf of the more than one million Chinese Jews: “Let My People Go!”   Between Harbin, China to Blagovesinsk, Russia, there are an estimated 22,000 Chinese Jews. 

I was “fishing”.   But, as Jeremiah 16:14-16 says, after the fishermen will come the hunters.  We are in the period where the fishermen are decreasing and the hunters increasing.   It is the time of the return of His remnant to Israel.  If the remnant doesn’t go now, as He has commanded, then when the world holocaust occurs--that Messiah and so many of the Prophets talked about--they will have to flee with the shirts on their back.
During my time in Russia I was one of the answers to the prayers of Steve and Pastor Kjell, for I fulfilled all of the seven prayer requests mentioned above.  But, now many are acting as Moses did--to bring His people out of many nations.  He has been training many for different positions to help His remnant in these times.  Everyone is important—we must be in His perfect will at all times.  We must diligently study maps and do research in the areas where He wants us to help.  We must do much intercessory prayer over the areas He’s given to us.   We must be diligent servants! 
It was pictorially said that Israel’s General Ariel Sharon knew every flower and rock on the desert floor of the Negev Desert—and because he knew his assigned turf so well, he won many battles.  Moses knew Midian well—east of the Red Sea.  He was there for forty years at the base of Mt. Horeb/Sinai.  He led the people back to this mountain--which the Midianites called “the Mountain of God”.  He knew wilderness life.  He had to unlearn his lifestyle as the “Prince of Egypt”.  He was a shepherd in Midian--and he knew hardship.  That is why He could lead the people so well through hardship.  He was in many battles to protect the people, and he came out the victor because he knew how to war.  We must know how to war “in the spirit”, so that we can defeat the spiritual enemies in human flesh that we will have to face.   I’ve taught leadership training in Africa.  I taught them that a real leader has to have gone through what he is leading his people through.  A real leader gets down in the “trenches” with his soldiers.   
Now, there is a need for Moses-type people to be ready in all countries of the 
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earth—not just Russia and Ukraine, for the fleeing will be out of all nations.  The “land of the north” (Russia), as Scripture tells us, was the first nation to give up its Jews.  But, now, as the Word says, He will bring them from all the nations of the earth from all the places that He scattered them into.  (Ezekiel 37:15-28 for example) 
I call for people to do as Moses instructed before the tenth plague—have sandals on your feet, staff in hand, unleavened cakes in your backpack, and be ready to go at any minute He says “GO”.  In other words, prepare—get what is necessary in a suitcase by the door, and be ready when He is ready.   
The end-time Moses people are preparing the people also to leave “Egypt”—the world system—to get out of Satan’s slave web.   
I believe that these are the Moses-type people that He has been training for a 
long time to know how to deal with the sheep, apply correction when needed, 
and yet who walk in the Father’s love and the Father’s wisdom.  These good shepherds know the whole Word well and live the Word in their own lives.  They are in communication daily with the Good Shepherd, Yahushua, and take their order only from the Spirit of Yahuweh.  They lead the sheep in obedience to the teachings and instructions of the Kingdom of heaven (Torah) and guide them into the knowledge of the Father and the Son.  These good shepherds know Yahuweh and Yahushua, and like Moses—are the friend of Elohim.  They know how to teach Truth correctly.   The sheep feel secure under their protection.  (Psalm 23; John 10:11)  The good shepherd gives his life to save the sheep.  In the days to come, in the days of fleeing and horror, there will be a shepherd people who are willing to lay down their lives to help His remnant escape. 
He is raising up the Moses-type good shepherds to lead the people out of their respective countries across the sea to the safe-harbor of Eilat/Aqaba on the Red Sea.  Moses led the people across the Red Sea at modern Nuweba, Egypt, to Mt. Horeb in the Midian Mountains, up into Edom via Ezion Geber (the modern ports of Eilat, Israel and Aqaba, Jordan), up the King’s Highway-- which has been restored as of about 1999--into the safe area of Petra to Bozrah in the Seir Mountains of southern Jordan in Edom.   Yahuweh will raise up those who will go with the people all the way to His “city of habitation”—His safe zone area—set aside for His remnant at Petra.  (Micah 2:12—“Bozrah” means “sheep fold”)  See also Isaiah 63:1-8 regarding Messiah’s coming.

