THE DECEPTIVE POPE: MISTER 13
There are so many twists and turns on this one! A surprise – Indeed! 

After the announcement yesterday of the new pope, I began doing research. I did research for about four hours. Because of my studies in the Word and my reporting for so many years on the Vatican and its roll in these last days, it was not hard to gather in the information that I will try to bottom line in this brief report. You do your own homework, but do no speculating, for John 16:13 is still for all of us – “He will show you things to come”. Only the Spirit of Yahuweh sees into the future and can teach you absolute understanding, apply all to His Word.

My reaction to his election was one of surprise. I thought surely Cardinal Peter Turkson was their man, or at least Cardinal Angelo Scola, archbishop of Milan, or Cardinal Tarcisio Betrone, Benedict’s Secretary of State and Camerlingo. (Did Dan Brown in Angels and Demons lead us astray? – smile) 

But, the Scriptures say Petrus Romanus, the False Prophet, with the horns of power on his head--the horns of a lamb, who comes “meek as a lamb”. Did you expect a man with evil eyes and a fierce countenance? 
He is known as a “disciple” of Pope John Paul II – a man of peace.

Let’s do some fascinating mathematics: The announcement came at 8:13 PM from the Sistine Chapel. The date was 3/13/13. The numbers add up to 11: i.e. Revelation 13:11. The numbers 13 and 11 
are used as a secret code by the Illuminati elite.
Mister 13 also took the name Francis I for the 13th century Francis of Assisi! All these 13s cannot be a coincidence! 

Borgoglio was ordained December 13, 1969. 

The white smoke appeared from the chimney of the Sistine Chapel at 7:06 PM. – 7+6=13… 

On March 11th the Mount Etna volcano began exploding, but it really exploded on the 13th – interesting timing (days of the conclave). 
Joseph Herrin, of the Open Scroll Blog, writing Tuesday March 5th about coming new Pope, Obama, and the 9-bells to be rung at Notre Dame in Paris on their 850th birthday on “Palm Sunday” (March 24th) speaks of the number 13:  “…that’s the number of the rebel lord beast, and that’s what their world revolves around”. 
Herrin speaking of the timing of Obama’s scheduled entrance into Israel at noon on March 20th: “March 20th is the Vernal Equinox, and in Jerusalem, the moment that event will occur a minute past thirteen hundred hours. If all goes according to schedule, Obama will have just arrived”. He comments on Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger’s election as Pope Benedict: ”Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger was elected Pope on such a notable day in 2005, on April 19, the day very appropriately associated with the Blood Sacrifice to the Beast”. 
One more point: “Also note this Pope was elected on 3-13-13 at 8:13 (phenomenally occult numerology) Vatican time while specifically on this date (13th) Pan-STARRS (Pan-demonium, all the demons) appeared close to the moon, even silhouetting it according to SPACE.com stargazing columnist Geoff Gaherty, an astronomer with the Starry Night Education night sky software company”.  

Yes, Pan’s Star is certainly well timed isn’t it? 
I’ve done enough research of the Roman Catholic Church through the years, to know it is not pagan, it is Satanic-based. In the last few years, it has come to light about the satanic sacrifices in the Vatican that have been going on for a very long time, along with the pedophile cults and homosexual orgies, the sexual abuse of children by priests, extortion, and other vile filth carried out by priests and Bishops all over the world. The Franciscans took over in Mexico, Central and South America, where the Dominicans left off, with the Inquisition. Pope Benedict was the overseer of the Inquisition files of the Vatican. The Inquisition has never stopped. It is still being carried on by the Jesuits in Latin America. When the Church found out that many Spanish Jews had fled from the Inquisition to what is now Mexico, Central and South America, the Franciscans went after them. There were 300 years of Inquisition in Europe, and about the same in “the new world”. 
Today Latin America has 39% of all the world’s 1.2 billion Catholics in it. There are approximately 31 million Catholics in Argentina alone. The Jesuits are very active in Mexico, Central and South America, killing true believers, crucifying pastors on the doors of their churches, wearing military camouflage uniforms in their “army”, threatening anyone who refuses to bow to the pope on penalty of death. Remember, the Jesuit order was created by Loyola to be the pope’s “hit men” to make sure that all the world finally bows to the pope. Their dedicated purpose is to set their Vicar of Christ as supreme Pontiff of the world, “for the glory of the god who sits in St. Peter’s Square”. There was a certain monk who noticed that Father Francis would leave the brothers in the middle of the night and come back later. When he asked St. Francis of Assisi about this, St. Francis told him never to follow him and that it was nothing he would speak about.

Despite St. Francis of Assisi’s admonitions to this brother, one night he followed St. Francis of Assisi secretly outside. For a time, he watched as St. Francis prayed in the woods from a distance and luckily St. Francis had not yet noticed he had come.

