NO ATONEMENT FOR WILLFUL SIN AFTER …
Exposing the Lies of Easy Grace
Numbers 15:28-31: “And the priest shall make atonement for the being who strays by mistake, when he sins by mistake before Yahuweh, to make atonement for him. And, and it shall be forgiven him. For him who does whatever by mistake there is one Torah, both for him who is native among the children of Israel and for the stranger who sojourns in their midst.  But, the being that does whatever defiantly, whether he be native or a stranger, he reviles Yahuweh, and that being shall be cut off from among His people, because he has despised the Word of Yahuweh and has broken His command that being shall certainly be cut off, his crookedness is upon him.”
Hebrews 6:4-6: “For it is impossible for those who were once enlightened and tasted of the heavenly gift, and have been partakers of the Set-Apart Spirit, and have tasted the good Word of Elohim, and the powers of the age to come, and they fall away, to renew them again to repentance--having nailed to the stake for themselves the Son of Elohim again, and put Him to open shame.” 

Hebrews 10:26-31: “For if we sin purposely after we have received the knowledge of the Truth, there no longer remains a slaughter offering (sacrifice) for sin, but some fearful anticipation of judgment and a fierce fire which is about to consume the opponents. Anyone who has disregarded the Torah of Moshe dies without compassion on the witness of two or three witnesses. How much worse punishment do you think he shall deserve who has trampled the Son of Elohim underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which He was set apart as common, and insulted the Spirit of favor? For we know Him who has said, `Vengeance is Mine, I shall repay’ says Yahuweh. And again, Yahuweh shall judge His people. It is fearsome to fall into the hands of Elohim!”  
Hebrews 9:7: “But into the second part the High Priest went once a year, not without blood, which he offered for himself and for the sins of ignorance for the people.”  (Speaking of the Day of Atonement/Yom Kippur – Leviticus 16)   
II Kepha (Peter) 2:18-22: “For speaking arrogant nonsense, they entice, through the lusts of the flesh, through indecencies, the ones who have indeed escaped from those living in delusion , promising them freedom, though themselves being slaves of corruption--for one is a slave to whatever overcomes him. For IF AFTER they have escaped the defilements of the world through the knowledge of the Master and Savior Yahushua Messiah, they are indeed entangled in them and overcome, the latter end is worse for them than the first. For it would have been better of them not to know the way of righteousness than to have known it and to turn from the set-apart command delivered unto them. For them the proverb has proved true `a dog returns to his own vomit,’ and `a sow returns to her rolling in the mud.’ ”
I Yochanan (John) 1:6; 2:2-4; 3:4-10; 5:18-19: “If we say that we have fellowship with Him and walk in darkness we lie, and are not doing the truth…and He Himself is an atoning offering for our sins…and by this we know that we know Him, if we guard His commandments. And the one who says `I know Him’ and does not guard His commandments is a liar, and the truth is not in him…everyone doing sin transgresses the Torah, and sin is the transgression of the Torah. And you know that He was manifested to take away our sins, and in Him there is no sin. Everyone staying in Him does not sin. Anyone sinning has not seen Him or known Him.  Little children, let no one lead you astray. The one doing righteousness is righteous, even as He is righteous. The one doing sin is of the devil, because the devil has sinned from the beginning. For this purpose was the Son of Elohim manifested: to destroy the works of the devil. Everyone having been born of Elohim does not sin, because His seed stays in him, and he is powerless to sin because he has been born of Elohim. In this the children of Elohim and the children of the devil are manifest.  Everyone not doing righteousness is not of Elohim, neither the one not loving his brother…We know that everyone having been born of Elohim does not sin, but the one having been born of Elohim guards himself and the wicked one does not touch him. We know we are of Elohim, and the whole world lies in wickedness.”   
Ya’cob (James) 4:17: “To those, then, who know to do good and do it not, to him it is sin.” 

I Kepha (Peter) 1:6-9: “…even though for a little while, if need be, you have been grieved by manifold trials in order that the proving of your faith – more precious than gold that perishes and proven by fire – might be found to result in praise, honor, and esteem, at the coming of Yahushua Messiah, whom having not seen you love; in whom you exalt in unspeakable and esteemed joy, yet not seeing but believing, obtaining the end of your faith – the salvation of your soul.” (the “end of your faith,” the goal – is eternal salvation. 
There are more mind-numbing Scriptures below. Re-read the above; read in context in the Word. This theme goes from Genesis 3 through Revelation 22 and into eternity future. This is a life-changing teaching! I we don’t seriously get this truth straight in our minds and act on it to correct our course to His plumb line, the flip-side could change our course forever. Please know that I write to me too!
This overwhelming revelation finally became a clear reality in my mind only a few days ago, though I have taught on it for nearly 30 years!  We never stop learning, do we? We’ll keep learning throughout eternity and never know all that Yahuweh knows. Life with Him is always a great adventure!  But, this particular revelation is something I’ve been teaching and writing about over 50 years, yet just a few days ago it was presented in such a way that it sent me back to the Word to investigate as to its total reality from all of Scripture. I have been in the Word for days now on this topic.  

In the Torah, there was no atonement provided for willful defiance and rebellion – sin against the Torah of Yahuweh.  Such willful sin was met with severe punishment.  There was atonement for sins of mistake, sins done in ignorance. Even Yom Kippur, as we will see, was atonement for the sins of mistake by the High Priest and the nation.  Messiah died as our atoning sacrifice for sins of ignorance, to wash us clean from all sin done without our knowledge of the truth, to remove us from the kingdom of darkness and to translate us into the Kingdom of light, so that we would walk as a new creation, as children of light.

There was and still is no atoning sacrifice for purposed, willful, defiant, premeditated rebellion against the Torah of Yahuweh done AFTER a person repents and is born again by the Spirit of Yahuweh! Just like there is no unconditional love found in the Scriptures, every promise has its condition, so there no loophole for anyone who purposely and knowingly rebels against Yahuweh.  

I pray that this study answers questions you might have had, brings daylight to your understand and determination to your mind. Most of us have been raised in Western culture and religion, so His nature, ways, and thinking may not be easy to understand. I begin with a brief testimony from my own life to show Abba Yahuweh’s plans for His entire family, and how He works to bring about His plans. “His mercy endures forever.” This article is about you, about me, about us, in these last days.
I was wondrously born again May 13, 1951, at the age of 6½, in my Baptist Church. I was raised as a Baptist. But, after receiving the baptism into the Spirit in November of 1966, I began attending charismatic churches, mostly Foursquare, Assemblies of God, and non-denominational charismatic churches. In the early 1990s, I was ordained and had my own corporation from many years. I began going to the nations to preach and teach in 1992. I have followed His Acts 1:8 pattern since age 6. When I learned about Torah in the mid-1990s, I embraced it with zeal. I knew it was right to guard His Covenant/Torah. At the end of 1998, Abba Yahuweh led me to Jordan, on the Red Sea, for 8 years, to separate me from Christianity, church, and from all religion in general. He began teaching me by His Spirit. I dissolved my ordination and incorporation. I spent 12-14 hours a day in the Word, in research, in learning truth, in writing, counseling and teaching, for most of those 8 years that I wasn’t traveling and ministering, doing intercession, or visiting loved ones. I studied on each topic He gave me from Genesis to Revelation, and His Spirit within me led me back and forth throughout the Word to clarify His Truth.

Two good friends gave me a computer in 2000, and I began writing articles on topics He had given me. I started with an address list of 15, four of which were my children. I faithfully shared what He said in home meetings, rented buildings, in Bible schools, in writing, and in going to preach and teach in many nations. I thought maybe He would give me a break somewhere in the last 16 years, but no – He continued/continues to teach me, and I continue to share what He is saying with as many as possible. But, initially, in Jordan, I cried out to Him: “Your message is so huge, and the world needs to know it, and all I have is so few to send articles of what you say. Please get Your Word through me to the nations.” 
I did nothing, absolutely nothing, to promote myself! I figured I was doing Abba’s business, so it was up to Him to promote me. People began passing printing off my articles and passing them around, or sending them on via internet. Then around 2004, a young man named John Snyder began posting my articles on his website and my audience began growing. Many of you came to know me through laydownlife.net.  
At the end of 2011 my son created my own website: comeenterthemikvah.com. 
Upon being born again, I began evangelizing – telling my friends about salvation. I was taught from the beginning the two basic foundations of Christianity – 1) You are saved by grace. You are “not under the law of the Jews.” Jesus has set you free, having fulfilled the law for us, and 2) If you sin, you have I John 1:9 – just tell Him you’re sorry and He will forgive you. Like most all Christians, I figured that meant that no matter what sin I committed, I had I John 1:9, and, as a Baptist I was taught I had eternal security. 
There is absolutely nothing wrong with I John 1:9! “If you confess your sin, He is faithful and just to forgive you your sin, and to cleanse you from all unrighteousness.” 
Satan made sure I was enslaved by sin before age 6. I grew up alone, with a religious mind-set, but not understanding the seriousness of my spiritual condition before a “holy God.” I was never taught about sin other than it meant doing bad things, so I didn’t even realize what sin was in my early years. I thought I was good. I had little in-depth communication with my parents. Though they were good Christians, they were busy with their own lives, and I grew up a lonely child. So, Abba had great mercy on my ignorance, and on my lack of understanding!

