Yahuweh’s Pattern of Judgment

Why does Yahuweh, our Father, judge the nations of the earth?  In what manner does He judge? How is His judgment to be recognized apart from man’s wrath and Satan’s wrath?  

Father has a clear modus operandi.  His ways are clearly seen, as opposed to man’s or Satan’s ways.  Yahushua, our Savior and Messiah, warns in Matthew 10:28: “And do not fear those who kill the body, but are unable to kill the soul.  But, rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in Hell.”   

Hebrews 12:28-29: “Therefore, receiving an unshakeable kingdom, let us have grace whereby we may serve Elohim acceptably with reverence and godly fear, for our Elohim is a consuming fire”.  

“The fear of Yahuweh is the beginning of wisdom, and the knowledge of the Set-Apart One is understanding”. “The fear of Yahuweh is the beginning of knowledge”. 

“The fear of Yahuweh is to hate evil”.  (Proverbs 9:10; 1:7; 8:13)  Fear means fear. 

Isaiah 8:13: “Yahuweh of Hosts, Him you shall set apart.  Let Him be your fear, and let Him be your dread”.   Yes, we fear out of respect and out of awe—for His power.  But, we also hate evil—thus fear offending a righteous Judge. 

“Sin is the transgression of the Torah” (I John 3:4) The Torah is His teachings and instructions, for right standing in His Kingdom.   Christians have been taught Gnosticism, new age Greek philosophy, the wisdom of Lucifer (Satan), and have been fed a cheap theology of grace that does not exist in the Word—only in the minds of lazy, rebellious, disobedient mankind.  Mercy is extended to the repentant, the humble, and the obedient--to the person who turns from sin in repentance, to obey his new righteous nature received in the new birth.  His mercy and grace are not a license to keep sinning.  If we are truly born again, we are in a new Kingdom, with new Kingdom laws and privileges and responsibilities.  We are new creations, with a new nature—His nature.  We have the Ruach Yahuweh (Spirit of Yahuweh) to help us, but according to I John 3, the one who has been born from above, has not desire to sin.   Sin, therefore, is an occasional thing that is repented of immediately, upon being convicted by the Ruach of the sin.  We must make a clean break forever with the kingdom of darkness, and with the darkness of man’s religions.

Father comes to judge nations and individuals.  He comes first to judge the pagan religion of man that mixed Greek and Roman gods and philosophy from Lucifer’s world, with a little Messianic truth. This religious system has become a materialistic monster—an adulteress whore, which encourages its participants to serve other gods besides the Elohim (God) of Israel, and prostitute themselves to the doctrines of pagans. 

If His people do not get out of His way, out of the things that He is to judge—the world and religious systems of Lucifer—then they will also be destroyed with the world.  The name for Satan, “Lucifer”, means “son of the morning, the illumined one--the bright and shining one”.  By eating of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil Eve (Hawwah) released the knowledge of Lucifer into the earth—the knowledge of evil.  Through this knowledge, which he has shared with a few, Lucifer has gained control of most of the minds of earth’s people through the ages, and is now gathering his agents, those dedicated to his purposes, into a “Nimrod’s tower” to take over the world’s people and rule them through a man--we call anti-messiah. 

The world’s top elite leaders all worship the god Lucifer under different names and with different practices.   Father’s wrath is coming on all those who have any part in that world system.  James 4:4: “Adulterers and adulteresses!  Do you not know that friendship with the world is enmity with Elohim?  Whoever therefore intends to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of Elohim”.  Is that plain enough! 

Man’s wrath is usually planned out, and is systematic—usually through war and outright force, military strategy and plotting and planning.  Satan’s wrath is usually quick, insane, and irrational—totally with no logic behind it.  We see that satanic insanity when someone just goes into a restaurant and opens fire, because they lost their girlfriend, or lost their job.   We see Satan’s insanity when evil is done by 
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someone who is mindless from taking mind-altering drugs. We see Satan’s insanity in people who are satiated with the love of torture and human blood.  When Satan controls the mind, anything is possible.  Satanism includes human and animal sacrifice.  Satan is himself insane, as are his demons.  But, as we can see, the horror is when Satan’s mind, through his demonic forces, couple with the mind of a human--then we have atrocities. 

Man kills by war for his own reasons--economic, personal, or religious.  But, Satanic insanity has no 

reason.  The Father, in stark contrast to both, is no sadist.  His reasons are for absolute justice--no 

more, no less.   His wrath is being stored up against the wicked.  He will execute His wrath at the coming of Messiah, as the Scriptures show us in many ways, and it will be swift—very swift.  Father has no desire to torture mankind.  He has a Father’s heart.  But, mankind has to be accountable to Him as Creator, and justice must be dealt out, since man has rebelled against Yahuweh.  Mankind creates his own tortures.  Yahuweh’s ways are quick, and decisive. 

