THE RUACH HA KODESH

AND SHA’VU’OT
Fifty days (Fifty is “Pentecost” in the Greek language) after the Festival of First Fruits (part of Pesach week, the 17th of Abib), which began with the crossing of the Red Sea, and which pictures the resurrection of Messiah Yahushua, we come to Sinai, to the outpouring of the Ruach ha Kodesh, and the giving of the terms of the marriage covenant between Elohim and His People. 

Only one with a Bride’s heart will keep those terms, written on her heart, and guarded and obediently and loving done faithfully, because of her great love for her Bridegroom.  

Fifty days after they crossed the Red Sea at the Nuweba, Egypt Peninsula, the event that the Festival of First Fruits remembers, (Exodus 12-15), they came to Mt. Sinai (Mt. Horeb), in what is now Saudi Arabia.  In Exodus 19, they are told to prepare for 3 days, for the coming of the Ruach Yahuweh (the Holy Spirit).  In chapter 20, Moses receives the Ten Commandments--the terms of Yahushua’s marriage Covenant.  He receives also instructions regarding the building of the tabernacle, after the pattern shown him of the one in heaven.

He received detailed instructions regarding the priesthood, and how the people were to carry out the terms of the marriage covenant.  He received details about Shabbat, the eternal covenant sign between Yahuweh and His people, instructions about how the 7 Festivals of Yahuweh were to be celebrated each year, as rehearsals for their fulfillment in Yahushua.  

In Acts 2, “when the day of Pentecost had fully come”, at 9:00AM, the Ruach again descended on the people of Elohim, and empowered them and equipped them to go forward as His mighty warriors, taking the good news of the Kingdom to all the House of Israel.   The coming of the Ruach was prophesied throughout the Tenach.  Yahushua spoke much about Him.  These 120 Torah-observant believers, in the “upper room” in the Temple, who had been born again by their faith in the final Lamb of Elohim, Yahushua, were “baptized from heaven, by the Messiah Himself--immersed into the Ruach ha Kodesh. 

No “church” was born on that day, but an assembly came together for the first time of Torah-observant believers in Messiah, who came out publicly with the good news of the resurrected Savior, to extend to all the salvation of Yahuweh.  The Ruach on that day, brought forward the terms of the eternal marriage covenant from Sinai, into the age of Messiah Yahushua.  The coming of the Ruach on the day of Pentecost in Acts 2 was a second coming of the Ruach Yahuweh to establish His Kingdom among men, and renew the terms of the marriage covenant to the Redeemed Bride of Israel.  

In I Corinthians 12:13, we find that one of the 26 things that the Ruach does when a person is born-again is to baptize them into the “body of Messiah”.  But, as per Luke 3:16, and other passages, it is the Messiah who baptizes the born-again ones into the Ruach ha Kodesh. 
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In all of the 26 things that the Ruach does in the new birth, there is not one Scripture that says that He enters the re-born spirit of man, until He is asked.  

Luke 11:13)  He is a gentleman.  He is the eyes of Yahuweh, which go to and fro 

over the earth, looking for those whose hearts are perfect toward Him.  (II Chronicles 16:9) 

Even Yahushua, while on earth, had to receive the filling of the Ruach.  John the Immerser was filled with the Ruach in his mother’s 

womb (Luke 1:15,41).  It was the Ruach who placed the “set apart seed of Yahuweh” into the body of Miriam.  (Luke 1:35)  It was the Ruach who led Simeon into the Temple at the exact time that Miriam and Yosef brought the baby Yahushua to be circumcised.  (Luke 2:25-27)  The Ruach filled the Prophets, as with Ezekiel 2:2.  The Jews knew about the Ruach, for He was their guide through the wilderness.  He is the Ruach Yahuweh. (II Corinthians 3:170-18)

He is the one in creation who “put the glitter on the galaxies”.   He is the one who turned on the lights, who caused life to spring forth at the Word of Elohim (Yahushua).  He is the one who breathed into Adam, the breath of life.  

He is the one who brings a sinner to Yahushua for salvation. 

