THE ENDING OF THE SECRET
     Revelation 10:5-7: “And the messenger I saw standing on the sea and on the land lifted up his right hand to heaven and swore by Him who lives forever and ever, who created heaven and what is in it, the earth and what is in it, and the sea and what is in it, that there should be no further delay, but in the days of the sounding of the seventh messenger, when he is about to sound, the secret of Elohim shall also be ended, as He declared to His servants the prophets.”

     Amos 3:7: “For the Master Yahuweh does nothing unless He (first) reveals His secret to His servants the prophets.” For example, 2,500 years ago Yahuweh’s Prophets prophesied of Messiah’s first coming and of our day before His second coming--some even giving very specific details that are now being openly seen! In every age, before Yahuweh gets ready to reveal Himself, and/or His Son, to His people, He sends prophets to prepare the way! 

     I have been studying and teaching the book of Revelation since the 1960s. Of late, Abba has been teaching me more in depth in Revelation, including answering questions about Revelation 10’s seven “thunders.”  The events surrounding the blowing of the seventh trumpet are well known to me. But, this one phrase (in red above) kept nagging at me--i.e. what secret!  I ask Abba lots of questions--and He answers. I’ve done a variety of teaching since childhood, professional and non-professional, and I know that teachers love students who ask questions because they are interested and intelligent. In teaching in various meetings in America and other countries, I love the question-time. Many times, those who study the Word for themselves ask amazing profound questions.    
     Revelation 16:17: “And the seventh messenger poured out his bowl into the air, and a loud voice came out of the Dwelling Place in heaven from the throne, saying `It is done!’ And there were voices and thunders and lightening and a great earthquake, such as was not since men were upon the earth, so mighty an earthquake and so great.”

     Revelation 11:15, 18: “And the seventh messenger sounded (his shofar), and there were great voices in heaven saying `The kingdoms of this world have become the kingdoms of Yahuweh and of His Messiah, and He shall reign forever and ever.” HALLELUYAH!!!  “And the nations were enraged for Your wrath has come, and the time of the dead that they should be judged, and that You should give reward unto Your servants the prophets, and to the set-apart ones, and them that fear Your name, small and great, and should destroy them who destroy the earth.”   At the “last trump,” the seventh trumpet of the trumpet judgments, each messenger sounds the shofar. Then he pours out his bowl, or vial, of Yahuweh’s wrath upon the earth, at Messiah’s coming, not before. 
     I have taught the book of Revelation since 1969, but still there are things the Spirit reveals that are surprising to me. Notice something fascinating!  Revelation 15:5-8 describes the messengers. Most times in Scripture, the messengers are His angels. But, I do not believe that those who pour out His wrath are angels. There is evidence that they are specially chosen human beings. “And out of the Dwelling Place came the seven messengers, having the seven plagues, dressed in clean bright linen and having their chests girded with golden bands.”  

     In Revelation 19:8, the garments of the Bride of Messiah are mentioned: “And to her it was given to be dressed in fine linen, clean and bright, for the fine linen is the righteousness of the set-apart ones.” 
     Now, look at Revelation 17:1: “One of the messengers who had the seven bowls came and spoke with me…” Follow the story to Revelation 22:8-9: “And I, Yochanan, saw and heard these things. And when I heard and saw, I fell down to worship before the feet of the messenger who showed me these things. And he said to me, `See, do it not, for I am your fellow servant and of your Brothers the Prophets, and of those who are guarding the words of this book. Worship Elohim! … Do not seal the prophecy of this book because the time is near.”  I have a strong suspicion that this “messenger,” one who pours out a vial/bowl of the wrath of Elohim is the Prophet Daniel. I have done much study throughout the Word on the interaction in the spirit between Daniel and Yochanan, and also between Ezekiel, Daniel, and Yochanan. These brothers are very dear to my heart, for I have taught their prophecies for so many years.   