These leaders, like Moses, are under orders to One Person—Yahuweh.   They know where to go, and they lead the people there.  They’ve studied the route.  They’ve done the intercession.  They know the way.   At the very least, they prepare the people, and lead the people to the ships going into Ezion Geber (I Kings 9:26).  Moses was with the people during the ten plagues—Exodus 7-12.   The ten plagues of Egypt, designed to judge each of the Egyptian gods, will be repeated in the tribulation plagues!   His Moses-type people of this day must not be afraid of the plagues, but stand with the people and see them brought through the plagues.  
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Many who are going to help save His people in the last days will themselves be martyred.  These Moses-types will go as far as they are able to go.  Like Moses of old who could not enter the promised land because of his disobedience to Yahuweh, many who help His people will be left behind to die, yet will be instrumental in getting many to safety.  There will be those who provide “safe houses” for His fleeing remnant who may escape, but who may also be martyred.  Don’t forget that the martyrs rule and reign with Him.  
The remnant out of all nations will be small, the Scriptures tell us.  We are close to nuclear holocaust and World War III.  These Moses-type shepherds are taking their place now with the sheep that He is calling them to help.

They are meek (gentle) people, humble, contrite, and totally dependent on Yahuweh for help.  They are not proud, haughty, big-mouthed people who want to control, but have the gentle spirit of Moses who was willing to sacrifice himself for the people and for Yahuweh’s reputation.  (Exodus 32-33)

In Exodus 33, Moses said to Yahuweh that unless He went with the people, that he (Moses) would not lead the people any further.   Moses depended totally on Yahuweh for everything.  Moses knew Yahuweh and His ways.  To know 
someone’s ways, we have to be close to them.  We have to understand them.
Father has trained His Moses people of today.  He has personally overseen their 
training and instruction.  He has led them by His Spirit.  He has invested a lot to raise up certain ones and to position them.  He has faith in His foreknowledge of His Moses people.  He trusts His Moses people.  They will lead His people through the wilderness of confusion.  Many will lead His people to the wilderness of southern Jordan—where according to passages like Daniel 11:41 and Revelation 12:6, 14, they will be protected until Messiah comes.

Father has also been training His Joshua and Caleb people, who will be alive and remain and will go with the people over into the Promised Land at the coming of Messiah, but who in the meantime, help His people, literally in the land of Edom and the wilderness of Moab, to be ready and prepared.  
As per hundreds of verses in Scripture, there is a holocaust to come that if Yahuweh doesn’t stop it, NO FLESH will be saved.  He has to get a remnant out to His chosen land of refuge—Edom.  It is being prepared now to the finest detail, according to the Scriptures.  The port of Aqaba to the Petra area has had billions of dollars poured into it by the U.S., E.U., and U.N., and World Bank, and World Food Organization in the last seven years.
There will be a world-wide repeat of Exodus 14.  There will be an exit point out of every area (as in Exodus 14 with Pi Ha Haroth).  He will once again work the miraculous to get His remnant to safety.  He will bring His people back and restore them as one nation again, under Messiah—all the thirteen tribes with their own inheritance.  

There is a company of Elijah-type people that are proclaiming the separation between Yahuweh’s side and Satan/Lucifer’s side—as per I Kings 18.   There is a company of Zadok-type people who are teaching set-apartness and purity before Yahuweh—as per Ezekiel 44:23.  There is a company of Joseph-type 
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people who are preparing to house and help Jews and believers in Messiah at the time of world-wide fleeing.  There is a company of Moses-type people that will prepare His people, and then lead His people out of exit ports in each country.  Some will accompany the people out, and some will stay.  There are the Joshua’s and Caleb-type people who are filled with faith, and will stay with the people through the worst of it all—until the coming of Messiah.  
But, each group in His end-time work must be so filled with humility, compassion, contriteness, purity, obedience, and submission to Him that they walk totally in His will, and in His love.  This love will carry such an anointing, that the people of His choosing—the set-apart ones of the remnant of His people—will feel security and peace in their presence.

These calling can only be accomplished by His set-apart ones submitting totally to Yahuweh’s Spirit, and instantly obeying when His voice is heard.   They must walk in the type of faith that can only be had by intimately knowing Him.  We can’t trust someone we don’t know—and we can’t have faith unless we know Him to be the faithful Father that He is.
Exodus 33:13,17—Moses speaking to Yahuweh: “Now therefore I ask You, if I have found grace in Your sight, show me now Your way, that I may know You…”

“And Yahuweh said to Moses: `I will do this thing also you have spoken: for you have found grace in My sight and I know you by name”.  

Deuteronomy 33:11: “And Yahuweh spoke unto Moses face to face, as a man speaks to his friend”.   Deuteronomy 34:10: “And there arise not a prophet since in Israel like unto Moses, whom Yahuweh knew face to face”.