The Apparition of St. Peter and St. Paul to St. Francis about Lady Poverty Praying at a Cathedral in honor of St. Peter and Paul, St. Francis of Assisi was entreating the Lord to give him the grace of Holy Lady Poverty. As he prayed with such fervor, an apparition of St. Peter and St. Paul arose before him. They told him that Christ honored his wish to live like the apostles in Holy Poverty, and was so pleased with his request, that He had sent them to announce to St. Francis of Assisi that his prayer was granted.”
“The Franciscan Order has been present in the Holy Land almost uninterruptedly since 1217 (13th century) when Brother Elias arrived at Acre. It received concessions from the Mameluke Sultan in 1333 with regard to certain Holy Places in Jerusalem and Bethlehem, and (so far as concerns the Catholic Church) jurisdictional privileges from Pope Clement VI in 1342
Is this a foretaste of the miraculous False Prophet of Revelation 13:13-14?  “And he does great signs…”   
Here’s a shocker from Tom Horn, March 15, 2013: 
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“Saint Francis Of Assisi And Islam: How The New Pope Could Bring Muslims And Christians Together
Cardinal Jorge Bergoglio's decision to choose the name of Francis as pope has profound significance to Muslims regarding Muslim/Christian relations. The Christian Saint Francis of Assisi -- for whom he has chosen to be named for the rest of his life -- is remembered by Muslims who know their history as a holy man, perhaps the only one (since Jesus) so recognized by Christians and Muslims alike. In fact, as much as Muslims have saints in the first place, Saint Francis could be considered one of our saints too. …fidelity to God's revelations and God and God's creation, to the harsh criticism of friend and family alike, St. Francis' early life path is achingly close to that of Muhammad. And the events of his later life, particularly his three-week dialogue with Sheikh al-Malik al-Kamel the Sultan of Egypt, had a profound affect on Francis…”

The real name of St. Francis of Assisi (WND/March 13, 2013): “Tom Horn pointed out the Jesuits order was organized “to stop Protestantism from spreading and to preserve communion with Rome and the successor of Peter.” He also sees significance in Bergoglio naming himself after Francis of Assisi, an Italian, or Roman priest, whose original name was Francesco di Pietro (Peter) di Bernardone, “literally, Peter the Roman.”

These are some facts, and comments also of Arch Bishops and other Cardinals to Brian Williams of NBC: 

As said over and over: He has a humble, compassionate spirit. He cares for the poor. He has a passion for evangelizing, and made the statement that he would evangelize Rome. He was a disciple of John Paul II. 
He has “Genuine spiritual depth”, “humble”, “man of God”, “compassionate”, “humble”, “kind”, and “very intelligent”. 
Argentina has legalized homosexual marriages, and birth control methods, and the Cardinal has not spoken out against it. He has not spoken out against the sexual scandals of the Vatican either. It is because he is humble, they say--he has a nature very like St. Francis of Assisi.
Bergoglio was second in line for the papacy when Benedict was elected.

AP: March 14th: “VATICAN CITY (AP) — Pope Francis put his humility on display during his first day as pontiff Thursday, stopping by his hotel to pick up his luggage and pay the bill himself in a decidedly different style for the papacy usually ensconced inside the frescoed halls of the Vatican…Francis, the first Jesuit pope and first non-European since the Middle Ages, decided to call himself Francis after St. Francis of Assisi, the humble friar who dedicated his life to helping the poor. The new pope, known for his work with the poor in Buenos Aires' slums, immediately charmed the crowd in St. Peter's… It was a remarkable show of simplicity and humility for a man who could easily have dispatched someone to do the job for him.

He displayed that same sense immediately after his election, shunning the special sedan that was to transport him to the hotel so he could ride on the bus with other cardinals, and refusing even an elevated platform from which he would greet them, according to U.S. Cardinal Timothy Dolan. "He met with us on our own level," Dolan said.

Like many Latin American Catholics, Francis has a particular devotion to the Virgin Mary, and his visit to the basilica was a reflection of that. He prayed before a Byzantine icon of Mary and the infant Jesus, the Protectress of the Roman People. "He had a great devotion to this icon of Mary and every time he comes from Argentina he visits this basilica," said one of the priests at the basilica, the Rev. Elio Montenero”. 
It seems the word “humility” was very overworked last night, and today. I am sure it will be overworked in days to come. Is this not a man with horns of power and authority, yet he appears as a sweet and gentle lamb before the 1.2 billion adoring Catholics. The last pope that showed this type of nature was poisoned. 
And how can I leave out the words of President Obama: "As a champion of the poor and the most vulnerable among us, he carries forth the message of love and compassion that has inspired the world for more than 2,000 years — that in each other, we see the face of God," U.S. President Barack Obama said in a statement. 