He has had extremely great mercy on all of us who have been fed deception all our lives, along with those demonically blinded, and those who have “strongholds” in the mind that block the reception of truth. Religions, organized by man, are all demonic-controlled “strongholds,” that keep people from knowing the real Elohim (God) of the Scriptures. Each faction of religious institutions has different thinking, and so it blocks the mind and even controls the mind from grasping truth. My thinking was, though guilt came and went, I always had I John 1:9 to fall back on. So I was knocked around most of my life a ping pong ball in the devil’s game with my mind and emotions. Later, in  looking over my life, guilt and regret became a paralyzing stronghold in my mind. It took many years before I could forgive myself for exposing my children to the harm I put myself in. Many years past, I had forgiven everyone who hurt me, for I knew that un-forgiveness was a sin, but the enemy kept reminding me of my sin. I couldn’t stop the thoughts in my mind that brought traumatizing regret. Thus, in His mercy, my Abba sovereignly had to take care of that for me!  He had to sovereignly remove my self-hatred also – for it was too deep for me to get rid of. Of course I cooperated with Him!
He works with us as long as He can!!! He doesn’t want to punish us, but if sin warrants it, He has to. 
Indeed, we reap what we sow (Galatians 6:7-8). As is so well-written in Romans 8 also, if we sow to the flesh, we shall of the flesh reap corruption. But, if we sow to the spirit, by the Spirit, we reap eternal life, and all the blessings of Yahuweh.
There was a twelve-year time-period in which I became insensitive to the conviction of the Spirit. Yet, even then during those times, at times my spirit hungered for the Word, to share the Good News of salvation, to teach others the Word, and to go to the nations with His “gospel.” My hurt was so deep, that oftentimes this longing was crushed down by sin. But, I remember sitting on a bar stool drunk, preaching to those near me about how wonderful Jesus is. If you ever saw the movie “The Apostle,” you learned that no matter what we go through in life, we are what we are in our spirit. When we are born again, our spirit is perfected. But, then the battle begins, for the self-willed soul (mind, emotions) fights the perfected spirit which is subject only to Yahuweh and Yahushua.  When the carnal earth-bound soul and the eternal spirit are united in subjection to Yahuweh, we can walk on this earth in the nature of our Elohim, thinking His thoughts, doing His will. This state of being is called “blamelessness.” It is not “perfection” by religious standards, but purity and set-apartness by Yahuweh’s standards. Thus, the “spirit-man” that dwells within our body becomes whole – blameless – and in right standing with Yahushua and Yahushua. This can only be accomplished by willful submission to the Spirit of Yahuweh. The test of Iyob (Job) is simple – when we come to the point where we say “You are Elohim and I am not,” then He can work with us—then we are free.
A huge stumbling-block for most “believers” is that there is no teaching in churches or in most Messianic assemblies on either true repentance, or true discipleship. I was taught that Jesus did it all for me, so I didn’t have to do anything but believe. Of course, in the traditional Baptist Church all I ever heard was salvation sermons each Sunday. Nothing was defined except salvation by faith, and that we get to go to heaven forever if we believe. We were not even told that our eternal life is on this earth.   

I loved the Word. But, as I learned to read, even as a child, I read it through the doctrinal mind of my pastor and Baptist denomination. After graduation from High School, I enrolled in a major Fundamentalist Bible College in California – BIOLA – The former “Bible Institute of Los Angeles.” I prepared to be a missionary to China. I graduated in 1966 with a degree in Music. I held a straight “A average” in my Bible classes. I aligned well to all that my denomination taught. There was one thing, however, that upset me early on: When the pastor would say that the baptism into the Spirit, the gifts of the Spirit, the miracles, the healings, etc., were all passé, because now we have the Word and don’t need the manifestations of the “Holy Spirit” any more. I thought: “UNFAIR, UNFAIR! Those in the early church had so much adventure in God, and it can’t be all gone from us.” In 1965, I began ministering on the streets of Los Angles and Hollywood as part of my “Christian Service” assignment in College, with Open Air Campaigners.  I continued on with them after my graduation in 1966, and my marriage in July of 1966. One night after I gave my testimony with this group, a young couple from Life Bible College, the famous Foursquare College associated with Angelus Temple, approached me and asked me: “Have you ever been filled with the Spirit since you believed in Jesus.” This was a question the Apostle Sha’ul (Paul) asked Jews in Israel (Acts 19:1-6).  I answered them: “No, but I want to.” The next week, my husband and I went to their apartment near the famous Angelus Temple. There, I had a life-changing experience that led me further on, and finally led me to the Torah of Yahuweh. I did not know then that the Elohim of Israel, Yahuweh, was the Spirit, and the Spirit was Yahuweh (i.e. II Corinthians 3:17-18). You can read my testimony in the first two articles under the third mikvah--The Mikvah of the Spirit-- on my website: comeenterthemikvah.com
I began going to the nations to minister outside America in 1992, but I did not get to China until 1994-1995, and from there I hit the ground running for Him to the nations. All His mercy!!! 

My testimony is found in Psalm 40:2-4a: “He brought me up also out of a horrible pit, out of the miry clay, and set my feet upon a Rock and established my goings. And He put a new song in my mouth, even praise unto our El, many shall see and hear and put their trust in Yahuweh. Blessed is the man who makes Yahuweh his trust…”  (Of course THE ROCK is Messiah, the embodiment of the Word of Elohim.)
“Amazing Grace, how sweet the sound that saved a wretch like me, I once was lost, but now am found, was blind but now I see.”

Yahuweh knew us before the foundation of the earth. Therefore, according to His foreknowledge He chose whom He knew would end up totally submitted to Him. From birth, those in “His Book,” begin a journey, which He watches over very carefully!
When Yahuweh brings us forward, He never ever tells us to go backwards – not for any reason!  It is a process of our learning to trust Him, but also of His learning to trust us. It is process of being united in relationship.
Acts 3:19-21: “Repent, therefore, and turn back for the blotting out of your sins, in order that times of refreshing might come from the Presence of the Master, and that He sends Yahushua Messiah, appointed for you, whom heaven must receive until the time of the restoration of all things which Elohim spoke through the mouth of all His Prophets since of old.” 

You see, it’s all about Yahuweh gathering a family out of all the tribes of Ya’cob to bring them together as one in unity--“echad”--as He and His Son are “echad.” (John 17).  The whole of Scripture is about His gathering a family, a small remnant that would love Him and obey Him as their Creator, and their Father (Abba), who would have His nature, walk in His ways, and have His thinking.  There is a small remnant from all the tribes whom He is joining together with Him, to be “echad” as the Father and the Son are “echad.”  “Echad” is a Hebrew word meaning “two in unity as one,” – it is a family word.

You and I are part of the end-time people of Yahuweh. His final family-gathering began in the mid-1800s with a great revival of salvation that broke out in America and the UK.  People were being born again by faith in the Jewish Messiah by the millions. Yahuweh had to start somewhere!  This revival spread worldwide!  It continued under great men like Charles Spurgeon and Charles Finney. The power of the Spirit, the anointing (His Presence), was so powerful that people didn’t even need a sermon to find salvation. Bars were closed, houses of prostitution were closed, and people of whole towns and cities were seeking salvation. For one example, those working in a big clothing factory fell on their faces in repentance and cried out to God to save them one day when Charles Finney just walked into their factory. 
Then in 1906, what began in the great Welsh revival of 1904 under Evan Roberts, came to America, to Azusa Street in Los Angeles. Messiah baptized millions into the Spirit of His Father as people began receiving His Spirit by faith. (Luke 3:16) This will happen again after Messiah returns – Joel 2:27-29.  In Africa, my main gifting besides preaching the Good News of salvation was to lead people to receive the Spirit, and to minister in the gifts of His Spirit – in healing, miracles, and deliverance. 
The gifts of the Spirit began manifesting in power worldwide. It was a pure movement of Yahuweh’s Spirit--that is, until man began to organize it and control it. But, again, it was Abba returning us to the book of Acts!  Out of this, the great healing movements of the 1920-1950s began, not only in America but in the UK as well, with men like Smith Wigglesworth and John G. Lake, William Branham, and other simple people who were pure of heart. This moved into the nations, to Africa, India, and Asia. 

During the great missionary movement of the late 1800s and early 1900s, a man named Jonathan Goforth, and his wife, went to China. They were born again and had a desire to see the Chinese born again. He preached and taught everywhere he went, but no one responded for salvation. He learned that Charles Finney had received what he thought was the Acts-experience, the baptism into the Spirit in the late 1800s. Jonathan told his wife that he was going into his bedroom and would stay there until he received the power from on high that Charles Finny had received. Within two weeks he came out rejoicing with great joy. He went to preach, and people were saved, in fact, everywhere he preached hundreds, then thousands, of people were saved. I have had such meetings in Africa, and so right now I am crying as I write this. The greatest miracle of all is the new birth – the true new birth that can only be done by the Spirit’s transforming power, doing 40 things within us instantly to transform us into the nature of Yahuweh and Yahushua.  [Refer to: “The True New Birth”] 

Abba blessed mightily as salvation by faith and the outpouring of His Spirit went all over the world. Missionaries in the late 1800s and early 1900s, like Hudson Taylor and William Carry, went forth to bring salvation to China, to India, to Africa, and eventually to the ends of the earth. Abba was pulling His family through a sieve – to thresh, winnow, and sift – so that He would bring an “Acts remnant” forward. Knowledge of His Word began to grow. In the 1960s, there was a revival of studying about the return of Messiah which went forth from America. Now, many throughout the world are His watchmen. But, again, men organized and created denominations and organizations, and today it is calculated that there are 38,000 Christian denominations and organizations worldwide. Do you notice that this process of bringing His family through a sieve was concentrated originally in America and the UK?  Europe was locked into Catholicism or State churches, Humanism, and Secularism. But, so was the UK--with its Anglican Church of England. There is always a remnant that comes out of what man wants to control, and continues on with Yahuweh! With each restoration, He brought forth a remnant through His sieve that would continue on with His restoration.
In the mid-1990s Yahuweh strongly began drawing His final remnant through the sieve back into His Covenant of Torah (His instructions and teachings for right-standing in His Kingdom).  This restoration was a part of this great awakening. It was the beginning of the “10 from every nation,” the ten “lost tribes, returning to the Torah. (Zechariah 8) 

By His mercy, He led me to know Him as the Elohim of Israel who always loved me, and was calling me to Himself through His Son. I immediately embraced His Torah upon hearing it, and His Hebrew Names. I did have some foundational understanding, however.  In Bible College, in 1963, sophomore year, I took a class taught by an 80-year old former missionary, Mrs. Hooker. The class was called “Typology.” She took us through Exodus and Leviticus, showing us Messiah in the tabernacle, and in the seven Festivals. I loved that class very much. From that class, I began studying on my own. Later, I put on several Passover Seders. I taught in Women’s Aglow meetings, and anywhere else I could teach it, too, (1987- 1992) on how Messiah fulfilled all the Festivals of Leviticus 23. You can find that teaching on my website, comeenterthemikvah.com, under the Mikvah of the Covenant entitled “Seven Appointments With Man.” 