With Yahuweh, judgment is always coupled with mercy.  He does all He can to warn mankind to repent and turn back to Him.  He pleads with mankind to repent.  Read carefully Ezekiel 18 and Ezekiel 33.1-19. The ways of our Father are merciful—even in judgment.  Ezekiel 33:11: “I have no pleasure in the death of the wicked, but that the wicked turn from His way and live”.  

In Revelation 15:5-16:1, we see the pouring out of the wrath of the Father.  This is completed with Yahushua’s coming in the wrath of the Father—as in Isaiah 63:1-6. Romans 2:16 says: “Elohim shall judge the secrets of man by Yahushua Messiah”. 

Father does not want to watch the destruction of people.  His heart is kind and compassionate.   Father’s judgment is swift, hard and over quickly.  Revelation 16 shows the type of judgment that Father pours out upon the earth, just as Yahuweh comes.   When Father’s wrath is poured out, the earth itself revolts, and shakes so terribly that it shakes itself into the orbit it had before the flood in Noah’s day.  (Isaiah 13:9-13; 24:18-20)

As His final wrath is poured out, the Father sends even the angels out of His set-apart Dwelling, and is there alone—shut off from everything.  He suffers, grieves, and laments because He has to judge mankind who has rejected Him and His rules of justice.  (Revelation 15:6-8)

There are many, many passages about this time-period, using phrases like “the day of Yahuweh” (the day of the Lord), or “that day”, or “in that day and at that time”, or “in the latter days.

The wrath of the Father comes for 3 reasons:

I.  The transgressing (sin) against the Torah--His good teachings, laws and right-rulings in his Word 

II. The rejection of His rule over man, and the rule of His kingdom, and the rejection of the Torah of His kingdom

III. Bringing harm to His people Israel, and the defilement of His Land (Israel) and the partitioning of His Land to His enemies.  

Isaiah 24:5-6 says of this time: “For the earth has been defiled under its inhabitants, because they have transgressed the Torah, changed the law, broken the everlasting covenant.  Therefore a curse shall consume the earth, and those who dwell in it be punished.  Therefore the inhabitants of the earth shall be burned, and few men shall be left”. 

Isaiah 5:24: “Therefore as a tongue of fire devours the stubble, and the flame consumes the chaff, their root is as rottenness, and their blossom goes up like dust, because they have rejected the Torah (teachings, laws, commandments, right-rulings, covenant signs) of Yahuweh of hosts, and despised the Word of the Set-Apart One of Israel”.

“And they made their hearts like flint against the hearing of the Torah, and the words which Yahuweh of hosts has sent by His Spirit through the former prophets.  Therefore great wrath came from Yahuweh of hosts” (Zechariah 7:12). 

Jeremiah 6:19: “Hear, O earth! Behold, I am bringing evil upon this people, even the fruit of their thoughts, because they have not listened to My words, nor My Torah—they have rejected it”. 
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II Peter 1:20-21: “Knowing this first, that no prophecy of Scripture came to be of one’s own 

interpretation, for prophecy never came by the desire of man, but men of Elohim spoke, being moved the Set-Apart Spirit”.   

The teachings of the Tenach (Genesis to Malachi) were breathed (spoken out) by Elohim’s Spirit.  The commandments of the Kingdom of Yahuweh were written “with the finger of Elohim” on tablets of stone.  Yahushua calls “the finger of Elohim” the Ruach ha Kodesh (Holy Spirit)—Luke 11:20

America’s public rejection of the Ten Commandments put the final nail in her coffin.  “My people perish for lack of knowledge.  Because you have rejected knowledge, I reject you from being priest for Me.  Since you have forgotten the Torah of your Elohim, I also forget your children”.  (Hosea 4:6)  

If we throw out His Torah—His commandments—the terms of the marriage covenant with His people--His good, kind and loving teachings for our good--and loose ourselves from His control and His guidance over us, then we are open to Lucifer’s kingdom to come and rule over us.

“If you love Me, keep My commandments”, Yahushua said (John 14:15).

From Isaiah chapter 13: “See, the day of Yahuweh is coming, fierce, with wrath and heat of anger, to lay the earth waste, and destroy its sinner from it.  I shall make moral man scarcer than fine gold, …so I shall make the heavens tremble, and the earth shake from her place, in the wrath of Yahuweh of hosts, and in the day of the heat of His anger”.