He is the one who raises the dead.  He is the one who sets apart the justified ones through the Word, which He wrote through “set-apart men of old”.  

He is the one who prepares the Bride to meet her Bridegroom.  “The Ruach and the Bride say `Come’” (Revelation 22:17)

I need no study notes to write about my most intimate life’s companion.  I have taught about Him to many people groups, including Navajo Indians back on the reservation, to Mexican Indians high up in the Guadalupe Mountains of Mexico, to many in Africa, in Europe, in Russia, in China, in Mongolia, and in the U.S.A.   He is my tangible touch of the Father.  

He came to me when I was 4 and gave me a tangible manifestation of Himself and spoke to me.  He has been my dear companion all of my life.  He has spoken to me in about 39 ways, and I daily depend on Him for all sorts of things. 

In John 16, Yahushua says that He was given to convict of sin.  He was given to proclaim the Torah, and judgment for breaking it.  It is He who empowers the “witnesses” of the good news, and gives the anointing (His manifested presence) in power for miracles, healings, deliverances, for direction, teaching, guidance, and personal relationship with Elohim.  (Acts 1:8)  The early Jews knew Him.  He was the one who filled the Prophets, and who gave the Torah and the whole Tenach.  He is the one who led them through the wilderness.  They “vexed” Him with their unbelief--tormented Him.  They tested Him, angered Him, and He went forth against them in wrath.  He is the Ruach Yahuweh.

I have known that anger.  I’ve also laughed at His jokes, cried at His sweetness, His comfort, His mother-like attention.  I have reveled in His gifts, His anointing, His power, and His gentleness, His teaching, His love, and His graciousness.  I have moved in His power to perform miracles, healings, and prophesy with boldness.  I have moved in His power to set others free from demonic spirits.  I have moved in 
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His power, and He has set me free and healed me most personally.  I’ve felt his heat, 

His vibrating, His presence so strong that I could not stand up.  In the dedication of 

Solomon’s Temple, the priests could not stand up because the power of the Ruach was so strong.  (I Kings 8ff)

I could tell you the most amazing stories of my travels with Him, and my times of ministering with Him.  He is the most wonderful personality.  

He tells us things to come, Yahushua said.  He instructs into all Truth, Yahushua says.  (John 14-16)  He is the Spirit of Truth.  The Word of Yahuweh is Truth.  He wrote it through men, so He is the Spirit of Truth.  He gives prophetic words and revelation knowledge and understanding to those who will spend time with Him to listen to His teaching.  It takes set-apart time, for He is sensitive, and our busyness drives Him away.  It also angers Him that we are too busy for Him.  He backs away from sin, lawlessness, rebellion, and disobedience to the Torah.  Few people know Him. I am very privileged to know Him.  Yet I share Him with others, and they look blankly at me, because they have intellectually relegated Him to the “Charismatic Movement”, or to “holy rollers”, or to some fanatical and emotional display within Christianity.  He deals through individuals to bring them into a place of Truth, but He is not part of the religion of Christianity—He never was.  He is not part of any religion.  He is Yahuweh.

When my daughter Debbie didn’t come home from middle school one day, and the bus driver had not seen her, and her friends had not seen her, this mom was in panic.   He always cuts through my fears, and intervenes in my emotions that are taking me in the wrong direction.  He always gives me overwhelming peace when in the natural I am falling apart.  He showed me a vision of Debbie sitting on the school steps.  He said, “she’s at school; go get her”.  I went there, and there she sat, waiting on me.  The school had been locked and she had missed the bus.  What if I had not had the Ruach to tell me where she was that day?  What would have happened to her?  It was a very bad neighborhood.  I would have called the police and 

They would have searched for her.  The Ruach always saves us they would have searched for her.  The Ruach always saves us emotional and mental stress, by telling us His words of comfort, and by relaxing our minds.  I don’t know what I would have ever done from childhood without His constant intervening and speaking to me!

I don’t have to depend on man to tell me what I should believe is truth and what is error.  Man deals in deceptions, lies and error.  So why not go to the Spirit of Truth for Truth?  Most Christians, however, go to man for their instruction in mixtures of truth and non-truth--to Pastors, TV teaches, books, Internet, conferences, seminars, and video or cassette tapes.  