     Yahuweh will allow man’s wrath and Satan’s wrath to be poured out beforehand, but only under His control. (Revelation 12:7-13) Yahuweh’s wrath is so great that He could destroy the whole universe in a nano-second. Indeed, mercy is involved to a great degree even during His wrath! One act of mercy is His saving back His wrath until the last minute as Messiah descends. 
     I Corinthians 15:51-52: “Behold, I show you a mystery (secret). We shall not all sleep, but we all shall be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump-- for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.” This is the resurrection of the justified at the return of Messiah. Zechariah 14 tells us what causes the great earthquake – the splitting of the Great Rift Valley fault line – when Messiah splits the Mt. of Olives in two. When Messiah comes, the “mystery,” or secret, of Yahuweh is ended. What is this secret that ends?
     Matthew 24:31-27-31: “For as lightening comes from the east and shines to the west, so also shall the coming of the Son of Man be…And immediately after the tribulation of those days, the sun shall be harkened and the moon shall not give its light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall be shaken. And then the sign of the Son of Adam shall appear in the heaven, and then all the tribes of the earth shall mourn and they shall see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of the heaven with power and great glory. And He shall send His messengers with a great sound of a trumpet and they shall gather together His chosen ones from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.” Hundreds of verses of Scripture speak of His coming with the wrath of Yahuweh, i.e. Revelation 19, Isaiah 63:1-6, 34:1-8. 
     His people will be sheltered from His wrath, simply because we will be caught up to meet Him as He returns, and be in His entourage – Zechariah 14:5, Jude 1:14-15. 
It has been estimated that there are approximately 223 prophecies regarding Messiah’s return--in the Tenach alone. The days we live in, and His return in power and esteem to rule the earth, is the primary subject of the whole Word, the ending of the primary goal of Yahuweh--to separate out a remnant that He can call His family, and to dwell with them forever!  
     In Genesis 7 and Ezekiel 7 we have examples of how Yahuweh sends His wrath upon mankind in general, and upon His people specifically, to purge and separate them. His wrath is swift. He never drags it out. He warns for centuries. He has warned America and other nations of our time, including Israel, for 2,500 years through His prophets. The Watchman are still faithfully warning, even though few are listening. Warning prophecy from Abba in Word is almost always on two levels – for the day in which the prophet lives and far into the future to our day--the “end times.” Very few prophecies are just for the day in which the prophet lives.   

     So what secret ends as Messiah descends?  I was discussing this with my son, and I asked him. He gave me the identical answer that Abba had revealed to me. Let’s look at that answer. 

      Matthew 15:25, 10:7-8: Messiah came ONLY to redeem the lost sheep of the House of Israel (the 10 northern tribes whom He had to “divorce,” or break the engagement with, which in Hebrew culture was as strong as marriage and required divorce to break (reference Matthew 1:28-35--Joseph and Miriam were engaged, but he sought divorce when he found she was pregnant). He sent His disciples ONLY to the lost sheep of the House of Israel. Messiah’s death ended the engagement covenant, and the divorce.  His resurrection gave him the right to marry a set-apart, pure of heart, remnant of the 10 tribes, plus the three of the House of Judah, who put their faith in Him and guard His Torah. But, Judah was never divorced from Yahuweh because they guarded the Torah for us. (Romans 3:1-4, 9:3-5) The promise of redemption and the rejoining of the whole House of Ya’cob is found in such passages as Jeremiah 31:31-34 – speaking of the “renewed covenant.” This is the main subject of the Word – the redemption of the whole House of Ya’cob!  Carefully go over the Scriptures listed in “The Aliyah Scriptures”/ February 11, 2007. 
     Ezekiel 37:15-28 and Jeremiah 32:41, for examples, give us the passion of the heart of Yahuweh--the reason why Messiah came--to gather together into one family all 13 tribes of Ya’cob (Joseph became the two tribes of Ephraim and Manasseh). 