Last night, those Bishops interviewed by Brian Williams from America had nothing but glorious words to say about the Jesuits – saying how clear and methodical they are. A Catholic reporter for NBC, said “the Jesuits are the intellectuals of the church”.  They are also the most secretive of all the orders, for they work directly with the pope to bring the world into submission to the pope.
This new pope is considered an Ecumenical pope – to bring all faiths into one! Isn’t this one world religion move really moving fast – all religions are coming under the umbrella of the Vatican, including Protestantism and Judaism. 
Bergoglio had one lung removed when a teenager. A reporter said that he had “health issues”. My question: Why are they putting in another sickly man? Is he not expected to live long, not because of health “issues” but because of his role in these end times? 
It was noted that it rained all day in Rome, but just before the pope was announced the rain stopped and did not resume, saying it was God’s blessing on the new pope.

He led the massive audience in St. Peter’s Square in silent prayer, and it was noted by a NBC reporter that there was no sound in the square except for camera shutters. Then he led the crowd in public prayer together. 

This one speaks like a lamb right now, hope of the poor. But, will he soon speak as a powerful dragon? He was elected to return to the church to a solid foundation. Is he strong enough to do that? Evidently those that elected him think so. 
He is called a “conservative”. Historically among powerful men, conservatism is really a façade. Is this pope a façade for the real Petrus Romanus who will use him? 
Also I cannot let the “gog” in the middle of his name pass without comment: Is this the “gog” of Ezekiel 38? For now, I seriously doubt it…

Here is St. Malachi’s prophecy of the last pope – Petrus Romanus: 

“In the extreme pressure of the Holy Roman Church there will sit… Peter the Roman who will pasture his sheep in many tribulations, and when these things are finished the city of seven hills will be destroyed, and the terrible judge will judge his people”. 

Here is just one headline with such wording: 

Latin Americans hail Francis as man to lead troubled Church

By Alexandra Ulmer | Reuters March 13, 2013

Already this pope is being called the pope that will shepherd his sheep in times of great trouble … just as the prophecy above indicates…

Also note the “third secret of Fatima”, to Sister Lucia at Fatima. According to it, the pope will suffer greatly, and there will be massive apostasy, and the pope will die, and the church be destroyed. 

And here is the prophecy of Nostradamus, from Petrus Romanus by Tom Horn: “In Quatrain 6:25 he wrote: “Though Mars adverse (in time of war) will be the monarchy. Of the great fisherman (the pope) in trouble ruinous, a young black red (a young black Cardinal) will seize the hierarchy, the predators acting on a foggy day”. 
Peter Turkson is one of the youngest Cardinals, a black man from Ghana. He is the one who wrote the call for world economic unity with a world ruler to govern it, October 28, 2012. Is it possible that this pope will die very quickly, and Cardinal Turkson, a close runner-up will take his place? I thought of that! But, then, this pope is subject to the Jesuit General, called the “Black Pope” because he wears black robes. 
Here is a good point that may throw light on what’s coming, from an article in the Huffington Post Religion section, March 14, 2013, on the 112th Pope and St. Malachi’s prophecy. “In his book, "Life of St. Malachy," St. Bernard of Clairvaux wrote that Malachy was respected as a clairvoyant who predicted the exact day and hour of his own death. At least one 20th century pope, Pius X, was convinced Malachy's vision was divine, according to Rafael Merry del Val, his biographer. But theologians and clerics argue there was never an authentic written manuscript. Malachy's list was curiously discovered in 1590 in the Vatican archives, hundreds of years later”. 

Fr. James Weiss, professor of church history at Boston College says: Another point Weiss raises is the line between the prediction for No. 111 "glory of olive" (Pope Benedict) and No. 112 Petrus Romanus:  "It reads, 'In the extreme persecution in the Holy Roman Church there will sit...' It's an incomplete sentence," Weiss said. "Apparently a lot of scholars believe that line is an incomplete sentence indicating that there will be unidentified popes between the ["glory of olives"] and Peter the Roman." 
Perhaps Pope Francis I will be very temporary, but I don’t think so. I think we’ve got our Petrus Romanus -- Watch and see! 

We must also remember that Nostradamus, and St. Malachi, and people like Sister Lucia, did NOT receive their “words” from Yahuweh, the Elohim of Israel, nor from Yahushua Messiah. They were given by a phantom “Mary” (Isis) or by “vision” to people who were not born of the Spirit of Yahuweh. Thus, in judging prophecy, the foundation of Truth is always the Word of Yahuweh in the Tenach--the Hebrew Scriptures: The Torah, the Prophets, and the Writings.