September 29, 2000, Yom Teruah, a Shmittah Year going into 2001 on the Creation calendar, we passed into the 7th millennium. He has pulled almost all of His remnant family through the sieve, from the new birth, to the in-filling of His Spirit to learn from Him and thus into the Torah. Without the Spirit indwelling in our re-born Spirit, He is limited on how much He can deal with us. From the inside, however, He empowers us, teaches, directs--leads and guides--convicts of sin, instructs us in righteous wisdom, strengthens us, disciplines us, and transforms us into the nature, ways, and thinking of Yahuweh. There are still those that need salvation, the in-filling of the Spirit, instruction in basic Kingdom-living, instruction in Torah, and in preparation for the return of Messiah. Let us be about our Father’s business!  
With this last restoration of Torah, especially designed for the restoration of the ten tribes of the House of Israel/Ephraim/Joseph, a line was drawn, a plumb line dropped. And it was drawn precisely as we entered the 7th millennium from this last Creation, on Yom Teruah 2000/2001. This ended the “120 years” of Genesis 6:3 that the Spirit was giving to man to return to Yahuweh…120 Jubilee years – or 6,000 years from Creation. 

If we cross the line and continue on, we will radically move into His final preparations for the return of Messiah. If we step backwards across the line at any point, there remains no more atonement for sin. We are in an “either/or” situation now.  
Luke 9:62 pertains to all going back: “No one having put his hand to the plow, and looking back, is fit for the Kingdom of Elohim.”

Yes, there is predestination according to foreknowledge! (Ephesians 1:3-5; I Peter 1:2-3; Romans 8:2-31) Yes, those truly His people were chosen before the foundation of the world. He saw us in our sin, but He saw us as what we will be! He is patient! But, He can’t help us if we turn our backs on the truth we know and go forth to willfully sin. We reap what we sow!  We tie His hands. He cannot help us. Though I knew these things in part, and have written much about them, a few days ago He finally dropped the bombshell revelation that has numbed me so much that I can’t stop studying it. My studying has taken me all over the Word. This revelation followed my determination to discipline my every thought, “and bring it into captivity to Messiah.” He is so faithful to confirm to us what we must know to go forward!  His people are now preparing for the final thrust/battle/raking of the tribulum before Messiah returns. He is withdrawing a remnant unto Himself, into the Most Set-Apart Place (Psalm 91:1) so that He might instruct and train them before the onslaught hits.

In a non-formal midrash session, standing in the kitchen with my son, Derek, the day after I returned to Costa Rica a little over a week ago, he made a simple statement: “There is no atonement for willful defiance against Yahuweh.” My mind shut down, I went blank. I was numb all over. I immediately went to the Word to begin studying on this. That statement blew a hole in my childhood training, which said that Jesus died to atone for all my sins from birth to death, no matter what I did. Yes, Yahushua died to atone for all of our sins done, which we did ignorantly before we were born again, before we learned the boundaries of our Creator,  but there is no atonement, IF, AFTER we are born again, we willfully, purposely, and defiantly, sin against Yahuweh.  He is not mocked – “what we sow we also reap.”  If we sow corruption we reap corruption. He has boundaries. If we cross them, there is punishment. 

Alongside the road going east from Kiryat Shmona across the north Golan Heights to the Syrian border, there are signs saying “Danger! Mines!” If a person sees the sign, reads it, and knows that land mines lies beyond the highway barrier, yet still steps over the barrier to explore the field of flowers beyond, he runs a good chance of having his leg blown off, or being killed. (See picture at end of article, on page 27)   

I have known for many years that once a person receives the atonement of Yahushua to blot out our sin, that we come under a whole new set of rules – His Covenant rules for right standing as citizens of His Kingdom. Yahushua paid the price in full that we owed to Yahuweh for our sins against Him. But, once this atonement, justification, was received by faith, we enter into a new relationship with Him as totally new creations (II Corinthians 5:17-21). Through true repentance, we “take off the old man” and “put on the new man.” (Ephesians 4:22-24) Romans 6 is very plain!  We died with Messiah, and were raised with Him into newness of life. That’s what baptism in water signifies. Our past was atoned for, and now we must walk in this “newness of life” with “fear and trembling,” cooperating with the disciplines of the Spirit in our soul (mind, emotions, will) to align to our re-born spirit. (Philippians 2:12)  “The fear of Yahuweh is the beginning of wisdom” is definitely for us! (Psalm 111:9-10)
The Baptist theology that still clung to me was thrown in a tail-spin. I knew I had to get to the Book and start studying. The next day, Derek said that Numbers 15 would explain everything, and it does. We all are learning as we go. I have read every book of the Word over and over, but when He wants us to see something clearly, He points it out!  We will be in His school throughout eternity! It is one thing to know theology in our intellectual brain, but another to live it out in real-time. What He has taught me out of this is not being taught on a real-time level by the Christian or Messianic religions. He is preparing a blameless people. He is gathering a blameless family. How can we be blameless if we entertain sin in our thoughts and actions, thinking we’ll get forgiveness no matter what we do? 
As well as I know the Word, my Abba was waiting for me to take action on what I knew, before He laid the whole truth on me!  I had been taking action since I arrived here. He always begins teaching us Himself then brings in His righteous reinforcements!  

If He sees no action on known truth, He withdraws His truth. (Mark 4:24-25; Luke 8:18) Footnote in The Scriptures: “Unto those who hear and obey whatever truth Yahuweh brings to them, He brings more truth. However, those who do not hold on to the truth He brings, they lose it all, even that which they think they have.” 
We’re all on the threshing floor! He’s got to do a quick work in us to prepare us to stand strong in the face of overwhelming odds. He is raking the “tribulum” over us – a Latin word for a threshing instrument from which we get the word “tribulation.”  It is painful, and it will get more painful. What’s the final restoration to prepare a Bride? -- Set-apartness and purity for a remnant that will go forth in great power under His authority before the return of Messiah!  Notice that in Revelation 12:17, it speaks of those who will be protected – they guard the Torah of Yahuweh and have the testimony of Messiah Yahushua. They’re the overcoming remnant – the ones that are the first fruits of the resurrection of the righteous (Revelation 14:1-5). They are not defiled with the whoredom of this world, but are blameless before Him.  He is now pulling this final “Bridal” remnant though the sieve!

I often balked at I John 3:4-10 and 5:18-19. I thought that what Yochanan wrote was impossible to live. But, far from impossible, it is an Elijah on Mount Carmel mandate for our continuing on to eternal life!  
In the true new birth, we are given mercy that is beyond our capacity to understand it! Psalm 89:1: “I will sing of the mercy of Yahuweh forever! With my mouth will I make known Your faithfulness to all generations.” 
His undeserved kindness and favor has been extended to us with much love! 
Upon true repentance and faith in Messiah’s atoning blood, and in His resurrection, a person receives forgiveness from the Judge of the universe--pardon for crimes against Him!  But, once pardoned, if we go back to our old life of sin, there is no more pardon!  
As an illustration: In the American prison system, a man arrested for serious offenses may get sent to prison for many years, and then released if the Governor of the state grants him pardon. But, if this same man goes out and commits the same crimes, or worse, if caught, he will be put back into prison and this time he may get the death penalty, but for sure there will be no more pardon. 
How can we keep our mouths shut if we have received such great mercy from the Judge of the universe? So many don’t share their testimony with others because they don’t realize what they have been saved out of, and from. Let us think daily on His awesome salvation, and share it with others who the Spirit puts in our path! (John 6:44-45) Revelation 20:11-15 describes Yahuweh’s final court appearance. 

In ignorance of His Torah, in ignorance of His nature, in ignorance of His requirements for right-standing with Him, in ignorance of our own sinful selves, to different degrees, we all have defiantly rebelled against Yahuweh and Yahushua from our childhood. Yes, we were taught morals, right from wrong, but that was not enough to keep us from doing wrong, because our morals were aligned to Western pagan standards, or to religious standards of our church, which rejected Yahuweh’s standards. We may have had religious training, but no one told us our boundaries for right standing in the Kingdom of heaven, and what it would cost us if we stepped out of those boundaries. We were taught that “God is love,” and that He loved us unconditionally.  We took that to mean that we could believe as we willed and do as we willed, and He’d still love us. The use of the Greek “agape,” (unconditional love) has done much damage. There is no unconditional love anywhere mentioned in the Word. Thus, many notorious sinners have called themselves “Christian.”

The true new birth is rarely taught in Western culture, for it rests on the nature, ways, and thinking of Yahuweh--the Eloyim of Israel. His wisdom filtered into the ancient Hebrew culture, for starters, with Abraham. But, it is entirely foreign to Western Greek/Roman philosophical pagan culture. There is no way to know Yahuweh and Yahushua from any culture, or from any religion of man! 
The idea of using our will to stop what pleases our flesh is against everything our culture has mind-programmed us to desire. “If it feels good, do it!” has become the standards of so many people. According to cultural standards, we are supposed to strive for success in this life, but one can’t be successful if they don’t go the world’s way. Most Western religion teaches a moral code, but not submission to the will of Elohim. 