Zechariah 1:18: “Neither their silver nor their gold shall be able to deliver them in the day of the wrath of Yahuweh.  And, by the fire of His jealousy all the earth shall be consumed, for He makes a sudden end of all those who dwell in the earth”.  You can imagine nuclear holocaust, ending most of the life on the earth—suddenly.  It is now possible to fulfill these and many other Scriptures about the wrath of Yahuweh. 

His wrath was shown to us as an example in Genesis 19, when He destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah with nuclear destruction.  II Peter 2:6 and Jude 1:7 tell us that this was an example for our day.  Zechariah 14:12 says: “And this is the plague with which Yahuweh plagues all the people who fought against Jerusalem: their flesh shall decay while they stand on their feet, and their eyes 

melt in their sockets, and their tongue melts in their mouths”.  Pastor John Hagee of Cornerstone Church in Austin, Texas, made this statement regarding this passage:  “I believe this is Zechariah’s description of a nuclear blast, which can generate 150 million degrees F in one-millionth of a second.  

That’s how your tongue and your eyes can dissolve in their sockets before your corpse hits the ground”.  Our Father has given His secrets of atomic power to man to be used for His own purposes, but in the end, it will also be coupled with the outpouring of the vials, the bowls of wrath, which no human can create. 

Isaiah 24:19-21:  “The earth shall be utterly broken, the earth shall be completely shattered, the earth shall be fiercely shaken--the earth shall stagger like a drunkard.  And, it shall totter like a hut, and its transgression shall be heavy upon it, and it shall fall and not rise again.  And, in that day, it shall be that Yahuweh punishes on high the hosts of exalted ones and on the earth the sovereigns of the earth.”  

Revelation 18:4 (also: Jeremiah 50:8, 51:6, 45; Isaiah 48:20): “Come out of her my people, lest you share in her sins, and lest you receive of her plagues”.  He is calling His people out of the world system, yes, but these passages refer to the historical, end-time Babylon, which is America.  

Zephaniah 2:3: “Seek Yahuweh, all you meek ones of the earth, who have done His right-ruling.  Seek righteousness, seek meekness--if so be that you are hidden in the day of the wrath of Yahuweh”.  

In Ezekiel 14:12-21; Joel 1, Amos 4; and Revelation 6, and many other such Scriptures, you find a four-pattern of judgment.  These 4 are: famine, war, pestilence, and the beasts of the earth.  During 

the 3½ years of the tribulation time, you find a close parallel of judgments to the 10 judgments on Egypt in Exodus 3-12.  Elohim judged Egypt for her gods—the same gods that people worship today 

in other forms.  (Ask for the article that compares the plagues on Egypt with the tribulation plagues, 
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and the judgment on the gods of both then and now, if you do not have it.)  

In Ezekiel 14:12-21, 3 men are mentioned: Job, Daniel and Noah.  Why? -- Because they each represent a type of judgment.  Job represents the freedom of Satan to attack humans.  Daniel represents the jealous and religious wrath of man against man.  Noah represents the wrath of Elohim 

against wickedness and the protection of His own through total destruction.  

Noah represents the grace of Elohim upon His obedient servant, when everyone else was destroyed.  

Noah died in 2006BCE.  Much is suspected and predicted for 2006CE.  The next judgment will be by fire.  All three of these men escaped, because they were obedient to His commands.  But, in relating these three men to our day, the Father says that they would not be able to even save son or daughter, as Noah was able to save his family in his day.

They could only save themselves—by their righteousness.  We receive imputed righteousness for our faith in Messiah Yahushua and removal of sin, so that we can obtain the resurrection unto life eternal, but without obedience to His commandments, we have no righteousness of our own with which to protect ourselves in this life, or to receive reward in His kingdom.   

We are seeing the initial outpouring of Fathers wrath worldwide.  In America, we’ve been seeing it for at least 16 years, in close proximity to each time we’ve led Israel into disobedience of Yahuweh’s Torah, and the giving away of His land that He promised to them in the Abrahamic Covenant.  Father’s wrath is getting hotter and hotter.  

His 10 pattern of judgment:  In many of these Yahuweh is directly involved, and man cannot duplicate it, but in some, He uses man and He uses Satan to accomplish His purposes.   

1) Famine: rain withheld, drought, no food, starvation, polluted drinking water

2) Pestilence: disease, wide-spread plagues—no remedy

3) War and death: by conventional weapons 

4) Beasts of the earth: from microscopic disease carriers, to mosquitoes, flees, ticks, killer bees, ants, rats, dogs, sharks, and other meat-eaters that attack humans.  “Mealy bugs” have eaten up the crops of Somalia, and the people are dying of starvation because of it.  Locusts have eaten up the grasslands and crops of northern China (2003), and now Niger (2005).  Demons in the last days will inhabit the bodies of animals to kill people.