I go to Him.  And all who go to Him have the identical revelation knowledge.  I John 2:27:  “But the anointing, which you have received from Him, abides in you, and you need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teaches you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as He has taught you, you shall abide in 
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Him.” 

He is that anointing—that manifestation of His presence.  He comes in, when asked, 

to empower from within, to speak from within, to manifest from within, but He also 

comes without, in great power.  How did the Prophets have such power in the days of Elijah and Elisha?  How did the Prophets prophesy?  They were filled, as was Ezekiel, with the Ruach Yahuweh.   The Ruach raised Yahushua from the dead, and He will raise those who know Yahushua personally.  He empowered even Elijah and Elisha to raise the dead.  

The word “baptism” means to immerse totally.  If you are not immersed totally 100% into the Ruach ha Kodesh, how can He take up residence in your body?   When you put a glass into a dishpan of water, it initially floats.  The outside of the glass is washed in the water.  You must push the glass under, so that the water fills all inside the glass.  The glass must be totally immersed.  Thus we can have the Ruach around us, after we are “saved”, but unless Messiah pushes us completely under, we cannot be filled with the Ruach.  There is such a difference in the ministry and lives of those who know the Ruach and those who don’t.  

There is such dryness in the lives of those who don’t know Him.  There is such intellectual pride, and religious superiority.  

Water is a symbol, in the Word, of the Word, and also of the Ruach.  The Ruach is also symbolized by the wind, by wine, and by oil. 

The Festival of Sha’vu’ot among the Jews is celebrated as the coming of the Torah and the coming of the Ruach ha Kodesh down on His people.  They say that at Sinai, He came with “tongues of fire”, and split His words into the 70 languages of the earth, giving the Torah to each person represented throughout the earth.   So the wind, the fire and the tongues was known as manifestations of the Ruach by the Jews from Mt. Sinai.  His appearance in the cloud was well known for 40 years, as He led them in the cloud and in the fire.  I have seen that cloud.  I have entered that cloud, and could not walk, because His presence was so powerful.  

The wife of the Mayor of Ariel, Israel, saw the cloud when a Spirit-filled pastor was speaking to the IDF about Elohim.  She was a secular Jew—not religious.  She grabbed one of the camera people, very excited, because she said she saw the cloud coming into the room, and she said, “it’s the Holy Spirit”.  Now how did she know that?  Jews know about the Ruach!  His speaking in other languages is not strange them to them.  They know that the Word was written from His mouth.  They know that He is the “finger of Elohim” who wrote the Ten Commandments on the tablets of stone.  Yahushua says that the finger of Elohim is the Ruach!  (Luke 11:20) 

He is not up for discussion by Western Christians.  He is not up for discussion, period.  Either He is desired and received as He is, or He just moves on.  He will not be manipulated by religious agendas, by Pastors, “praise and worship” leaders, or other controlling people, who relegate Him to their box of when He can manifest and when He has to shut up so that the Pastor can preach, or the announcements can be given.  

Thus in Acts 2, they realized that indeed the prophecy of Joel 2 was coming to pass, 
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and the Ruach was coming and speaking to all the people represented in their own language.  Did you notice how the Ruach’s entrance into Simon Peter changed his whole personality, and caused the Ruach to speak through Him as never before?  So, the Jews have no problem with receiving the “tongues” of fire.  When He comes He gives a prayer language that give us boldness in spiritual warfare, in prayer

intercession, in ministry, in preaching, teaching, and to build up ourselves in Him.  

I cannot give you the whole teaching on the Ruach ha Kodesh—it is too vast.  You go to an “Exhaustive Concordance” like the one by James Strong, and look up all the passages on the Holy Spirit.   He is so principle in the Scriptures. 

Religion relegates Him to the “third person of the trinity”.  There is no trinity, except in paganism.  Remember:  The Ruach is Yahuweh. 