Therefore, during times to come, as Jeremiah 30:7 tells us, all of Ya’cob’s family will go through the time of “Ya’cob’s troubles.” It is not just Judah’s troubles. The purging of the whole House of Ya’cob--all the family of Yahuweh, and those who have joined the family by faith--is imminent. As Messiah comes with Yahuweh’s wrath, He also comes to raise the righteous dead and to translate those alive unto Himself. (I Thessalonians 4:13-18) 
     The Word reveals the return path of Messiah. He comes from the East to the West. He comes to Mount Sinai, then proceeds straight north over the Gulf of Aqaba, to Mount Paran, which rises above the floor of the wilderness, then He rises over Mount Seir (Edom, the area of Petra--Revelation 6:12-17) where the resurrection takes place, then He proceed to Bozrah about 40 miles north of Petra, then He turns towards Jerusalem. He is riding high over the earth, so sees the armies of the nations amassed at Har Megiddo in the north (Greek: “Armageddon”). Right now you can go to Mc Donald’s and get a super-size Texas hamburger, french fries, and a coke, then drive down the road to the ruins of Megiddo in the Jezre’el Valley, but not then!  (See these prophetic passages: Matthew 24:27; Deuteronomy 33:1-3, Isaiah 63:1-6, and Habakkuk chapter 3). Look at these places on a map--see His route!  
     I lived in the direct path/route of Messiah’s return between 1999 and 2007, and watched the world’s provisions being stored in the Aqaba and Petra areas for the ultra elite’s survival. Isn’t it interesting that the ultra rich and powerful who run this world system for their god Lucifer hope to hide out in the area that was the capitol city of Esau--ancient Sela? 

     Yesterday, October 29th, I sent an article, which had insight about the attempt of the spirit of Esau, and the descendants of Esau, to steal Ya’cob’s inheritance back--this time to the death. After leaving the Middle East, Esau’s descendants migrated into Rome, and rose to great power there. The power of Esau’s hate united in Rome! Today, from Rome, from the Vatican, the plan of Esau is reaching out worldwide, and the cry of the international community for Ya’cob to give up his inheritance is front-page news!   
      Revelation 6:12-17: When Messiah comes, all hiding out in Petra will cry for the rocks to fall on them out of extreme fear. Every place in the Word where it describes His return, it talks about people hiding in the rocks/caves – both the most-wicked, and the most righteous. Remember the Word concentrates on one nation, and the surrounding area that affects His one nation. We’re not talking Colorado here! Right now, Petra (Esau’s ancient capital) is guarded all around by the U.S. military in underground bases. It is a United Nations refugee zone. But, it is also headquarters for much activity by the Illuminati and their renowned associates.

     But, what ends when Messiah comes? Be patient, we’re getting there!  Yahushua comes with Abba’s wrath. He comes on Yom Teruah, a Tishre 1, which is also called “ha Din,” the Day of Judgment! It is the day of the separation between the wicked and the righteous. Do your own research through these Scriptures. I comment on a few, below: Matthew 13:10-16; Mark 4:11; Luke 8:10; Romans 11:25-27, 16:25-26; I Corinthians 2:7-10, 4:1, 14:2, 15:51; Ephesians 3:3-5, 9; Colossians 1:26-27, 2:2, 4:3; Revelation 10:7; Amos 3:7; Daniel 2:20-22, 28 with Mark 4:25.
     He gives His secrets, reveals His mysteries, to those whom He trusts to receive them and guard them. He trusts those whom He knows. Yes, He knows each individual – but in the Scriptural meaning of “know,” to do with His truly born-again ones, it means “intercourse.” He knows those with whom He had had intimate interaction with on a regular basis. The foolish virgins of Matthew 25:1-12 received His final word to them as He returned: “Truly I say to you, I never knew you.” He says to the charismatic preachers of Matthew 7:21-23: “Depart from me, I never knew you…”  They did a lot of good works for their concept of the “God of the Bible,” but they did not know Him, or His Son. Christianity teaches against the Torah, relegating it to the obsolete “law of the Jews.”  [Refer to “Royal Secrets and Exclusivity--The Thinning of the Veil/Oct. 29, 2010]
     Matthew 13:10-16: “And His taught ones (disciples) came and said to Him, `Why do You speak to them in parables?’ And He, answering said to them, `Because it has been given to you to know the secrets of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not been given. For whoever possesses, to him more shall be given, and he shall have overflowing; but whoever does not possess, even what he possesses shall be taken away from him…and blessed are your eyes because they see, and your ears because they hear.” (“possesses” what? -- Refer to Daniel 2:21-22)  Where does                
wisdom, understanding, and truthful knowledge come from? – THE WORD, as taught to your spirit by the Spirit of Yahuweh!
     Romans 11:25-27, Sha’ul says: “I do not wish you to be ignorant of this secret, brothers, lest you should be wise in your own conceit, that hardening in part has come over Israel until the completeness of the nations has come in, and so all Israel shall be saved as it has been written, `The Deliverer shall come out of Zion and He shall turn away wickedness from Ya’cob, and this is My Covenant with them when I take away their sins.’ ”  
     The name “Israel,” can be interchanged with “Ya’cob.”  In Genesis 32:24-30 we read how Yahuweh changed Ya’cob’s name to “Israel.”  When “Israel” is used by itself, it refers to all the tribes--the nation which came from Abraham, Yitzak, and Ya’cob. 
But, the Word distinguishes the “House of Israel,” “House of Joseph,” or “House of Ephraim,” as the 10 northern tribes. [Refer to: “Who Are the Ten?”/2005]