So, to solve a big problem, most churches have taken the word “sin” out of their vocabulary. We now have “seeker-friendly” churches, where nothing is said or done that might offend a potential church member. The whole vocabulary has changed, and new Bible translations have been created with this new soothing vocabulary. 

It is now touted: People “mess up,” they make “mistakes,” they have “issues,” “they just have a different view of life.” But, they never “sin”--as in transgress, rebel, or defy God, because “God is love.”  It is taught that because He loves us unconditionally, “He understands we’re just flesh,” “He understands our heart,” “He knows we’ve had a rough life and have been hurt, so He excuses our negative reactions and decisions”--“After all, nobody’s perfect,” “we’re all frail humans, and He understands that.” Guess again folks!  He is Light. Those that walk in darkness are not His children!
Let’s stand up, shake ourselves, take a few deep breathes, and come back to the table to learn reality before it’s too late to turn things around, and let us quickly head in the right direction! I share my numbing experience with reality with you because you and I are in the final mile of this race. We must know the rules for overcoming, and use our will to submit to His disciplines, so that we can stand before Yahuweh in peace. There are only two resurrections – 1000 years apart. We do want to be in the first one!
The word “atonement” in Hebrew is “Kippur,” as in Yom Kippur, “the Day of Atonement,” on the 10th of the Hebrew month of Tishre. (Leviticus 16 and Hebrews 9:7)  The word for “mercy seat,” on which the blood of the atonement was sprinkled is “ kaphoret,” from the verb “kphr,” meaning to “cover over, pacify, make propitiation.” 

I John 2:2: “And He Himself is an atoning offering for our sins.” Messiah is our mercy seat, our propitiation, the one who covers us and pacifies the justifiable wrath of Yahuweh against us. In Greek the word for an atoning sacrifice is “halasmos,” whose meaning is the same in Hebrew.
When Messiah said: “IT IS FINISHED,” He concluded a legal transaction. The words here mean: “DEBT PAID IN FULL!” He paid our debt for crimes against our Creator that would otherwise have caused our eternal death. Literally translated the Greek word tetelestai means, “It has been finished,” or simply “It is finished.” The word occurs in John 19:28 and 19:30. The word comes from the verb teleó: meaning “to bring to an end, finished, completed, fulfilled, accomplished, to bring to maturity, to pay a debt.”  
From the article “It is Finished” by Rick Renner, CBN (Christian Broadcasting Network):

“…in a secular sense, the word tetelestai was used in the business world to signify the full payment of a debt. When a debt had been fully paid off, the parchment on which the debt was recorded was stamped with tetelestai, which meant the debt had been paid in full.”
“PAID IN FULL” has been stamped on our past sinful record.
Continuing on with Mr. Renner’s article, we read: “The Cross was `the Great Divide’ in human history. When Jesus cried out `It is finished!’ He was shouting that the Old Covenant had ended and the New Covenant had begun!”  WRONG!
But, this is what I was taught by Fundamentalist Christian doctrine--that at His death the Old Testament “Law of Moses” became obsolete, and the New Testament (Covenant) of “grace” began. You who know the Word know that this is not true. Fundamental Christianity teaches that Jesus came to end the law of Moses” and make a totally new covenant with us by “grace.” But, there is no such thing in Scripture as an old Covenant from the Hebrew God and an entirely new covenant from a Hellenized Jesus. The Hebrew word in Jeremiah 31:31 is the same word used for the “new” moon each month – a “renewed moon,” a renewed Covenant. In Greek, the word used in Matthew 26:28 for the “new covenant in His blood,” is the Hebrew equivalent, meaning a “renewed covenant.” And who did He make this “renewed covenant” with?  - Gentiles? Oh NO! Elohim never made any covenant with gentiles!  Read Jeremiah 31:31-34. He renewed the Covenant-Torah with the whole House of Ya’cob, all the tribes – with more benefits to those that guard it!  He ended animal sacrifices, having died once for whoever will receive His gift of salvation. (Hebrews 9:11-14) As in the Tenach (Hebrew Scriptures, misnamed “Old Testament), Elohim has always extended His salvation to “whosoever wills,” but with strict conditions on all who receive it. 

I did not know until the late 1990s that the doctrine of “the law was not nailed to the cross,” began to be taught in the 1940s! Those who preached salvation in the revivals of the 1800s knew that there was no salvation without first repentance, and then leading a life in obedience to the Word.    

Messiah spoke Hebrew. When He said “It is finished,” He would have spoken it in Hebrew! The Hebrew word denoting “finished,” is kalah: to be complete, at an end, finished, accomplished, debt paid. Phonetic Spelling: (kaw-law') - Short Definition: finished, #3615 Strong’s Concordance Hebrew Dictionary.  

	Think about this! Yahushua willingly paid the debt that we owed for rebellion against His Father IN FULL. Transaction ended!  THE TOTAL DEBT FOR SIN – transgression of the laws governing the Kingdom of Elohim - has been PAID IN FULL!  It’s over. THE DEBT we owned for transgressing His Torah was death. But, Yahuweh loved us so much, to redeem us His Son paid the death-debt for us. Once a legal debt is paid, the books are closed. If we, by faith, take Yahushua’s death in place of ours, then we are pardoned, forgiven, and made just before Yahuweh. We are made exempt from His death-penalty. What greater miracle is there than that! But, IF AFTER accepting His punishment and being delivered from slavery to Satan, if a person willfully decides to go run up his debt again, logically there is no one to pay off the debt- no atonement left. A person has to pay it off himself--which he can’t. Thus the rebel faces severe punishment, ranging from serious affliction in their lives all the way to eternal death. We can’t pay off our debt to Yahuweh by good deeds—that’s impossible! He won’t accept our payment!
Here, briefly, is a marvelous revelation to ponder, which I received yesterday regarding the word “kalah” in Hebrew. I knew when I saw the word “Kalah” that it was connected to the word for “Bride.” So I did some investigation. As above, Strong’s #3615, a verb, means “finished, to be completed, to be perfected, an end, accomplished, debt paid in full. Original Hebrew word:  כָּלָה Phonetic Spelling: (kaw-law')
Strong’s #3618: kallah means “Bride”—meaning “a completed woman.” Original Hebrew word: כַּלָּה Part of Speech: Noun Feminine, Phonetic Spelling: (kal-law') You can see from the Mesoretic vowel markings, only one mark makes the difference in the pronunciation of the “a.” The sounds of the consonants are almost indistinguishable in speech. Messiah came to restore the Covenant to a remnant of all the tribes of Ya’cob, so that out of that remnant would come His Bride.  When He said “It is Finished,” in His mind, I wouldn’t be surprised if He didn’t sigh His death sigh in relief, thinking, “finally, I will have My Bride.”
He has known us from the foundation of the world. He knows our end from our beginning. He never condones our sin. But, He makes room for  ignorance, and our blinded minds and emotions. His atonement is in effect for our ignorance. Yet, all willful sin requires punishment. So many people suffer because they won’t forgive others, they are bitter, they grieve, they have anxiety, they worry and fret. These things cause serious disease. Some of you have heard of Henry Wright’s book The More Excellent Way. It describes how different negative thoughts and emotions can cause disease. “Divine health,” is a gift to us for obedience to Yahuweh – i.e. Exodus 15:26.

Since we have been forgiven so much sin, worthy of death, we must not hold unforgiveness, bitterness, hate, or thoughts of revenge, towards anyone! These are powerful Scriptures: Mark 11:25-26 and Romans 2:1-6. Yahuweh cannot forgive you, nor help you, nor answer your prayers, if you won’t release others who have hurt you.      

To make it even clearer: The price for sinning against Him is too high for us to pay it!  It is a legal thing. When we realize we need a Savior, and repent of our sin, we are brought to stand before the Judge of the universe. Messiah stands beside us, willing to pay off our debt to the King – the Judge. Yahuweh. I John 2:1-2 KJV, rightfully uses the legal term “Advocate” – Messiah is our Lawyer who appears with us in this eternal court of His Law. If we agree to receive Messiah’s payment for our debt, the Judge will declare us justified--pardoned. We will go free, but with strict boundaries so that we don’t sin against the King ever again. If we play the willing fool, and defy those boundaries, boundaries for thoughts and actions, heart-intent and right standing in the Kingdom, Messiah will not stand with us before the Judge again!   We will be on our own. Those that remain in the boundaries of the Kingdom, set by the King/Judge, and do what is pleasing in His sight, will rise in the first resurrection of the righteous (John 5:25-30; Revelation 20:4-6). Messiah is the Judge in this resurrection. He will give His servants their rewards in the Kingdom (Matthew 25:14-30; Luke 12:34-48). We will be rewarded according to our works of obedience. [Refer to: “Rewards According to Works”] Those that rebel willfully and turn backwards—willfully and knowingly trampling the atonement (payment) of Yahushua who bought them, who redeemed them (Hebrews 6:4-6)--have no more advocate (lawyer/Messiah) to plead

	

	their case, rise 1000 years later to stand before The Judge – Yahuweh - on their own, Revelation 20:11-15.




Ephesians 2:8-9: “For by His merciful favor you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of Elohim, not of works, lest any man should boast.” 
Titus 3:5: “Not by works of righteousness that we have done, but by His mercy He has saved us…” 
Hebrews 9:7 (read it on page 1) The national atonement on Yom Kippur was only for the nation’s sins of mistake. Did you realize that? The High Priest would not have been able to offer atonement for willful sin! He first had to offer blood to atone for his sins and his family’s sins. If the High Priest was willfully sinning – well, upon entering before the Ark, he would have been struck dead!  He would have known that, too. The High Priest was also a Judge to whom people brought rebellious sons, family members, false prophets, adulteresses and adulterers. The punishment was meted out by the High Priest, and carried out by the Levites. 
Deuteronomy 13 is an example of the justice required for those who try to persuade others to worship false gods, even close family members. The punishment is death. 