5) Attack by invading armies--on-the-ground troops—roving gangs and/or terrorist groups.  

6) The forces of nature revolting under the sin of mankind: earthquakes, tornados, hurricanes, cyclones, fires, floods, volcanoes, signs from heaven like asteroids hitting the earth, and the sun scorching people--these things destroy crops, kill people and animals, destroy property and bring pestilence and economic disaster.  

7) Nuclear war--including chemical and biological warfare--using “weapons of mass destruction”--destruction by fire.

8) Dictatorship by evil men: the anti-messiah is part of this judgment.  Because of Israel’s sin in the past, they were ruled over by Assyria (northern Iraq), Babylon (central/southern Iraq), Greece, Rome and the Turks.  They went into bondage, captivity to evil men and were scattered all over the earth.  

9) Economic disaster—national poverty, international economic collapse  

10) Amos 8:11-12: The final judgment is that He removes His Word and His presence.  He removes His protection and Himself totally.  This brings death--natural and eternal. See      Ezekiel chapter 11 where He departs from His people.  

In Amos 4:6-12, we read of several of these judgments—famine, withheld rain, polluted drinking 

water, plagues, war, devouring locusts, and fire.  He ends with: “ And because I am doing this to you, prepare to meet your Elohim”.

In Amos 7:8 He says: “I am setting a plumb-line in the midst of My people Israel, no longer do I pardon them”.  The plumb-line is His Word--His standard of righteousness.

The final judgment comes when Yahushua comes.  Then the nations of the earth, gathered at Har Megiddo (Armageddon) will be destroyed as His Word goes out of His mouth.  (Revelation 19)  

But, before that, He promises to arise, and defend Israel when Israel (the nation) is attacked.  In 

Ezekiel 38-39, He says that finally the nations will know that He is Yahuweh, the Elohim of Israel.  Father gives the nations every chance possible to repent.  His judgments are happening all around us.  We can see them, we can hear about them.  The time period, the season, of His wrath has begun.  

II Peter 2:9: “Yahuweh knows how to deliver the godly out of trials, and to reserve the unjust unto the day of judgment to be punished”. 

Matthew 24:21-22: “For then there shall be great distress such as has not been since the beginning of the world until this time, no not even shall be.  And if those days were not shortened no flesh would be saved, but for the sake of the chosen ones those days shall be shortened”.  

II Peter 3:10-14: “But, the day of Yahuweh shall come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with intense heat, and the earth and the works that are in it shall be burned up.  Seeing all these things are to be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you to be in set-apart behavior and reverence, looking for and hastening the coming of the day of Elohim, through which the heavens shall be destroyed, being set on fire and the elements melt with intense heat!  But according to His promise we wait for a renewed heavens and a renewed earth in which righteousness dwells.  So then, beloved ones, looking forward to this, do your utmost to be found by Him in peace, spotless and blameless”. 

I Thessalonians 5:3-9:  This passage tells us that we are children of the light in Messiah Yahushua, and the day of destruction and wrath will not overtake the children of light like a thief.  It goes on to say: “So then, we should not sleep, as others do, but we should watch and be sober…But, we who are of the day should be sober, putting on the breastplate of faith and love, and as a helmet the expectation of deliverance, because Elohim did not appoint us to wrath, but to obtain deliverance through our Master Yahuweh.”  The obedient ones are not included in the wrath of the Father.   The disobedient ones are included—no matter what their belief system.  For what we truly believe we must life out, or it is only illusion.  

I John 3:1-3: “See what love the Father has given us, that we should be called children of Elohim!  For this reason the world does not know us, because it did not know Him.  Beloved ones, now we are the children of Elohim.  And it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is.  And everyone having this expectation in Him cleanses Himself, as He is clean”. 

I Peter 1:13-16: “Therefore, having girded up the loins of your mind, being sober, set your expectation perfectly upon the favor that is to be brought to you at the revelation of Yahushua Messiah, as obedient children, not conforming yourselves to the former lusts in your ignorance, instead, as the One who called you is set-apart, so you also should become set-apart in all behavior, because it has been written, `Be set apart as I am set apart’”. 

Torah teaches us how to be set-apart, and what pleases the Father.  Yahushua expanded Torah and enlarged it with His commands of spiritual application, as well as the outworking in natural application.  The Ruach is ready to assist us in our preparation for the days to come, so that we are found always in Him, blameless and innocent, and circumcised in heart. 

We look for the day of His return and His Kingdom on earth--peace, righteousness, and love restored in all of its fullness.  Come Messiah Yahushua, Come!!