There is no umbilical cord that was severed so that the Ruach could be a “third person”.  PLEASE DO NOT CALL HIM AN “IT”.  He is NOT an “it”.  He is Yahuweh, not a “ghost”.  An “it” has no form, nor does an “it” talk, nor does an “it” do miracles.  He is Yahuweh.  I have seen His form twice now, and He talks, and He manifests, I have felt His touch in several different ways.   

Corrie Ten Boom, in her later years, wrote a book of instructions for the “end time battle”.  She knew the Nazi concentration camps, and she knew they would return.  Yes, they are now returning in full force.  She said that unless a person was baptized into the Holy Spirit, and spoke in clear “tongues”—the prayer language of the Ruach—they would not be able to stand in the last days.  I believe that.  When the mental pressure and emotional panic and fear hits so hard in the days to come, the only prayer that can escape from our lips, when our mind has shut down, is the prayer of the spirit.  I know—I’ve been there many times already.  That prayer of the Ruach cuts through the power of the enemy in men and devils, and breaks through for victory when nothing else can.  As I said, I could spend days giving you stories of mighty miracles and the manifested power of the Ruach ha Kodesh.

My purpose in this testimony/article is to let you know that this up-coming Sha’vu’ot is a very important one. 

It is the Ruach who marks His remnant for survival in the days to come. That marking is about over.   

All I can do now is just give you my testimony about how receiving Him inside of me, changed my life forever.  Because, I find that a lot of people want information now.  They are scared, so they want information about the end-times.  They are curious, so they want information about Hebrew roots.  They are bored, so they want a new fad.  I tell them to go to the Ruach as their teacher.  And I hit a brick wall.  They want me to give them information.  They have no idea of the sacrifices that I’ve made in my life, and am making now, just to get out His Word.  But, it is my life, so I continue to give out.   But, everything I get comes from the Ruach ha Kodesh.  My one emphasis is to get others in the Word with the Ruach, not to find some verses to back their ideas, or their denominations stand, or their Pastor’s view 
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of things, but to hear from Him.   In the days to come, those that are immersed into 

the Ruach and have an intimate relationship with Him will endure to the end, but without Him, no one will make it alive, or sane.  

And, I get all my information from the Ruach!  I have no opinions—I just teach and share what He has shown me personally.  All who receive directly from the Ruach have the same mind-set, the same information, and the same ability to see.  But, 

those who know Him in His fullness are so rare that it is unbelievable to me.  So few know how to trust Him for their daily lives. 

Most Christians think that the baptism into the Ruach is a “Charismatic” religious thing, or a Pentecostal thing.  So, they don’t study the Word about Him, nor get to know Him. 

I was a different kind of child.  He came to me when I was 4 and showed me what I know now was my future.  He began talking to me, showing me things that others did not see, things that my peers didn’t see, things that the Seminary-taught Pastor and Youth Director didn’t see.  He came on me to witness and teach, and by the 

time I was 9 years old, I was ministering in a Mexican Baptist Church in La Habra, California.  At age 17, He called me to China, and to the world.  

I studied to be a missionary at BIOLA University—an Evangelical University in California.  My whole life has been dedicated to ministering.  But, of course, I was taught the Christianese language, and Christian thinking.  He had to begin the process of radically getting religion out of me.   

I always saw in black and white—what was right, and what was wrong.  Things bothered me early on, that now I have answers for.  My pastor said that the things of the book of Acts were done away with. I knew he was lying, but I didn’t know how to find out the truth.  I lived in a Baptist world.  I stood up to many things that were not right in the church.  Once our youth group went to our Baptist Seminary.  The man leading our class told us how the Bible was myth and stories.  I went to the Director of the Seminary, and they fired that man.  

I would tell the children in the church, who were writing notes and talking, right next to their parents, to be quiet and listen.

I saw things others did not see.  I still do. And then, as now, when I would tell people what I saw, I was labeled as a religious nut, a fanatic, a critical person, a judgmental unloving person, and generally undesirable to be around.  I grew up with the Holy Spirit (Ruach ha Kodesh) as my only companion for the most part.  So did my dad, and He taught me about the Holy Spirit.  He had a strong devotion and love for the Holy Spirit, and for Israel. 