Yahuweh never ever calls His people “gentiles.” [Refer to: “Are You a Gentile?”/re-edited 2007] A gentile is a barbarian, pagan, heathen, foreigner, strange and alien from the Covenant of Yahuweh. A gentile is outside the Covenant/Torah of Yahuweh. Messiah’s death restored the whole House of Ya’cob/Israel to the Covenant/Torah of His Father, on a “who-so-ever will” basis. 

      Isaiah 53:8: “For the transgression of HIS PEOPLE He was stricken.” 

Yahuweh says He will destroy all gentiles! Ephesians 2:8-19 clearly shows that no one in Messiah is a gentile.   

     Yahuweh is the exclusive set-apart Elohim (God) of the sons of Abraham, Yitzak, and Ya’cob! He only made covenant with one people group, in one land. He only sent His Word to one people, with whom He made Covenant, thus the “Bible” is exclusive to the land of Israel. (Deuteronomy 7; II Samuel 7:20-26) Thus we have the phrase, “the Elohim of Israel.” He only came to redeem to Himself the 10 northern tribes. But in His great love and mercy, He extended salvation to the whole house of Ya’cob, AND to all who would receive Him by faith and guard His Father’s Covenant, as Yahuweh speaks in Exodus 12:43-45; Isaiah 56:1-7, and into eternity future in Ezekiel 47:21-23. 

      Look carefully at the wording in these verses to learn what secret ends with His return: Romans 16:25-26: “And to Him who is able to establish you to my Good News and the preaching of Yahuweh Messiah, according to the revelation of the secret which was kept silent since times of old, but now has been made manifest and by the prophetic Scriptures has been made known to all nations, according to the command of the everlasting Elohim…”

      Revelation 1:1-3: “The Revelation of Yahushua Messiah, which Elohim gave Him to show His servants what has to take place speedily. And He signified it by sending His messenger to His servant Yochanan, who bore witness to the Word of Elohim and the witness of Yahushua Messiah to all he saw. Blessed is he who reads and those who hear the words of this prophecy, and guard what is written in it, for the time is near.” (The time of the fulfillment of the prophecy is near)  Now in 2013, it is imminent!

     Please look up all Scripture so that the Spirit can further give you knowledge of what He is saying! He wants to reveal His secrets to those who desire is to know Him, not for the sake of curiosity, or for intellectual theological knowledge about Him.  
Comments on I Corinthians 2:7-10: The wisdom of Elohim has been hidden in a secret. It was so hidden that the rulers of darkness made a horrible mistake – they allowed Messiah to die on the stake. If they had known that through His death He would crush the head of the Serpent (Genesis 3:15), they would have tried to stop His death. The “secret” of Elohim, as you will see, is consistently about Messiah--His death and resurrection--to save the remnant of His people. (I John 3:8: “For this purpose the Son of Elohim was manifested – to destroy the works of the devil.”)