In the days of animal sacrifice, the blood of a pure, undefiled, and set-apart “clean” animal paid the price for the sin of an individual, or the nation, by the shedding of its blood. Messiah, the Lamb of Elohim, paid the price we deserve for breaking His Covenant/Torah, by the shedding of His sinless blood for us – II Corinthians 5:21 tells it well. “He became sin for us, He who knew no sin, that we might be made the righteousness of Elohim through Him.”  He is our personal atoning sacrifice, which at our new birth removed from us all past sin. But, in through repentance, and receiving His pardon and forgiveness, we vowed to not sin willfully ever again!  When He received our faith in Him, we were justified before Yahuweh. But, then we entered the Kingdom Covenant/Torah with Yahuweh. How many churches have told us that? 
In the coming Kingdom, the animal sacrifices will be renewed in the third Temple (Ezekiel 40-46). I wrote in: “The Ending of the Secret,” why they would be reinstituted. They will be only, as before, for sins of mistake.  
From the CBN article quoted above by Rick Renner “…the word tetelestai was the equivalent of the Hebrew word spoken by the high priest when he presented a sacrificial lamb without spot or blemish. Annually the high priest entered the Holy of Holies, where he poured the blood of that sacrificial spotless lamb on the mercy seat of the Ark of the Covenant. The moment that blood touched the mercy seat, atonement was made for the people’s sins for one more year -- when once again, the high priest would enter beyond the veil of that sacred room to offer blood.”
In the late afternoon of the 14th of Aviv, as the High Priest sacrificed the last lamb before Passover--the perfect Lamb – the Lamb sacrificed for the nation – He cried out: “It is finished!”  At that exact moment, Messiah Yahushua, the final Lamb for the nation, the Lamb of Yahuweh, the Lamb for every individual on earth, cried out, “IT IS FINISHED!.” 
As we learn from Hebrews 9, Messiah entered once into the Presence of His Father with His blood to sprinkle on the mercy seat in heaven – debt paid for all who would receive it.  He arose from the dead after sunset on Saturday night, going into the next day, Sunday. Yahuweh’s days begin with sunset. (Genesis 1)
Early in the morning before dawn, Miriam of Magdala went to the tomb and saw it empty. She saw the risen Messiah but thought He was the gardener for tomb-area. When He said her name, she recognized His voice and fell at His feet. But, He quickly admonished her not to touch Him, for He had not yet ascended to His Father. (John 20:11-17) Later in the afternoon, He appeared to His disciples personally, walking through locked doors. Where was He between about 4:00 AM and 5:00-6:00 PM?  
Psalm 24:7-10: The gates of heaven were opened, and the “King of Glory,” the King of Esteem, the conquering King Yahushua entered those gates with His own blood, which He sprinkled on the mercy seat for our atonement (I John 2:1-2). He is our “mercy seat.”  Daniel 7: 9-10, 13-14; Psalm 2:6-12: He was given His inheritance!    
All sin begins with a single thought!  I Corinthians 10:3-6 reminds us that we must bring all thoughts under the control of Messiah. This discipline has hit me strong in the last two weeks. It is imperative if we want to go further with Abba Yahuweh, and be prepared for the coming of Messiah Yahushua. We know that!  We all know so many things that we don’t act on. I am a highly disciplined person. Laziness is not in me. I have ministered to others with great zeal and joy. But, oftentimes, I have left portals open in my own life to the enemy, because of not fully understanding the nature, ways, and thinking of my Abba.   
So what is sin?  “Sin is the transgression of the Torah.” What is “transgression?” It is rebellion, revolt and apostasy against the instructions for right standing in the Kingdom of Yahuweh and Yahushua. Messiah died to pay our debt (which is death) for transgressing the Torah of Yahuweh, for disregarding it, for breaking the Ten Commandments, and rejecting it to obey our church theology.  We were raised not knowing the requirements for being citizens in the Kingdom. The church kept that from us. The church system came out of Torah-hating Greece and Rome. Thus we were kept ignorant of the main reason why Messiah came, the nature of our Father, and why He gave us His Torah in the first place. But, when we were born-again, we were washed clean of violation of His Torah through ignorance, even in our doing sin that would have brought the death penalty under the Torah alone. We were justified by His mercy-favor!  Righteous was put by our name in the court of heaven.  But, if we cross that line and turn backwards, there is no more atonement. Esau willfully did what he did – to despite his parents, his brother, and Yahuweh. He tried to repent, but no gift of repentance was extended to him. (Hebrews 12:17) 
In Matthew 7:21-23, prideful ministers will tout their ministry in the judgment, but Yahushua will say to them: “I never knew you; depart from me--you who are without the Torah” (“without the Torah” is “a nomia” in Greek). Evidently they knew to guard the Torah, but didn’t for some personal reason.   

Romans 2:4-16 is very clear. Messiah died to atone for sins of ignorance, to save a remnant of the House of Ya’cob, and extend that salvation to “whosoever wills.”  Those who have never heard of the Torah will be judged entirely different than those who know it, yet do not guard it.  
From Hebrews 9:11-15a, 24-28: “Messiah, having become a High Priest…entered into the Most Set-Apart Place one for all, not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own blood, having obtained eternal redemption for us. For if the blood of bulls and goats, and the ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the defiled, sets apart for cleansing of the flesh, how much more shall the blood of the Messiah, who through the everlasting Spirit offered Himself unblemished to Elohim cleanse your conscious from dead works to serve the living Elohim? And because of this, He is the Mediator of the renewed covenant…and according to the Torah, almost all is cleansed with blood, for without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness. For Messiah is not entered into a Set-Apart Place made with hands – figures of the true – but into heaven itself, now to appear in the Presence of Elohim in our behalf…He has appeared once for all at the end of the ages to put away sin by the offering of Himself…also the Messiah having been offered once to bear the sins of many, shall appear a second time, apart from sin, to those waiting for Him unto salvation.”  

Revelation 5:12-13: “Worthy is the Lamb who was slain, to receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honor, and esteem, and blessing!  And every creature who is in heaven, and on earth, and under the earth, and those that are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying `Blessing, honor, esteem, and power be unto Him who sits on the throne and unto the Lamb forever and ever.’ ” HALLELUYAH!
Please, re-read those first two Scriptures heading page 1. That truth is found throughout the Tenach, and the Messianic Writings – the Renewed Covenant.  We didn’t get a “new” covenant as oppose to an old one – NO!  Messiah renewed the Covenant of Sinai with His people--Messiah’s marriage Covenant with His Bride--so that we could walk in it in the power of Yahuweh’s Spirit, freed from sin!!!  To choose to return to sin willfully, knowing the consequences, is to willfully choose the lake of fire over eternity with our Creator. It is amazing now how many former believers are turning to the occult, to witchcraft, even to Luciferic religion. How many will also join them when the anti-messiah rules and demands an ID mark to buy or sell?  
“Iniquity,” “transgression,”--“sin”--means to willfully and purposely defy, rebel, revolt, and apostatize against Yahuweh after being forgiven by Messiah of the sins of ignorance! 
It means to purposely disregard His Torah, His Person, and His  right to rule your life and His requirements of His Covenant/Torah with His people, which are the rules governing the Kingdom of heaven,  and who enters it.  
It is like with any country--if you’re a citizen, or not a citizen, the King, President, or Prime Minister, has a right to take action if you’re disobeying the rules of his country, especially if it is disobedience against known law. A lady in Jordan that I knew understood that it was against Jordanian law to give a Bible to a Muslim. Knowing that, she gave a Bible to a Russian woman who was married to a Muslim. My friend was thrown in jail until she understood. The punishment can go from a warning, reprimand, a fine, a minor punishment, a stent in jail--all the way up to the death penalty.  It is the right of a ruler of a country to take action against disobedience to his rules.  Isn’t that logical in the natural world? Yes, and It is also logical in Yahuweh’s Kingdom! 
Philippians 2:12: “…work out your own salvation with fear and trembling.” 
Infractions of the Torah--sins of ignorance, sins by mistake, unintentional sins--are “atoned for.” Usually mercy is extended with a minor punishment, or requirement. 

In Leviticus 6:1-7, infractions are mentioned that occur between two or more people. The guilty party that caused the upset has certain requirements to re-pay those he cheated, or did wrong in some way to. These things don’t deserve the death penalty, but still, a sacrifice must be made to atone for the guilty one or ones.  
A good example of one who was restored to honor after cheating people was Zacchaeus, chief of the tax collectors (Luke 19:1-10).  Another example is the repentance of a tax collector in the temple in Luke 18:10-14.  Repentance always precedes forgiveness – no repentance, no forgiveness, no atonement. 
Leviticus 5:14-6:7; 7:1-7 speaks of the guilt offering – and recompense for lying to a neighbor or being rash with our mouth. Isaiah 53:10: Messiah is our guilt offering. 

Those that willfully defy and rebel usually mock repentance. They have no shame – most are at home with their sin (i.e. Romans 1:32). They have a “whore’s forehead” (Jeremiah 3:3) They hide their sin, make excuses for it, or justify it if they are caught. People blame it on someone else – just as Adam blamed his sin on Eve, and she blamed her sin on the Serpent. 
I did that. I blamed my parents, my husband, my church leaders, my friends, -- UNTIL Yahuweh let me know if was ME who brought down the punishment on my own head.
Most sin stems from idolatry, whoredom--which is putting someone, or something, above the authority of Yahuweh. Most churches don’t teach that Yahuweh’s authority is over ours, and that the wisest thing we can do is to humble ourselves and admit: “YOU ARE ELOHIM; I AM NOT!” 