In my church, the worldly spirit was alive and well.  And, I stood up to my Youth Director many times.  He mocked me, but that did not daunt my spirit.   

Here is my personal testimony.  I hope it blesses you!

I was preaching on the streets of Los Angeles’ “skid row” one night in November of 1966, after I had graduated from Bible college. Two young people approached me. They were going home to their dorm at Life Bible College (Amiee Semple 
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McPherson’s famous Bible College in Los Angeles connected to Angelus Temple).  They asked me if I had ever been baptized into the Holy Spirit.  I was shocked.  All my life I had been taught that those things were over with. 

I said, “NO”.  They invited me up to their apartment for prayer.  The next week, I went.  I was a little Baptist girl, who had a head full of knowledge of the Word.  I was a straight A student in Bible.  I could preach, teach, and do about every sort of ministry one could think of.  I had a personal relationship with the Ruach—Someone I knew by experience, but I did not really know Him in actuality.  I only 

knew what He could do, from the book of Acts.  I knew Him from the outside of me.  I was born again, but He does not come in unless He is invited.  

I knelt down by their couch.  I put my head in my hands and prayed “Holy Spirit I want you—but Please do not scare me”.  Yes, I said it just like that.  I pray no religious prayers!!  The young woman laid her hands on my back.   I don’t even remember her praying, though I am sure she was praying in tongues, but I heard nothing.  All of a sudden, I felt terribly hot all over—just burning up, especially on my forehead.  Then my body began this soft vibrating all over.  I was irritated and thought, “what is she doing, shaking me like that?”  But, as soon as the thought went through my head, I realized that she was not shaking me, but it was the Holy 

Spirit.  I heard two strange words in my head, and that’s all.  Then we talked a little, and I went home.  I knew something had happened, but I didn’t know what it was.  I felt different.  

That night, I had a dream from Father.  In the dream, Satan was coming for me to kill me.  I used those two new words, and he back off.  But, he tired a second time, and I used those two words, and he backed off again.  The third time he came very strongly.  I picked up those two words, which became a spear in my hands, and I ran at him with those words in the form of a weapon, and he ran away in fear.  The next morning, I had joy like I have never had it in my life.   I had to begin to re-read the whole Bible without my Baptist glasses on.

The whole Word became fresh and new to me.  But, almost immediately my relationship with Him changed.  The fruit of the re-born spirit intensified—love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, and self-control.  (Galatians 5:22-23)  The presence of the Ruach intensified to the point where He began showing me things and talking to me like never before.  I began hearing His voice.  I had visits from demons, and powerful manifestations against them.  I began to manifest the gifts of I Corinthians 12: 4-11--8 of the 9 gifts.  (I have not received the gift of the interpretation of tongues, except I did use it once.)  I was transformed from a shy intellectual Baptist, into a bold preacher.  He opened all sorts of doors of ministry to me.  

A short while later, I was troubled because all I had received was these 2 words from my immersion into Him.  I was lying on the bed reading a classic of the 1960’s on the baptism into the Holy Spirit.  I was absorbing every word, asking Father for a complete prayer language.  All of a sudden, I sat up on the edge of the bed like I had been hit by a bolt of lightening, and I began fluently speaking in a prayer 
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Language--clearly and perfectly.  He has given me several languages, but this one I received that day has been my constant companion.  Satan cannot understand the Ruach’s prayer language, the “tongues of angels”.  He is angry because we can get through to the Father without His knowing what we are saying.  The Ruach prays through us, the perfect will of the Father.  When we don’t know what to pray, and do not know the will of the Father for us, He prays through us.  He intercedes for others through us in our prayer language.  (Ephesians 6:10-18; Romans 8:26-28; Jude 20)  The prayer language is the only gift of the Ruach not found in the Tenach.  