***The message of salvation is called a secret because Yahuweh hid Messiah’s redemption-salvation of the ten northern tribes, the salvation of the House of Judah, and who-so-ever will (with conditions) from Satan/Lucifer and his angels, and from all of their human cohorts of the lineage of Cain (the lineage of the Serpent)--the evil, sinful, rebellious, disobedient, wicked, and violent, along with all of the descendants of Ya’cob who have aligned with the Serpent through the ages--the Devil/Satan/Lucifer/”Great Dragon.”
     I Corinthians 4:1 Abba has made us who are born again, His trustees of the secret of Elohim. Do you treasure and guard your salvation? [Refer to “Guard Your Salvation”/November 2007] Are you sharing this eternally valuable secret with those lost ones He brings to you? Are you reaching out with this message according to the Acts 1:8 pattern--which is for all of His servants? If you are keeping it to yourself, think of the day you stand before the Savior who died for you! Not sharing the salvation of Yahushua with the “lost” can be a form of “denying Him,” “hiding your light under a bushel basket,” or being “ashamed” of Him.
     I Corinthians 15:51: This speaks of the secret/mystery of the resurrection of the just--of the earthly body becoming immortal at His coming--at the “last trumpet,” when He descends, death is swallowed up in victory! Again, the secret has to do with our total redemption – spirit, soul (mind/emotions/will), and body. (I Thessalonians 5:23) 
      Ephesians 3:3-5, 9:  This speaks of the mystery/secret of Messiah, which was not made known in other generations, but was revealed through Messiah by the Spirit to His set-apart apostles and prophets. Kepha said to Yahushua: “You are the Messiah, the Son of the Living Elohim.” This revelation was given to him by the Spirit. The Spirit wants to reveal revelation about Yahushua and the Kingdom to come, but He can only reveal the secrets to His trustworthy servants. He kept back the understanding of His salvation through His Son from past generations, only hinting at things through the Prophets, like in Isaiah 53, but now, the secret has been revealed to those whom Yahuweh has given to Yahushua. (John 6:44-45) 
     In Ephesians 3:9, we read: “…and to make all see this secret…which for ages past has been hidden in Elohim who created all through Yahushua Messiah.” 

Messiah was nailed to the stake--“slain before the foundation of the world,”--in the foreknown plan of Yahuweh. His whole plan was to redeem a family that He could dwell with forever! (Revelation 13:7-8)
     Colossians 1:26-27: “…the secret which has been hidden from ages and from generations, but now has been revealed to His set-apart ones, to whom Elohim desired to make known what are the riches of the esteem of this secret among the nations, which is Messiah in you, the hope of glory…” 

     No, the physical Messiah who is in a glorified body does not dwell in us, but His salvation does through the Spirit of Yahuweh! The Spirit of Yahuweh is our seal, our down payment, of our eternal glory. (Ephesians 1:13, for one example)
     Colossians 2:2: “…in order that their hearts might be encouraged, being knit together in love, and to all riches of the entire confirmation of understanding, to a true knowledge of the secret of Elohim…”  
     Colossians 4:3: “…praying at the same time also for us, that Elohim would open to us a door for the Word, to speak the secret of Messiah, for which I am also in chains.”

     Amos 3:7: “For the Master Yahuweh does nothing unless He first reveals His secret to His servants the prophets.” As we find in Scripture, the revelation of Messiah’s redemption begins in Genesis 3:15, and continues all the way through the Tenach, through the words of His prophets! He just hid the complete revelation for good reason!
     The secret of the ages that Elohim kept back, because of His enemies, but hid in the words of the Prophets, was about the salvation of Messiah Yahushua!  

     “Yahushua” means “Yahuweh is salvation.” There is no salvation outside of Yahuweh – Isaiah 43:25, 44:6. 22, 45:21-22. Yahushua is the right arm, the right hand, of Yahuweh – His extension into the earth! 
     Soon, as the Word reveals, people will refuse to repent. As with Esau, the “gift of repentance” will be removed from those perishing. (Hebrews 12:16-17) They will refuse to acknowledge Yahuweh as Elohim, as the Creator, as the means of salvation. (Revelation 9:20-21; 16:11) Are you doing all you can to proclaim the salvation of Yahuweh/Yahushua while we have a little time left?