All sin begins with exalting our will above the will of Yahuweh!  Messiah came to redeem us from our own destructive selves. But, the end of blatant sin is refusal to repent. (Revelation 9:20-21; 16:11)  And without repentance, which brings forgiveness, there is no eternal life available.     
As an illustration from the natural world: I was arrested in Far East Russia because unintentionally I broke two laws – 1) A border law: I was taking pictures of the border with China down by a security fence, and 2) A militia law: I left my principle city I was assigned to, Blagoveshchensk, and traveled to go to other towns and cities, some quite far away, without the permission of my local militia, to do the work I was sent to do – find Jews who wanted to return to Israel and help them. So, I ended up at a police station under arrest in a town named after Constantine--(coincidence?)  They could have put me in prison, and then deported me to America. I sat in the police office crying. The pastor with me was praying. I kept saying, “I didn’t know I was breaking your laws.”  My fate lay with someone I never saw in a back office – the Chief of Police. He decided to send me back to the militia in Blagoveshchensk, and pay a fine there. When I returned there, I went to the office of the chief of the border patrol. He apologized that he had to extract a fine from me, because he knew I did not mean to do anything wrong.  It was the minimal fine – very tiny. But, still the militia would not let me go anywhere until they reviewed my case. I told them where I needed to. Yahuweh had told me where He wanted me to go specifically. I kept going back to the militia every 2-3 days for about 12 days, and each time they sent me away with no permission slip. One morning, I was reading in Jeremiah. I came to Jeremiah 40:4. Abba spoke loudly to me: “Go to the militia NOW – They will do as Nebuzaridan did for Jeremiah.”  I walked into the militia office, and a man came out with a big smile and a small sheet of paper listing places I could go--the places I had requested, but also, as Nebuzaridan did for Jeremiah, I got permission to go anywhere I wanted to go.  That’s mercy!    
I had transgressed their laws by mistake. Even in Far East Russia, where during the reign of Stalin they sent Jews to work in the gulags, they acted in mercy towards my ignorance, and only exacted a small fine. Then they opened their arms and began sending more Jews to me to help leave Russia.  I had favor with the militia, and they helped me by sending me Jews who wanted to leave for Israel. I became friends with the Russian Social Service and the Jewish Agency in Blagoveshchensk . I was even able to open doors for an office to be put in Blagoveshchensk to help Jews return to Israel. I worked also with the Jewish Agency in Birobidzhan. I went to many places that Yahuweh told me to go to, and one miracle after another happened.  Yahuweh rescued me from man, and blessed me and others because I acted in ignorance. BUT, if I did something again to warrant my arrest – especially if I had done the same thing again in breaking border laws – I probably wouldn’t be writing this article now. 

I was numbed by Derek’s words because I had spent most of my life willfully sinning. I thought it was OK because I wasn’t hurting anyone else, but me. I didn’t even think I was hurting me. I have always been careful not to hurt others. But, never forget: Thoughts create!  Sinful thoughts and negative emotions open portals for the demonic world to come through to destroy your life. In ignorance, people open these portals almost daily in their defiance of the commands of Yahuweh, and of Yahushua. Religious people are no different. We have to allow the Spirit within us to convict us of sin!  Give Him free reign to do that!!! 

So, all that time, I was destroying my own life piece by piece, and the lives of my children, because my thoughts kept me from acting to save any of us. I lived in a fantasy world to escape the real world, and so I paralyzed myself from taking positive action to turn things around. He had to do it for me. So, yes, I should have been put on HIs “go to the lake of fire” roster. He had every right to erase my name from His book of life. My thoughts led to actions that were very sinful. Yes, I was defiant. I hated God. But, I thought that was OK as far as my eternal life--I was justified in what I did because I was just reacting to what was being done to me. However, by His foreknowledge, He knew that everything I did was clouded by my ignorance. My mind was tormented so much of the time by demonic-thought input. He had to slowly teach me spiritual warfare. 

Spiritual warfare must be instant against what the enemy tries to put in our thoughts!

[Refer to: Scriptural Spiritual Warfare, Parts I, II, and III/2010]

I had believed what my church taught me, and felt little to no guilt. I tied His hands. He could not help me. I had to seriously reap what I sowed, and I came close to death many times for my sin. In fact, one night I did and went before Yahushua. 

But, by His mercy, in 1984-1985, He began drawing me back to Himself ever so slowly. My restoration to His favor was dramatic. I cannot praise Him enough for His mercy!  He gave me a profound dream in 1985. At the end of it, He said: “It’s always been your own hand.” I woke up knowing that all the suffering and pain in my life was not because of a God I hated, or my parents, or my husband, or anyone else – it was me!  The deep cavern that I had carved in my mind and emotions (soul) to contain my hate, became the deep cavern in my spirit that now contains my passionate love and loyalty for my precious Abba Yahuweh and my Beloved Bridegroom Yahushua!  

Sin brings punishment. Oftentimes, He allows the enemy to have his way with us – to punish us. In II Thessalonians 2:8-12, we read that it is Yahuweh Himself who sends a strong delusion on those that refuse to love and obey the Truth, so that they will believe the lies of the enemy and be damned!  Yes, Yahuweh, throughout the Word, used evil people and devils to discipline, or punish His wayward people.  If His people won’t listen to Him, maybe they’ll listen to punishment. Yet, even after the punishment of the House of Israel for 2,730 years, only a tiny remnant is being drawn back to the Covenant, and only a small remnant of Judah. As a whole, Judah didn’t learn from their 70 years of captivity in Babylon. No, they brought back Babylonian culture and religion and incorporated it into the worship of Yahuweh. Rabbinic Judaism, from the early second century and following, incorporated much paganism from Babylon, occult mysticism, and downright Satanism (i.e. Kabala) into their religion. [Refer to: “Exposing the Roots of Rabbinic Judaism and Its Link to Rome”/March 9, 2009]  
My daily prayer is that the Spirit of Yahuweh will cleanse me, search me, know me, and see if there is any wicked way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting, in His Truth. (Psalm 139:23-24; Psalm 51:9-15) He is merciful to not show us our sins all at once – else we’d be so traumatized and overwhelmed that we’d go into depression and despair. He is a good Abba!  He works with us, if we let Him.
Around 2000, I was on the top of a mountain in Uganda – sleeping in a large bed in a doctor’s house. I was to teach in a church the next morning. At 3:00 AM, Yahuweh woke me up. He extended the gift of repentance for sins that would have kept me out of His Kingdom. I had felt justified in doing them. I did not understand the nature, ways, and thinking of the Elohim of Israel. He saw my ignorance and subsequent suffering, and He had mercy. He knew that I would turn to Him with all my heart, which I did.
That night, I immediately broke into tears and repented with full knowledge of what I had done. I finally realized I was NOT justified in what I did, but He mercifully forgave me! I went back to sleep. I was in the process of learning “the fear of Yahuweh,” which is “the beginning of wisdom!” I did not repeat the sins!  King David did not repeat his sins! To receive mercy and then cast it aside to do as one pleases – erases mercy. Repentance means we do not repeat our sins that nailed Yahushua to the stake!  

Leviticus 4 is all about obtaining forgiveness for “sins of mistake.” Numbers 15:22-41 also teaches about “sins of mistake,” but goes on to show the difference in obtaining mercy for ignorance, naivety, and a confused state of mine and cold, willful sin, premeditated, and carried out knowing the punishment required for doing it. 

Numbers 15:30-31 very clearly differentiates between what is atoned for, and what can receive no atonement. Look at the words of Hebrews 10:36-41. How can it be more clear? His Word is only clear to those whose minds are freed by the Spirit to understand what He says!  Seeing clearly is a gift from Yahuweh! But once truth comes, we are responsible for it!
Yahuweh faithfully delivered the whole House of Ya’cob out of Egypt, parted the Red Sea, and took them into position to enter the “Promised Land.” But, Egypt never got out of them. They consistently rebelled until (Numbers 13-14) He had to tell them that would all die out and their children would enter the land.  People can be delivered out of bondage into His glorious freedom from slavery to Satan – born into a new life by faith in Messiah, yet if they return, like a dog, to their sinful vomit, final punished ensues. 
Numbers 15:42 continues on with a brief story of a man who knew not to work on Shabbat. He was at Sinai. He knew the 4th Commandment. Yet, he blatantly went out and picked up firewood to make a fire on Shabbat. He knew the words of Exodus 31:12-18 straight from Moses. He knew that violating the Torah of Shabbat carried a death penalty. Yet, with full understanding he went out and violated the Word of Yahuweh, after he had agreed with the rest of the congregation to obey the Torah. Those around him were puzzled. They went to Moses to tell him about it. Moses asked Yahuweh about it. Yahuweh said: “Take him out and stone him to death.” 
The last few verses of Numbers 15 tells the men (and the woman can do it too), to put tzitzi on their tallit, or to wear tzitzi around their waist, as reminders of the Torah, so that they did not forget to do all that He said, or else. It’s a kind of sophistication of the old tying a string on your finger so you don’t forget something.
Numbers 15 is extremely practical, and takes us back to Leviticus and the laws of atonement, and forward to the Messianic Writings which back up the same things.