The reason is because the Ruach did not fill the spirit of very many—mainly of the  Prophets who had the responsibility to hear from Him all the time, as “seers” and watchmen.  He was given on Pentecost to put the Torah on the hearts of believers (Jeremiah 31:31-34)

One day I was praying for people in a mud hut in Africa.  One lady was having trouble speaking out a clear prayer language.  I had never done this before, and I’ve never done it since, but I stopped her, and asked her to repeat the first few words of my prayer language.  She repeated it, and then went into my full language.  My African Director, Pastor Vincent Wanyoni Wabuke, who traveled with me in Africa 

for 5 years, had heard my tongue many times in prayer.  He and I were so shocked.   

In that service, one lady who had received the Holy Spirit had been pregnant for 12 months.  Her doctor was present, since I was praying for healing for people too, and 

he was verifying the healings.  I laid my hands on her belly and it was hard as a rock.   The next morning, a runner came to tell me that that night, baby DeAnne had been born, and was doing fine.  I love the miracles that can happen when someone trusts in Him like a little child.  “Unless you become like a little child, you can in one wise enter into the Kingdom of Elohim”. (Matthew 18:3)   

My power in preaching on the streets of Los Angeles was so fearless that gangs of men would surround me, and ask me “lady what are you on?”  They meant: what drugs are you taking?  They told me my eyes were glowing.  I told them ‘I’m on Jesus”. And they said in wonderment: “we’ve heard of that”.  Many very wicked people were at least respected me, and left me alone, because they knew that the 

power I had was greater than the power that they had.  I had Hell’s angels actually protecting me.  

In the ensuing years, I have gotten to know Him more and more.  He has been very angry with me, and also manifested Himself in other ways of love and tenderness.  I don’t know what life would be like without knowing the Ruach ha Kodesh.

Christians that don’t have Him inside their spirit cannot get revelation knowledge.  If we reject the knowledge of the Ruach and reject His entry into our bodies, He cannot talk and won’t talk to us.  He stands with His arms folded.  He won’t deal with pride.  If people think they can get along just fine in their beliefs without Him, He will just leave them alone.  He does not come where He is not wanted.  But, beware--He has a temper and wrath.  He is Yahuweh.  To reject the Ruach ha Kodesh from entering our bodies and doing what He wants with us, is to reject Yahuweh Himself!  
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People who reject Him cannot hear His voice, His impressions, His instructions and guidance from the inside.   He never ever talks to the soul-realm of reason and human logic.  He speaks clearly, even audibly to the spirit-man only.  The spirit of man is located in the belly and reproductive area.   The soul is behind the brain, and functions through the 5 senses.  It formulates opinions based on its experience and perception of the world around it, and its data input from outside sources.  But, the spirit of a re-born person with the Ruach inside has no such encumbrances.  It receives directly from the mind of the Ruach Himself.  Thus we have direct 

communication with Yahuweh.  How can He guide our steps, if we don’t hear Him?  His guiding our steps is not some sort of belief in fate.  He wants to tell us all things before hand.  Yes, He tells me things before hand, so that by faith, I can declare them “done”.  (John 16:13)

 Faith can only stand on what He has already told us personally.  We can’t just find some verse and use it to manipulate our own agenda before the Father.  Only what the Ruach says is ours, is ours to claim.  He gives us what will happen beforehand so that we can declare it into existence.  He does not work with our flesh, our carnal mind.  He only works with our obedience, submissive, and dependent spirit.  He 

dwells with those who are “contrite” and who “tremble at His Word”.  (Isaiah 57:15) 

He must be received by faith.  It is a child-like faith that causes Him to come.  He won’t dwell with intellectual pride, a person who wants to analyze and argue, and understand everything with their mind before they allow Him to come in.  He is not a begger.  He doesn’t beg us to please let Him in.  He won’t put up with a person who has to control Him in order to receive Him.  He will not be controlled by man!!

He leads the Bride to the Bridegroom.  Therefore, on Shabbat, He brings the two together for their “date” on their special day.  

The Ruach trains and prepares the Bride.  Without total dependence on Him, the Bride cannot be ready to meet her Bridegroom!!  In the days to come, unless a person has an intimate relationship with Yahuweh through His Ruach, there is little hope of survival or enduring.  “Those who endure to the end shall be delivered”.  