     One day, His people who have not prepared will say: “The harvest is past, the summer is ended, and we are not saved.” (Jeremiah 8:20)  Do you know the timing that is revealed here? It is speaking of the harvest of Elul-Tishre 1. It is speaking of Messiah’s return on Yom Teruah/Tishre 1. It is speaking of the resurrection of the righteous! These lament because they are not saved--the horrors of the wrath of Yahuweh is upon them! 
     Now to wrap this all together with Revelation 10:7: “But, in the days of the sounding of the seventh messenger, when he is about to sound, the secret of Elohim shall also be ended, as He declared to His servants the prophets.”

When the seventh shofar is blown, Messiah descends with the wrath of His Father, during which the resurrection of His people takes place--  the redemption of His true family--and then, the offer of John 3:16 is withdrawn!  His goal of redeeming a family for Himself will have been reached!  The purpose for which Messiah came, for the “lost sheep of the House of Israel,” will be finished.  His redemption of the sons of Ya’cob is finished. Once Messiah comes, the salvation of His people is sealed forever. We receive our rewards. At His coming we receive our final salvation--the “end of our faith is the salvation of our soul.” (I Peter 1:7-9) 
     This explains why, at the end of the 1,000 years, millions of people gather to come against Messiah (Revelation 20). The unregenerate have been forced to guard Torah; they have hated it; they have taught their children to hate it. Those who have been forced to submit to His rule with “a rod of iron,” will hate Him. 
     There is a cut-off point coming soon, when mercy towards the rebellious, wicked, lazy, and apathetic--the unsaved and “fake” believers alike--is cut off. These won’t repent. Then the judgment has to fall. It is like with your children, you warn them and warn them but if they keep rebelling, the time comes when you have to punish them. It’s called “tough love.” There are also times when a rebellious older child has to be asked to leave your home because they are tormenting the whole household. This is why Yahuweh had to scatter the ten northern tribes into all the nations of the earth, out of His land – they were in such rebellion that they were disturbing His peace. 
     When Messiah, the slain lamb, left His throne to go to His Abba and take the scroll from His hands (Revelation 5), and then began to open the seals, mercy began leaving-- the Spirit of Yahuweh began leaving the earth--the one who extends mercy. The seals began to be opened on September 29, 2000/2001, as we entered the 7th millennium from Creation--a Yom Kippur, Shmittah year--the second of the final three 7-year cycles before Yahushua comes. 
     Time is winding down. When the last trump is blown, the secret of Yahuweh will end – the salvation of Yahushua. The plan began in Genesis 3. He will extend His mercy until Messiah comes, but before the world will reject His salvation. This includes a great multitude, perhaps many millions, of today’s so-called believers who have a belief-system but do not know the real Elohim of Israel and His Messiah. They are too busy enjoying this world. When great horrors come, they will reject Yahushua, and perhaps “God” in general, for He will not be doing what they want Him to do and rescue them. Yahuweh promises that we all must go through tribulation to prepare us for the Kingdom. He shields His set-apart servants from His wrath!  We are not appointed to wrath (I Thessalonians 5:10), but we are not exempt from the purging and threshing by the enemy. We are warned to prepare for it. I have written many articles to prepare His people. Abba extends mercy to those whom He knows. Time is closing down. The great angel of Revelation 10 says “there shall be no more delay,” for at the last trumpet (the 7th trumpet) the secret will be ended. 
     Revelation 22:10-14: “And he said to me, `Do not seal the words of the prophecy of this book, because the time is near. He who does wickedly let him do more wickedness; he who is filthy let him be more filthy; he who is righteous let him be more righteous; he who is set-apart let him be more set-apart. See! I am coming speedily and My reward is with Me to give to each according to his work. I am the Aleph and the Tav, the Beginning and the End, the First and the Last. Blessed are those doing His commands, so that the authority shall be theirs unto the tree of life, and to enter through the gates and into the City.”  

    Hebrews 13:12-14: “And so Yahushua also suffered outside the gate, to set apart the people with His own blood, let us, then, go to Him outside the camp, bearing His reproach. For we have no lasting city here, but we seek the one coming!”