Look at Exodus 32: The people built a golden calf to honor the gods of Egypt. They said “tomorrow is a festival to Yahuweh.” They didn’t want to leave Him out. They were afraid. Yes, they broke the 1st and 2nd Commandments. There is a death penalty on idolatry. HOWEVER, at that point, they didn’t know the Ten Commandments! Moses had been on the mountain getting the Ten Commandments from Yahuweh. He came down from the mountain and saw the calf, and he was enraged. He had brought down the tablets of the Ten Commandments written with the finger of Yahuweh.  He broke the tablets, for they had broken the Torah of Yahuweh.  He called out: “Whoever is for  Yahuweh, come to me.” The Levites came. They had swords by their side. Moses instructed them to slaughter everyone that had anything to do with the golden calf. Aaron was extended tremendous mercy!  He was not slaughtered, though he had overseen the molding of the calf. 3,000 were killed that day. Yahuweh wanted to wipe everyone out but Moses. Moses interceded and pleaded for their lives. He even went so far as to ask Yahuweh to remove his name from the Book of Life if that would help. But, Yahuweh said to Him: “Whoever has sinned against me, I will blot him out of My Book.”  This theme is continued on, as in Revelation 3:5 and Matthew 10:32-33.   

In Numbers 16, we read about Korah, his friends, and 250 supporters who rebelled against Moses’ authority. Their punishment was that Yahuweh opened up the earth and Korah, his family, and all those who rebelled with him, and their families, went down into the earth, and it closed in upon them. Thus, Yahuweh purged sin from the congregation of Israel. He is after a blameless remnant of His people!  

Then the next morning, the whole congregation began complaining against Moses for “killing” Korah and those with him. What was Yahuweh’s reaction? He immediately told Aaron to fill his censor with incense and fire and to run through the midst of the people to stop the plague, for a deadly plague broke out from Yahuweh and ultimately 14,700 died.  Yahuweh will have no insurrection, no revolt, no rebellion in His camp, or in us as individuals either!!!  
Numbers 16:23-32: Please read these Scriptures in context. They have to do with the Korah rebellion. I insert a severe warning here. Yahuweh tells us what He is going to do in these last days. He warns His people to move away from the path of His wrath. He promises to destroy end-time Babylon to the ground. Historically and actually, today, that is America. It is now being set up for total annihilation. Since the mid-1800s, prophecies have gone forth telling how America will be destroyed, but Scriptures like Jeremiah 50 and 51 are very explicit.  He says in Revelation 18:4: “Come out of her My people, lest you share in her sins, lest you receive of her plagues.” This is explicitly talking about New York City, but all of America will be eliminated. [Refer to: “End Time Babylon” and “Jeremiah 25”]  I just finished reading The Final Babylon – America and the Coming Anti-Christ by Douglas W. Krieger, Dene McGriff, and S. Douglas Woodard.  I have had many confirmations through the years of these truths that are in the Scriptures. Now we’re watching it come to pass. But, the warning to the congregation of Israel to move away from what He is about to destroy, whether physical location, or other places, things, and people, is for us too. In Revelation 17, we see that the church system will be utterly destroyed – burned by fire. America will be burned by fire. Ezekiel 21:3-7 says that when His wrath comes, if anyone is in His path, whether righteous or wicked, they will be destroyed.  He only promises protection to those who fear Him and guard His commandments (i.e. Psalm 103; Malachi 3:16-4:4)
Remember that when Moses’ sister, Miriam, came against him for marrying an Ethiopian woman, she immediately became leprous? It was by the pleading of Moses that she didn’t die. It was by the pleading of Moses, that Yahuweh didn’t wipe out His whole House of Ya’cob several times.  But, in the end, all were punished according to their rebellion. All who came out of Egypt, except Joshua and Caleb died in the wilderness for their sin of defiance against His orders (Numbers 13-14). 
The 10 northern tribes (the House of Ephraim/Joseph/Israel) broke away from the tribes of Judah, Levi and Benjamin (The House of Judah). They went north and their king became Jeroboam.  He led them into idolatry, putting golden calves in Bet El and Dan. 

Judah also went into idolatry. Both did human sacrifice to pagan gods. But, from my studies, the House of Ephraim was doing a lot more than defying Yahuweh’s Torah, which Judah did not get involved in. From strong evidence, it appears they were into DNA manipulation to produce hybrids, even Rephaim (giants) to return the ancient Canaanite giants to the area of north Israel (the Golan Heights/Bashan to Mount Hermon). There is archeological evidence of this. The worst of all punishments was to scatter them into the nations among the gentiles. He had to do it to preserve a pure remnant within each of the tribes. He had promised to restore all the tribes, as in Ezekiel 37:15-28. Only one small repentant group was allowed to come back to Jerusalem, as we read in Jeremiah 3:8-14 and II Chronicles 35:17-19.  These must have had pure blood/pure DNA, or Yahuweh would not have let them return. 

At Sinai Yahuweh cut a marriage covenant with His people, for His Son. The Torah was given to us as a marriage contract, an engagement for a future marriage. The Ten Commandments are basically what Yahushua wants in a Bride.  But, ten of the tribes totally broke that engagement covenant, which is as strong as the marriage covenant. Thus, Joseph wanted to divorce Mary when he found she was pregnant. He wanted to break the marriage covenant and “put her away.” (Matthew 1:18-25)  
In His great love, Yahuweh would not throw out the 10 tribes of Ya’cob forever. He sent them into the nations for 2,730 years. During that time, as Hosea chapters 2-3 tell us, they forgot the Torah, they forgot who they were. We forgot our ancestry and our history, for most of us are descendants of those ten northern tribes! After hundreds of years in the nations, we thought we were gentiles. But, all the while, Yahuweh kept the lineage pure of the Bride of Messiah. [Refer to: “Are You a Gentile?” and “Who Are the Ten?”] 
Matthew 15:24; 10:5-6: “…I was not sent except to the lost sheep of the House of Israel.” “Yahushua sent these twelve out, having commanded them saying `Do not go into the way of the gentiles, and do not enter a city of the Samaritans, but rather go to the lost sheep of the House of Israel.”  
Did you know that the Apostles were not sent to gentiles (pagans, heathen, barbarians, strangers, foreigners, and aliens to the Covenant of Torah), but to where the lost sheep of the House of Israel settled--in Europe, in the UK, in Ireland, and in what became America, Central and South America, parts of India,  Africa, and Asia?  
Today, most Christians think they are gentiles.  Do Orthodox Jews know who the House of Ephraim is today? Yes, they do. It’s a long story I won’t write here, but I was in Jerusalem for Sukkot of 2007. I had done my math in Ezekiel 4:4-6 and Leviticus 26:14-35, and so have a lot of other people, mostly Messianic people, but also the Orthodox Jews.  On that Yom Teruah, September 13, 2007, Yahuweh sent me to the Wall to proclaim 18 things – top of the list: The end of Ephraim’s punishment.  I knew it would be a spectacular Sukkot, but seeing it was believing it. The Orthodox Jews were excited to the max – Ephraimites were flooding the city, not even knowing who they were – but the Jews knew and rejoiced – now, they said, Messiah can come because the two-sticks in the hand of Elohim (Ezekiel 37:15-28) were coming back together – the two Houses were being restored in a remnant.  

But, in divorcing the House of Israel, according to His own Torah, Messiah could not renew the marriage Covenant, the Torah, with them any time, nor re-unite them with Judah. Yet in the Abrahamic Covenant, He promised that his seed would be like the stars of the heavens, and the sands of the sea – innumerable. Most of Judah can be numbered – most likely under 25 million. But, the House of Israel/Ephraim/Joseph cannot be numbered. Only Yahuweh knows who belongs to those tribes. 

This was a serious problem that Yahuweh and Yahushua worked out before the foundation of the world! They knew that Adam and Eve would rebel. What happened in the Garden was pure defiance against the Word of Yahuweh!  Defiance is the motivating spirit that leads to rebellion!
Do you realize that every day, most “believers” ignorantly defy Yahuweh by their actions and words?  In the judgment we in the West won’t be able to say “I didn’t know. I didn’t have a Bible.” If you can read, or can hear someone else read to you, you can learn the Word. Laziness brings the reward of Matthew 25:12, 24-30 and Luke 12:47-49.
How could Messiah redeem/atone for, the sins of the ten tribes of Ya’cob? They had willfully rejected His Torah, and turned to the worship of idols and demons. Do you remember that both Ya’cob and Moses prophesied the destiny of all the tribes of Ya’cob “in the latter days?” Yahuweh was not going to lose His children. Yet He had to wait for a remnant that would return to Him and cling to Him once again, before Messiah returned,  So, long before the foundation of the earth, Messiah was “slain,” – the plan was worked out, as in Revelation 13:8, and names were written in the Book of Life of that remnant.  As said in Psalm 139 and Jeremiah 1:5, He has known us intimately from the foundation of the world – and brought us into time as He has willed. But, He has given us a “loaded gun” – our will – and it is up to us to use it for His purposes, and not our own.    

In order to redeem the “lost sheep of the House of Israel” whom He had divorced, according to His own Torah (Deuteronomy 24:1-5), He would have to die and rise again in order to marry a blameless remnant out of the whoring 10 tribes, thus restoring “the lost sheep of the House of Israel,” back to the Covenant of Sinai once again.  And through His atonement for our sins of ignorance, (Hosea 2 and 3) He could draw us together with the House of Judah, under the Covenant-Torah, and atone, redeem, save, and deliver us. Out of the redeemed would come a Bridal remnant that would be blameless. (Revelation 3:12; 7:1-8; 14:1-5; 22:3-5)  Thus a “Renewed Covenant” was made in His blood (Jeremiah 31:31-34; Matthew 26:28) The Orthodox Jews understand part of this clearly--that the ten tribes of the House of Joseph/Ephraim would be restored and reunited with the House of Judah. They just don’t know how He already has done that.   