Those who “overcome” shall be delivered.  There is no way of enduring without the 

direction of the Ruach ha Kodesh.  “For as many as are led by the Ruach Yahuweh, they are the sons of Elohim”.  (Romans 8:14)  He leads from within our spirit.  

When I was in Tanzania the first time, I was in a Pastor’s home, dying of malaria.  I could not think of my own name.  Yet, I felt His presence over me, and from my spirit, I could quote Scriptures.   In the final stages of the disease, I asked to be taken to the church, propped up and allowed to preach.  I could not sit up for even 30 seconds, and could not formulate one sentence by myself.  Yet, for 3 separate meetings, over 2 days, I preached 2 hours each meeting.  The way I did it was the Ruach told me from my spirit what to say.  I said it, and the Pastor translated.  It worked so fast, that I was “rapid-fire” preaching without even being able to concentrate on my own name.  

In another instance, I was teaching in Tanzania.  While I was speaking on a subject, 
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the Ruach began speaking in my spirit.  He gave me revelation knowledge on the 

subject that my mind would never have thought about.  I did not stop the teaching, but listened with “the mind of the spirit”.  Our reborn spirit has a mind that is separate from the soul’s mind.  I then proceeded without stopping to repeat the revelation that the Ruach had put in my spirit.  The people went wild with excitement. 

Those are just two examples, to show you that without the Ruach in your spirit, when your mind shuts down, you cannot hear from Him.  And if you are distracted, and He is not in your spirit, how can He overcome your distraction—mental or emotional?  

My youngest daughter was born again and baptized into the Ruach when she was 5.  She began to be powerful in spiritual warfare against the devil.  By the time she was 7, she was leading all of her friends to salvation.   When she was 11, we went to Mexico.  She was leading people to salvation, but also moving in miracles and 

healings.   Her anointing was so powerful.  My son also began moving powerfully in spiritual warfare after being baptized in the Ruach ha Kodesh.  My 2nd oldest daughter, Debbie, also is strong in the faith, and has also moved in miracles.  

Without the Ruach we cannot have the gift of “special faith”.  This powerful gift overrides the logic and reasoning of the mind.  When it comes on a person, a miracle is about to happen.  I’ve had this come on me for the miraculous in healing.  It must acted upon without any thought, otherwise the special faith leaves.  Smith Wigglesworth, the famous healing evangelist, would do the miraculous under this special faith.  One time he threw a crippled child who had never walked across the room because the power of that faith came upon him.  The child hit the ground running.  What would I ever do without this kind of special faith.  It is not the kind that we live with on a daily basis, but in times to come, in times of crisis, this gift will see us through to victory.  

I learned a lot of wisdom in delivering people from demons, by the power of the Ruach, through much experience over about 35 years.  When I went to Africa, I was able to lead many into the baptism into the Ruach but also each such service turned into a deliverance service, because of a very interesting point that I want to make here.  

Many African people who are saved, do not get rid of the demonic forces that they have lived in before they were saved.  So, in their new birth, their spirit was 

perfected, and re-born, however their soul realm and their body was still tormented by demons.  In many cases, their spirit began to grow in Him, but their mind and bodies were controlled by demons.  When the Ruach would fall on people, sometimes in large group in “bush” situations, the demonic would manifest quite viciously.   I saw many very tense situations.  

Therefore, many people who are really born-again, but refuse to receive the infilling of the Ruach ha Kodesh and refuse to receive His prayer language--because of intellectual pride, or religious self-righteousness, or fear, or previous religious lying teaching—end up mocking, or speaking lightly of, or even calling tongues “of the 
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devil”.  Many Christians, who look like really good Christians or Messianic believes, 

can fool everyone except the Ruach.  So, many Christians or Messianic believers who are indeed filled with demons, reject the Ruach because the demons know that His coming means their exit.  The greatly fear Him, so they relegate Him to religious fanaticism.  

Yahushua said that to “blaspheme the Ruach ha Kodesh” could not be forgiven in this life or the next.  Why?  Because to blaspheme the Ruach, in the context of the text, is to attribute the works of the Ruach to Satan and/or to attribute the works of Satan to the Ruach. 