Messiah came only to redeem the ignorant House of Israel to restore them to the Covenant of His Father. By His death, He atoned for the sins of ignorance of His people, (Hosea 2-3) just as in the Yom Kippur blood offering for the nation. He was our Passover Lamb. By His death and atonement, Yahuweh could “pass over” our sins and forgive us. Jeremiah 31:31-34; Matthew 26:28: In renewing the Covenant through His own blood with the lost sheep of the House of Israel, it also included the lost ones of the House of Judah, and any true gentiles (barbarians, pagans, heathen, aliens, foreigners, and strangers from the Covenant of Yahuweh), too. His mercy on gentiles began back in Exodus 12:48-49, Isaiah 56:6-8, and in the future – Ezekiel 47:20-23. 
Thus, in general, the restoration was offered to all mankind, for the Torah is for all mankind (Ecclesiastes 12:13-14).   
Messiah fulfilled ALL the offerings of Leviticus. I had studied the sacrifices, but I have done that again in the last few days. All were to atone for sins of ignorance, for personal disputes between neighbors, for cleansing after touching the dead, to thank Abba for something, for festivals, for circumcision and dedication, for ending a Nazarite vow, for the consecration of priests, for the establishment of the tabernacle and temple, and a few other things, too. But, NO sacrifices, no atonement, for willful defiant belligerent sin. 
Isaiah 53:10: “…He made Himself an offering for guilt…” You see from Leviticus 5:14-19 speaks of the guilt offering for mistakes. 
I John 2:2; 4:10: He is our “atoning offering.” Messiah fulfilled all the offerings!  But, there is NOT ONE offering for sins of rebellion after one comes to the truth, is redeemed by Yahuweh, and enters into the Covenant with Yahuweh. There is NOT ONE OFFERING in all of Scripture for blatant premeditated, willful sin against Yahuweh – defiance, rebellion, revolt, apostasy, after one enters the Covenant of salvation! 
LIKE UNCONDITONAL LOVE, IT’S JUST NOT ANYWHERE IN THE SCRITPURES!

Psalm 51:16-17: King David knew there was no offering for willful sin. He said: “Sacrifices and offerings You do not desire, or else would I give them.” 

Yet, knowing the consequences of willful sin, he went ahead and committed adultery with Bathsheba, then set up her husband to be killed in order for him to marry her. He was guilty of willful sin – adultery and murder. He knew there was no atoning offering that He could bring, or, as he said, “else would I give it.” He knew he deserved the death penalty. He knew that ultimately He had sinned against Yahuweh, first and foremost. In fear of Yahuweh, he threw Himself on Yahuweh’s mercy. He begged Yahuweh not to take away His Spirit from him. He knew that if Yahuweh removed His Spirit, he would have had no eternal life. He was terrified. Repentant, oh yes! He was facing the Judge of the universe. This was not a typical case. By law, David deserved the death sentence for both adultery and murder. He knew that. But, he also knew that from his loins would come the Messiah.  The Judge knew that, too. Sparing David was to make way for His own Son. He knew David would never sin like that again.  So, He forgave David, but the punishment was a life for a life – his unborn son’s life by Bathsheba for Uriah’s life.  This was the worst punishment David could ever be given. When the baby was about two years old, he died. (II Samuel chapter 12)   
To turn defiant and rebellious, and willfully sin after tasting of eternal life, is to trample the blood of Yahushua underfoot--refer to Hebrews 6:4-6 on page 1. Much more is required of us than was required of those in the Tenach, because now Elohim has come to us – and provided us with His Lamb, who took away sin once and for all.  I Peter 2:9: “…you should proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light.” Colossians 1:13: “…who has delivered us from the authority of darkness and transferred us into the Kingdom of His Dear Son.” 

Yahuweh is long-suffering. But, now all is restored, and it is time for Messiah to return. He is fine-tuning, whittling down, shaping and preparing a remnant of His people who will walk on this earth in His nature, even as Yahushua walked on this earth. 

Judgment was swift under the Torah, when the tabernacle and temples were operable. 

The High Priest was also the Judge. He took care of spiritual and civil matters to keep His people free of defilement. When the High Priest and the others priests went corrupt, Yahuweh judged the nation. Now, under Messiah, we must be more astute to align to the ways of Yahuweh, for now we have the power to do it from within. Our will is strengthened by the Spirit, if we allow Him to do that.
“I can do all things through Messiah who gives me the strength!” “Greater is He who is in you, than He who is in the world.” We have the power within us to overcome our flesh, the devil, and the influences of this world. The Illuminati mind programming has weakened the will of those in Western culture, but with the new birth you receive “the mind of Messiah” in your spirit – His thinking. If you let Him, He will strengthen your will and discipline your thoughts! (Philippians 4:13; I Corinthians 2:16; I John 4:4)    

There is a “sin unto death.” (I John 5:15-18) As Messiah describes, the sin unto death is blasphemy against the Spirit, who is Yahuweh Himself. He is blasphemed when His conviction is rejected, when His gift of repentance is rejected, when we attribute the works of the enemy to Him, when He is denied right to rule our lives to the point where He is defied and ignored. There is no atonement for this.  If His conviction is ignored, and a person defiantly sins, there is nothing left for them except eternal damnation. Yahuweh, by His Spirit, works and works with us to persuade us to continue on the narrow path that leads to life. But, if we allow our mind to be controlled by our flesh, our carnal nature, and reject the clear directives of Yahuweh in the Word, at some point He backs off. He told Jeremiah several times, “do not pray for this people.” There is a cut-off point when He can do no more to turn a person around – so all that is left is the pronouncement of eternal punishment. ONLY YAHUWEH has the right to say when this cut-off point has been reached. We must never judge a person on their journey, for oftentimes we judge the work of Yahuweh. 

Oh yes, John 10:27-29! Hear me Baptists and all who who say “once saved, always saved! There is NO “once saved, always saved” theology in the mind of Yahuweh, or in the mind of Yahushua, either. Messiah said that His sheep hear His voice and they follow Him. Follow Him where? -- Into obedience to His Father, of course. He said that no man can snatch us out of His Father’s hand. SO TRUE!  But, we have a will. He will not violate our will. We can leave our Father’s hand and go our own way to our own damnation – He grieves over those that choose to leave Him – but we have a will.  This reality is throughout the whole of the Scriptures. (Exodus 32:22; Revelation 3:1-6, etc.) Bottom line: We must fear Yahuweh, for His wrath is now kindled over the whole world, and He pleads with His children to get out of the path of His wrath. 

Here is a sample list of Scripture that list sins that will keep people out of His Kingdom, out of eternal life. I have a long list of warning Scriptures, too, which I have compiled from throughout the Word.

Now brothers and sisters in Yahuweh and Yahushua, if you haven’t already, start with Genesis 1:1 and continue reading through to Revelation 22:21. When you finish, you will not only be wiser, but will understand things you never understood before!

Throughout the Word there are warnings, like in Deuteronomy 28, the promises being contingent on obeying Deuteronomy 28:1-2. There is NO unconditional love in the Word. Yahuweh is gathering a family. Unruly children who willfully rebel and cause trouble for others and themselves are not acceptable in His House.

Hebrews 12:14b: “…without set-apartness no one will see Elohim.” 
Revelation 22:11: “…let the set-apart be more set-apart.” (Leviticus 11:44-45, 19:2, 20:7-8, I Peter 1:16)

A righteous child has the nature of his righteous father and mother. Unless our nature is that of Yahuweh, we’re not His children. Thus, He admonishes us to let Him discipline us so that we are conformed to His nature – Hebrews 12 – otherwise we’re “bastards,” illegitimate. Only He can change our nature!  But, we have to submit to His disciplines, testing, threshing, refining, and processing. It’s not easy, but the result is found in people like the ones in Revelation 14:1-5. 
As in any home, there is mercy and forgiveness for mistakes, there is mercy for ignorance, there is mercy for even a rebellious self-willed toddler, but when the child gets old enough to know the rules and willfully breaks them, they are punished.  In the Torah, if an older son acts in rebellion against his parents, he was to be stoned to death. As always, Yahuweh did what was necessary to purge His family – Israel. In the Kingdom, Yahushua will rule with a rod of iron by the Torah of His Father. 

Yahuweh would not allow defilement in the camp on the wilderness journey. How much more important is it for Him to weed out the rebellious now, since Yahushua is soon to come with the wrath of Yahuweh on the “Day of Yahuweh.” There will be no mercy on that day! [Refer to: “The Day of Yahuweh”] 
We have a will. Our will is very strong. However, in the West our will has been greatly weakened by a soft, easy, comfortable lifestyle. Harsh reality is hidden behind Cinderella and Snow White fantasy-thinking. The Greek world is a world of fantasy, illusions, philosophies, concepts, and ethereal beliefs, i.e. an Elysian Fields, “pie in the sky by and by,” view of eternity. The world of the Scriptures is solely based on stark tangible reality, practicality, wisdom, and sane logic. There is no fantasy to it. What Yahuweh says is reality. But, most people are offended at reality, truth, and absolutes. 
We must strengthen our will in the Word, but also in facing the reality that we can’t continue on allowing sin in our lives, which is ultimately against Yahuweh.  
We must truly repent, turn our backs on sin, live a life of repentance, and use our will continually to strengthen our thought-life. We must make it a habit to confirm our resolve to Him by firmly declaring “NO” to what is not of Yahuweh’s nature. Our eternal life depends on it!  Let us be diligent!  Go back and look at what your sin has cost you throughout your life. Ask the Spirit to show you areas of your life that are at odds with His Word. There is always cause and effect in motion. Unless you are demon possessed or drugged up in a mental hospital, in such case you sure wouldn’t be reading this article, you have an active will. Our eternal destiny depends on how we use our will! 
II Corinthians 13:5: “Examine yourselves whether you are in the faith – prove yourselves…”  

II Kepha (Peter) 1:10-11: “…give diligence to make your calling and election sure. For if you do these things, you will never fall. So an entrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly unto the everlasting Kingdom of our Master and Savior, Yahushua Messiah.”