There are groups of Evangelicals that do attribute the works of the Ruach to Satan.   Of course, Satan counterfeits the works of the Ruach.  He makes his counterfeits look ridiculous, funny, and weird.  But, there is definite Scriptural foundation for His manifestations in the Tenach.  He terrified the people at Sinai.

He killed a lot of rebellious people during their 40 years of wanderings.  He sent them food, and kept them well, and was in the cloud and the fire that led them.  It was the Ruach Yahuweh.  

In the days to come, in the 3 ½ years of the modern wilderness journey through the 

great tribulation, many, many will die.  But, He will bring through a remnant, a Bride, and He and the Bride cry for Messiah to come.

In Jerusalem on the eve of Pentecost, the Orthodox and Chasidic Jews dance and rejoice, sing, shout, raise their hands up, and speak the Word.  They are like the Apostles on the day of Pentecost in Acts 2.  It is my favorite time to be at the Wall in the Old City of Jerusalem.  The next morning they are at the symbolic “tomb of David”, because they say that King David was born and died on Pentecost.  So, when the day of Pentecost has fully come in modern days, they still are dancing, rejoicing, shouting, proclaiming the Word, and calling for the Ruach ha Kodesh to come, and for Messiah to come.  

Sha’vu’ot is the 4th of the Festivals of Yahuweh (Leviticus 23).  It is at the time of the barley harvest in late May or early June.  It pictures also the harvest of souls that would come into the Kingdom because of Yahushua’s death and resurrection.  It is by the wooing of the Ruach ha Kodesh that people are drawn to salvation.  Without His wooing a person, convicting them of sin, and leading them to Yahushua, no one can be saved.  Our very eternal life depends on Him.  

This Sha’vu’ot, call for the Ruach to fill you to overflowing.  If you have never had Him come inside of you, ask Him--invite Him, and hold nothing back--no hang-ups 

allowed.  If I were there with you, I would pray for you to receive Him.

The only ones who do not receive Him and their prayer language are those who stubbornly hold on to their intellectual religious beliefs, or hold on to some sin, or hold on to some selfish agenda, or hold on to their pride.  Sometimes He has to strongly knock the pride out of us. 

In the days ahead, if we don’t have the ability to hear constantly from the Ruach from inside of our own spirit, we will be lost, confused, terrified, and left without 
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knowing where to go or where to find help in dangerous situations.   I have to ask Him if it is OK for me to even walk to town.  As a single woman in a male-dominant society, I am always a target for something.  If I did not have His constant input, I would have no direction as to what to do in most circumstances.  What I tell you in this article is 100% true, from the Word and from 56 years of experience with Him. 

Without Him the nightmare to come will stay a nightmare, and no light can come.  You will walk in darkness.  He is a consuming fire—the light of Elohim in the earth.  Until Messiah comes, the light of Elohim must come from within His Bride.  He is 

going to be poured out into the earth again, but “the earth” is the bodies of those who are faithful, trusting, humble, obedient, Torah-observant, and yielded to Him.

Here is the testimony of a famous missionary to China, Jonathan Goforth.  Yes, his last name was Goforth.  He and his wife went to China at the calling of the Father.  They ministered for a long time, with little to no results.  They had not won one person to the Savior after several years of hardship.  Jonathan was particularly discouraged. 
He had been given a book about Charles Finny, the great Evangelist in America.  Jonathan wanted to know what Finny’s secret was that caused him to have such power, that all he had to do was to walk into a factory, and people would begin to cry, and sob, and repent, and turn their lives over to the Savior, without Finny having to say one word.   So Jonathan told his wife that he was going to shut himself up in his room alone, until he found what Finny had found in the Holy Spirit.  His wife was worried about him.  He was in the room for about 2 weeks.  Then he came out, his face glowing with joy, and told his wife, “I’ve found Finny’s secret--it is the baptism into the Holy Spirit”.  Jonathan went to out to preach, gathering several hundred together to hear him for his first sermon since the radical change in his life. That first time that he preached with the power of the Holy Spirit, hundreds were born again.  That’s what Acts 1:8 is all about.
