THE RETURN OF KING DAVID
It is amazing how many Scriptures tell us about the return of King David to reign alongside Messiah, yet few people know about it because few read the  Word of Yahuweh. His prophetic Word has come to pass in perfect detail, and prophecy of the future will come to pass in the same exact detail.

Numbers 23:19: “El is not a man that He should lie, neither the son of man that He should repent! Has He said, and will He not do it, or spoken and not confirm it?” 

Hebrews 6:17-19: “In this way Elohim, resolving to show even more clearly to the heirs of promise the unchangeableness of His purpose, confirmed it with an oath, so that by two unchangeable things in which it is impossible for Elohim to lie, we might have strong encouragement--we who have fled for refuge to lay hold of the expectation set before us, which we have as an anchor of the soul, both safe and firm, entering into that within the veil.” 

King David was given the gift of prophecy, and in the Psalms we find many prophecies of Messiah’s first coming as the “Suffering Servant,” to die for us, even a description of His time on the stake, and of His second coming as the “Son of David.” The Orthodox and Karaite Jews, religious descendants of the sect of the Pharisees, know that the Son of David is coming to rule. They refer to Him as “Messiah ben David.”    
Here I want to present a brief study on Psalm 110, which was either written by David, or someone speaking for him prophetically after David’s death. 

But, the connection of King David and Messiah Yahushua is not just a physical lineage, but a spiritual connection that transcends the ages.
Psalm 110:1, The Scriptures: “Yahuweh said to my Master, `Sit at My right hand until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet.” Notice: The Scriptures translators capitalized “Master” and “Your.”

Years ago, I heard Bible teacher Don Esposito teach on Psalm 110:1. Don said the text should read, “Yahuweh said to my Yahuweh.”
The King James says this: “The Lord said to my Lord.” In James Strong’s Concordance, Hebrew to English Dictionary, the first English word “Lord” is #3068 -  “YHWH.” 
Close to 7,000 times in the Scriptures, the word “Lord” should be translated YHWH - “YahUweh.”  His Name Yahuweh basically means “I AM the ever-existent, eternal One, who breathes.” The Name of His Son is Yahushua, which means “Yahuweh is salvation.”  It was the twisting of men who did not know Him that removed His Name and substituted titles, thus breaking the third commandment not to bring His Name to nothingness.

The Innerlinear uses the word “Adon” for “Master.” Going to the Strong’s Concordance Hebrew Dictionary #113, we find that “Adon,” from which comes “Adonai,” is a Phoenician word. Now, tell me, what is a writer of the Psalms, either King David, or one in the Temple of Solomon, substituting a Phoenician word around 1000-950 BCE for the Name of Yahuweh? Why not use the Hebrew word for a master, at least?  Hebrew probably got messed up with Phoenician words and lettering as early as King David, who called on master architect and builder King Hiram of Tyre to build his house.  Then Solomon united with King Hiram of Tyre to build his house and the Temple. But, this intermingling with the defiled became even stronger as Solomon married 300 wives, and had 700 concubines from the nations.  He allowed these women to continue to practice their pagan beliefs, even setting up their priests on the hill to the south of where he kept the women.  
The Phoenician word “Adon,” means a sovereign, i.e. a Controller (human or divine), lord, master, or owner.  As a word, it is not a bad word. However, the Phoenicians worshipped many gods, whom they called “Adon.”  Because of the world trade carried on from the seaport of Tyre, which Solomon took advantage of to get the building materials for his house and the Temple, the Phoenician language affected many other cultures.  Ezekiel 26-28 speaks prophetically of the prince, and the king, of Tyre as the Serpent in the Garden of Eden, and uses language that is used in Revelation 13 of the anti-messiah, son of the Serpent.  The Greeks adopted Phoenician gods, and changed the word “Adon” to “Adonis,” making him a specific god. 

I just can’t imagine King David calling his Master (controller, ruler) by the title “Adon,” knowing it was used by the Phoenicians in reference to their gods. Then again, how many masters, lords, kings, and owners, did David prophesy about that were invited by Yahuweh to sit at His right hand?  Even more so, would Yahuweh use of the title “Adon,” the name of a pagan god in addressing someone who was to sit at His right hand?  
So, I tend to agree with Don on this, though we don’t have the original Hebrew text. Every translation of man is a little different, based on what the translator reasons.
The KJV says: “The Lord said to my Lord…” 

The Scriptures say: “Yahuweh says to my Master…”

The Hebrew Tehillim says: “Ha Shem says to my Master…”  
Yet, in the Hebrew text, “Ha Shem” is written “YHWH”--the consonants for Yahuweh. 
Modern Hebrew:  “Adonai says to my Master…” even though YHWH is in the Hebrew next as the One speaking.  Not using His Name, as He commanded us, is breaking the third commandment, and reducing His precious Name, which is all powerful over Satan, to a title.  What is does is to strip His people of the authority that is His Name to stand against the enemy in spiritual warfare (Zechariah 3:2; Jude 1:9)  It also makes a liar out of the English text, as in Isaiah 42:8, KJV: “I am the Lord, that is My Name…”  When the text should read: “I am Yahuweh, that is My Name…” 
I do not speak or write from theology I’ve learned from some intellectual human. I only write from years of study with the Spirit of Yahuweh. We have the privilege of letting Him teach us, and of asking Him questions, including how to pronounce His Name.  But, to hear from the Spirit of Yahuweh, one must be Scripturally born from above, filled with Yahuweh’s Spirit, and have their re-born spirit, Spirit-filled spirit open to His eternal realm at all times, their carnal mind subjected in obedience to His Word! For more understanding, go to my website comeenterthemkivah.com and read the articles under mikvahs 1, 2 and 3. 

If this “Master,” spoken of in Psalm 110:1,” is not Yahushua, the Son of Yahuweh, then who is He? The verses following are clearly Messianic. The author of this Psalm, whether King David, or someone prophesying the words of David, has David speaking about Someone who has the characteristics of Messiah, son of David.  But, one thing’s for sure--King David had a Master who was held higher than any created being in the eyes of his Elohim!   

Psalm 110:1-2, The Scriptures: “Yahuweh said to my Master, `sit at My right hand until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet.’ Yahuweh sends your scepter out of Zion. Rule in the midst of Your enemies.’ 
The author, whoever he was, understood the tight rope he was walking on. If the “Master,” or the second Yahuweh, was not Deity, the author would be breaking the first commandment. King David had one Master – Elohim – not some mysterious other person he called “Master!”
Matthew 22:41-44, from The Scriptures: “And when the Pharisees gathered together, Yahushua asked them, saying, `What do you think concerning the Messiah? Whose Son is He?’ And they said to Him, `The Son of David.’ Then He said to them, `Then why does David in the Spirit call Him Master,’ saying `Yahuweh said to my Master, “Sit at My right hand until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet?” ’ And no one was able to answer Him a word…” (Mark 12:37)
Here we see the word “Master” put by the English translators into the mouth of Yahushua. But, Yahushua used Hebrew and Aramaic. Like those faithful of His day, He would not have spoken either Phoenician or Greek. For the Jews of Israel in that day said they would rather eat pig than speak Greek.  Thus, the Messianic Writings were written in Hebrew, translated into Aramaic, then into Greek, then into Latin, then into the languages of the earth.  We now have Hebrew Matthew, which presents a different Messiah and a different Yochanan the baptizer than the Greek rendition of Matthew. 

If the original word used for the second person in Psalm 110 is “Master,” then it surely would not be a Phoenician word used for their gods – Adon.

However, if  Yahuweh was speaking to His Son, as He does in Psalm 2, the author would have understood that, since Father and Son both have the same family Name.  Either way, no wonder the Pharisees were dumbfounded!  
It is evident that Messiah Yahushua knew that Psalm 110 was written about Him! What scared the Pharisees is that they knew who He was, at least in the flesh. They knew He was the rightful descendant of King David! They feared lest He take control and come to power, for they, being puppets of Rome, would be thrust out.  But, the hidden dagger in Messiah’s statement, also led to their understanding that He was the Son of Yahuweh. No one sits at Yahuweh’s right hand except His Son, whom He brought forth. Like begets like – Deity begets Deity. [Refer to: “Denying the Deity of Messiah” for more information]    

I Corinthians 15:25: “For He (Yahushua Messiah) has to reign until He has put all enemies under His feet. The last enemy to be brought to nothing is death.”  He will rule with a rod of iron in the midst of His enemies.  
Psalm 110:3: Morning is referred to as the womb of the day – beautiful.

Psalm 110:4: “Yahuweh has sworn and does not relent `You are a priest forever, after the order of Melek – Zadok.” (Genesis 15:17-24) (That’s “Melchizedek” in King James English).
Psalm 110:5: “Yahuweh at Your right hand shall smite Kings in the Day of His wrath.” (Isaiah 24; Isaiah 34; 63:1-6; Jeremiah 25:15-38; Zechariah 14:1-5; Revelation 11:15-18; Revelation 19) 
Psalm 110:6: “He judges among nations. He shall fill the nations with dead bodies. He shall crush the head of the mighty earth.” (Genesis 3:15; Revelation 11:15-18; Revelation 19)  

Psalm 110:7: “He drinks of the stream by the wayside. Therefore He lifts up the head.” (Judges 7:1-8; Psalm 3:3) 

This “Master” is certainly the Son of Yahuweh! “Blessed is He who comes in the Name of Yahuweh.” (Psalm 118:26) The only One who can come in the Name of Yahuweh is the Son of Yahuweh. The One coming, comes in the Name of Yahuweh to execute His wrath.

Yahushua took flesh to dwell among us, and give His life for us, and rise from the dead for us. His flesh came through the lineage of King David. But, this never diminished His Deity! 
It is Yahushua who comes with the wrath of His Father, Yahuweh.  He sits on His throne in Jerusalem as King and Priest. He is the Son of David. He is also the Master of David.  David will rule in his Son’s Kingdom as “the Prince.”  The flesh of Yahushua came from the lineage of David, of the House of Judah, and also from the lineage of the House of Aaron. So, He reigns as both rightful Davidic King via David’s lineage and as rightful High Priest via Aaron’s lineage through the High Priest Zadok. He is the “Melek Zadok,” the King of Righteousness. (Ezekiel 44:15-24; Zechariah 6:12-15)  Aaron’s descendants through Eliezer, Phinehas, and the sons of Zadok will minister with Him in the Kingdom, with He as High Priest. These DNA-tested Cohenim, with their exclusive Y chromosome, whose lineage goes back to Aaron, are being trained now in Israel for their work in the third Temple under Messiah. [Learn more by reading: DNA Tradition by Rabbi Yaakov Kleiman]  

Psalm 24 is clearly prophesying of our generation. It concludes with a description of the return of Yahushua: “Lift up your heads O you gates, and be you lifted up, O everlasting doors, that the King of esteem may come in. Who is this “King of esteem?” Yahuweh of hosts! He is the King of esteem!”  Whoever this King is that the gates of the Temple Mount open to upon His coming, is called the “melek ha kavod,” the King of righteousness. He is also called “Yahuweh of hosts.” 
In Zechariah 14:1-5, it is Yahuweh who returns to the Temple Mount, Mount Moriah, and brings all the set-apart ones of all generations with Him who lived and died in His favor. He puts His foot on the Mount of Olives as He descends, and the Mount of Olives splits apart.  The greatest earthquake the world has ever known takes place, the Temple Mount splits in three parts, water gushes out from the Gihon River underneath, runs through the split in the Mount of Olives, gushes into the Dead Sea, flushing it out of its salt, running down to the Red Sea, leaving the Dead Sea a fresh water lake. Side note: It is fascinating that the World Bank has been busy cutting a channel from the Dead Sea to the Red Sea, since 2007. It is costing nearly a billion dollars. Their goals are nearly identical to those of the prophetic Word--helping to fulfill the prophecy of Ezekiel 47:1-14. 
I watched its beginnings in 2007, while living on the Red Sea.  

Whoever, this “Master” is, He comes in the Name of Yahuweh.
Psalm 118:26a: “Blessed is He who comes in the Name of Yahuweh (YHWH).” A son carries the last name of his father.  Over and over in the Tenach, the pre-incarnate Yahushua Messiah is hidden in the Name Yahuweh (Ya-Hu-weh). Daniel 9:24-27 clearly shows that Messiah came before 70 CE to take the sins of His people.  The book of Daniel is highly Messianic. 
There are many examples of the pre-existent Messiah Yahuweh from Genesis to Malachi.  The Torah and the Prophets are filled with references to His pre-existents and manifestations on earth before He took flesh.
I strongly believe that King David knew that the One to come from His loins, the Messiah, would be also the Son of Yahuweh!  I believe King David understood that He first had to come as the One who would save them from their sins, the “Suffering Servant,” and that He would return in power and esteem to rule the earth.  Psalm 22, a Psalm of David, gives details of His time on the stake, for example. Psalm 23 refers to Him as Shepherd. Psalm 24 refers to Him as conquering King. 
I believe David knew that in the future he would reign with his son, but that his son would be the King, and he would be the Prince!  As a son of Elohim, the Creator, he would be also the son of Yahushua, co-creator with Yahuweh. (Genesis 1:26; Colossians 1:15-17)  
II Samuel 23:1-5 (King David prophesies of Messiah in 5b): “And these are the last words of David, the sayings of David, son of Yishai, the saying of the man raised up on high, the anointed of the Elohim of Ya’cob, the sweet Psalmist of Israel: `The Spirit of Yahuweh has spoken through me, and His Word is on my tongue.’ And the Elohim of Israel said, `The Rock of Israel spoke to me, “One who rules over man righteously, who rules in the fear of Elohim, is like the light of the morning when the sun rises, a morning without clouds. Tender grass from the earth, from sunshine, from rain.’ ” David speaking, “`For is not my house so with El? - For He has made a everlasting covenant with me, ordered in all matters, and guarded. For all my deliverance and all my desire, shall He not make it send forth a Branch?’” Yes, the House of David sent forth a Branch. 

Isaiah 11:1-5, 10, The Scriptures: “A Rod (“branch,” a “netzer”, Strong’s Concordance Hebrew Dictionary #5342) shall come forth from the stump of Yishai, and a Sprout from his roots and shall bear fruit. The Spirit of Yahuweh shall rest upon Him – the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, the Spirit of Council and Might, the Spirit of knowledge, and of the fear of Yahuweh, and shall make Him breathe in the fear of Yahuweh. And He shall not judge by the sight of His eyes, nor decide by the hearing of His ears. But, with righteousness He shall judge the poor, and shall decide with straightness for the meek ones of the earth, and shall smite the earth with the rod of His lips. And righteousness shall be the girdle of His loins, and trustworthiness the girdle of His waist…And in that day there shall be a Root of Yishai, standing as a banner to the people. Unto Him the gentiles shall seek, and His rest shall be glorious.”  

This is a mighty prophecy of Messiah.   Isaiah lived long after King David died.  But, here, the prophecy connects the father of King David, Yishai (Jesse), with the coming Messiah to rule and reign. It mentions “that day,” which in Scripture refers to the Day of Yahuweh – the day of Yahushua’s return, when He pours out the wrath of Yahuweh upon the earth.

(Isaiah 63:1-6; Zephaniah 1:14-15; Revelation 11:15-18).  
The covenant that Yahuweh made with David included the Branch – i.e. Zechariah 6:12.  This “branch” is a shoot that comes from the root—a netzer.  “He shall be called a Nazarene,” a “netzer” (Matthew 2:23). 

The real Mount Zion is directly south of the Temple Mount, flanked by the Kidron Valley on the East, the Hinnom Valley on the South, and the Tyropian Valley on the West. It is the place where King David had his palace, and where the Kings were buried, where Nehemiah built a wall with gates around, where King Hezekiah built a water shaft. 
In Psalm 48 it is also called “the City of Elohim.”  Psalm 48:8: “As we have heard, so we have seen--in the City of Yahuweh of hosts--in the City of our Elohim. Elohim establishes her forever.”   
The City of David is Mount Zion: “But, David captured the stronghold of Zion, the City of David…And David dwelt in the stronghold and called it the City of David.”… “Then Solomon assembled the elders of Israel and all the heads of the tribes, the chief fathers of the children of Israel, to King Solomon in Jerusalem, to bring up the Ark of the Covenant from the City of David, which is Zion.” (II Samuel 5:7, 9; I Kings 8:1) 
When the Temple was finished being built north of the City of David, Zion, they brought up the Ark that had sat for 40 years in a tent behind King David’s house, to put it in its Most Set-Apart Place in the Temple on Mount Moriah. It had to be brought up from David’s backyard. This area of the City of David is my favorite place in the entire world. From it, you have to walk UP.  The priests went UP, through the gates of Solomon in the Ophel, through the gates of the wall of the Temple Mount area, to bring UP the water from the Shiloah Springs (Siloam Springs) at the south end of the City of David, for the water pouring ceremony on the last of Sukkot. It was during this water pouring ceremony that Messiah began to proclaim the coming of the Set-Apart Spirit of Yahuweh. (John 7:27-43).  
King Solomon, during his years of constructing the Temple on Mount Moriah, and his house on Mount Zion, constructed a connecting portion, called the Ophel. Today, we can sit by Solomon’s gate in the Ophel.  From there, we can look up at the gates leading into the Temple Mount, like the remains of the Double Gate, and the three arches of the Hulda Gates.  Today, this Ophel is an Archeological Park. It can be visited, IF the Arabs rioting on the Temple Mount don’t throw stones into the park at the tourists. This rioting and stone throwing, shooting, fire-bombing, happened in May when I and a new friend wanted to go into the Ophel Archeological Park, and it has continued and increased until now. (II Chronicles 33:19)   
But, you can also see the Ophel from the street, through the iron fence around it. And, you can look online for the work of Eilat Mazar, Israeli archeologist, and see pictures of what her team has found in the Ophel, the City of David, and around the Temple Mount. 

On Shabbat, May 24 (2014), I went to the prayer room that the Orthodox Jews claim contains the “the tomb of David,” on the upper hill--fallaciously dubbed by Constantine’s mother, Helena, “Zion.” I had been there many times to pray on the women’s side of the tomb.  There is a partition across the tomb, separating the women’s side from the men’s side on the right, as you can see from this picture below that I took in 2013, when they were remodeling this little room. In May 2014, they moved the tomb to the left, so that the women’s side got ½ the tomb, and the men’s side got ½.      
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Part of the women’s side of the tomb of David prayer room
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At 9:00 AM on this Shabbat morning, there were only two young girls in the room. I had a heavy heart for the Orthodox men and women who love to come there and pray, and have special services during Festivals.  Because the pope was visiting, and was going to “celebrate Mass” on May 26th in the room just above the tomb of David--the “Cenacle,”--which the Church claims is the place of the “Last Supper,” and belongs to them, (even though it was built by the Ottomans and has demonic symbols and Masonic symbols carved onto the pillars), the room was closed to Jews during the time he was there.  I wrote about the elaborate preparations for this Mass, sharing several pictures I took, in “The Hidden Agenda Behind the Pope’s Visit”/June 2014.  I knew it would open the door for Masses to be said right over the tomb of David prayer room, thus defiling the whole area for the Orthodox Jews. The Orthodox leaders knew that too, and tried protesting, but to no avail. They were even mocked in the newspapers for their stand against defilement. This centuries-old building has three levels – 1) tomb of David prayer room on the lower level, 2) the Cenacle, and 3) an ancient mosque that sits on the roof.    

While there that Shabbat morning, I got up from my chair to stand by the tomb. I rested my Tehillim on the side of the tomb, and began reading the part of Psalm 89 that tells of the covenant that Yahuweh made with David and his descendants.  Tears flowed from my eyes, as I realized I was reading an ancient prophecy of the coming of King David as the Prince in the Kingdom of Yahushua. 

Psalm 89:20-37:

20“I have found My servant Dawiḏ; With My set-apart oil I anointed him,

21“With whom My hand is established; My arm also strengthens him.

22“No enemy subjects him to tribute, And no son of wickedness afflicts him.

23“And I shall beat down His adversaries before his face, And plague those who hate him.

24“But My trustworthiness And My kindness are with him, And in My Name his horn is exalted.

25“And I shall set his hand on the sea, And his right hand on the rivers.

26“He calls out to Me, ‘You are my Father, My Ěl, and the rock of my deliverance.’

27“I also appoint him first-born, Highest of the sovereigns of the earth.

28“I guard My kindness for him forever, And My covenant is steadfast with him.

29“And I shall establish his seed forever, And his throne as the days of the heavens.

30“If his sons forsake My Torah And do not walk in My right-rulings,

31“If they profane My laws And do not guard My commands,

32“Then I shall visit their transgression with the rod, And their crookedness with flogging.

33“But My kindness I do not take away from him, Nor be false to My trustworthiness.

34“I shall not profane My covenant, Neither would I change what has gone out from My lips.

35“Once I have sworn by My set-apartness, I do not lie to Dawiḏ:

36“His seed shall be forever, And his throne as the sun before Me;

37“Like the moon, it is established forever, And the witness in the heaven is steadfast.” Selah.

As I proclaimed Psalm 89:35-37 from my Artscroll Tehillim, I also read the comments of the rabbis. Truly, Yahuweh’s promise to David will not fail! 

Psalm 89:35-37, Artscroll Tehillim, Yahuweh said: “One thing have I sworn in My set-apartness--I do not lie to David. His seed will endure forever, and his throne shall be like the sun before Me.  Like the moon, it shall be established forever--a faithful witness in the sky.”  

Rabbinic comment on verse 38: “Like the moon that waxes and wanes, so too will David’s descendants shine forth when they are righteous, but be darkened when they sin. However, like the moon, the Davidic dynasty endures and shines even in the darkest period; we do not see it only because its illumined face is then turned away from the earth. The moon serves as a faithful witness to the preservation of the Davidic line – so long as these celestial luminaries endure, so will David’s dynasty.”    

Read these Scriptures for yourself. Be aware that soon, you will see the Son of David coming in the clouds of heaven with all of His set-apart ones. You will also see the former King David ruling by His side as the Prince.
In the first century, they knew that Messiah would be the son of David!
Matthew 1:1: “The book of the generation of Yahushua Messiah, the son of David, the son of Abraham.” 

Matthew 9:27: “And as Yahushua passed on from there, two blind men followed Him, crying out and saying, `Son of David, have mercy on us.’ ”
Matthew 12:23: “And they brought to Him one who was demon possessed, blind, and dumb. And He healed him…and all the crowds were amazed and said, `Is this not the Son of David?’ ”
Matthew 15:22: “And see, a woman of Canaan came from those borders and cried out to Him, `Have compassion on me, O Master, Son of David!” 
Mathew 20:30-31: “And see, two blind men sitting by the way, having heard that Yahushua was passing by, cried out, saying, `Have compassion on us, O Master, Son of David.’ ”
Matthew 21:9, 15: “And crowds went before and those who followed cried out, saying `Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed is He who comes in the Name of Yahuweh’…But when the chief priests and scribes saw the wonders that He did, and the children crying out in the Set-Apart Place and saying `Hosanna to the Son of David,’ they were greatly displeased…”
Notice that they cried out “Blessed is He who comes in the Name of Yahuweh.” This is also prophetic, for they will cry this out at His second coming also.  [Refer to the article: “This is the Day”] 
Acts 13:22-23, Sha’ul preaching: “…He (Yahuweh) raised up for them David as sovereign, to who also He gave witness and said, `I found David the son of Yishai, a man after My own heart, who shall do all My desires.’ From this one’s seed, according to the promise, Elohim raised up for Israel a Savior, Yahushua.” 
Romans 1:2-4: “…He promised before through His prophets in the Set-Apart Scriptures, concerning His Son, who came of the seed of David according to the flesh, who was designated Son of Elohim with power according to the Set-Apart Spirit, by the resurrection from the dead: Yahushua Messiah, the Master of all…”
You can see from these few examples above that from His first coming, it was common knowledge that Yahushua was the descendant of King David!
The Canaanite woman, who had no lineage to the House of Ya’cob, knew who He was. And of course the demon possessed man knew who He was, for the demons knew. They just didn’t know the plan of salvation was going to come through His death and resurrection.  (I Corinthians 2:7-8)
His lineage is clear in Luke 3. “Eli” was the father of Miriam. Eli was the descendant of King David through his son Nathan. Joseph’s lineage is in Matthew 1.  He was a descendent of Solomon. But, Joseph was not the father of Yahushua. His flesh came from Miriam.  More later on this... I recommend Steven Collins’ book Parthia for more understanding. “Eli” of the house of Nathan is mentioned also in the Talmud.  

Jeremiah 23:5-6: “`See the days are coming,’ declares Yahuweh, `when I shall raise for David a Branch of righteousness, and a King shall reign and act wisely, and shall do right-ruling and righteousness in the earth. In His days, Judah shall be saved and Israel dwell safely. And this is His Name whereby He shall be called: “Yahuweh our Righteousness.” (“Yahuweh Tsidkanu,” or “sidqenu”)  Here the word “branch” is “tsemah,” meaning “branch, sprout or shoot” from a tree, #6780 Strong’s Hebrew Dictionary.
Jeremiah 30:7-9: “Oh! For great is that Day, there is none like it. It is the time of Ya’cob’s troubles, but he shall be saved out of it…And they shall serve Yahuweh their Elohim and David their King, whom I will raise up for them.” 
Jeremiah 33:14-26: 
“14‘See, the days are coming,’ declares יהוה, ‘when I shall establish the good word which I have promised to the house of Yisra’ĕl and to the house of Yehuḏah:

15‘In those days and at that time I will cause a Branch of righteousness to spring forth for Dawiḏ. And He shall do right-ruling and righteousness in the earth.

16‘In those days Yehuḏah shall be saved, and Yerushalayim dwell in safety. And this is that which shall be proclaimed to her: ‘יהוה our Righteousness.’

17“For thus said יהוה, ‘For Dawiḏ there is not to cease a man to sit on the throne of the house of Yisra’ĕl.

18‘And for the priests, the Lĕwites, there is not to cease a man to offer burnt offerings before Me, to kindle grain offerings, and to slaughter continually.’ ”

19And the word of יהוה came to Yirmeyahu, saying,

20“Thus said יהוה, ‘If you could break My covenant with the day and My covenant with the night, so that there be not day and night in their season,

21then My covenant could also be broken with Dawiḏ My servant – so that he shall not have a son to reign upon his throne – and with the Lĕwites, the priests, My attendants.

22‘As the host of the heavens is not counted, nor the sand of the sea measured, so I increase the descendants of Dawiḏ My servant and the Lĕwites who attend upon Me.’ ”

23And the word of יהוה came to Yirmeyahu, saying,

24“Have you not observed what these people have spoken, saying, ‘The two clans which יהוה has chosen have been rejected by Him’? So they have despised My peoplea, no more to be a nation before them.

25“Thus said יהוה, ‘If My covenant is not with day and night, and if I have not appointed the laws of the heavens and earth,

26then I would also reject the descendants of Ya‛aqoḇ and Dawiḏ My servant, so that I should not take of his descendants to be rulers over the descendants of Aḇraham, Yitsḥaq, and Ya‛aqoḇ. For I shall turn back their captivity, and have compassion on them.’ ”
David has had one to sit on his throne since the death of Solomon – Yahushua. But, also the descendants of David’s son, Nathan, ruled the mighty empire of Parthia. What do you know about Parthia? History has been manipulated to concentrate on the Greek and Roman Empires.  
Notice the expression in verse 14: “In that day and at that time.” This is also used in Jeremiah 50:4, 20.  It denotes the time of Messianic reign.  The expression “that Day” refers to the Day of Yahuweh, when Messiah will descend with the wrath of His Father.  Yacob’s troubles are the world’s troubles and tribulations. But, a remnant of Ya’cob will be delivered out of it. Those who love the world will perish at His coming. [Refer to: “2014: The Beginning of Ya’cob’s Troubles/January 7, 2014] 
The Covenant promise of Yahuweh to David: II Samuel 7:1-17:

1And it came to be when the sovereign was dwelling in his house, and יהוה had given him rest from all his enemies all around,

2that the sovereign said to Nathan the prophet, “See now, I am dwelling in a house of cedar, but the ark of Elohim dwells within curtains.”

3And Nathan said to the sovereign, “Go, do all that is in your heart, for יהוה is with you.”

4And it came to be that night that the word of יהוה came to Nathan, saying,

5“Go and say to My servant Dawiḏ, ‘Thus said יהוה, “Would you build a house for Me to dwell in?

6“For I have not dwelt in a house since the time that I brought the children of Yisra’ĕl up from Mitsrayim, even to this day, but have moved about in a Tent and in a Dwelling Place.

7“Wherever I have walked with all the children of Yisra’ĕl, have I ever spoken a word to anyone from the tribes of Yisra’ĕl, whom I commanded to shepherd My people Yisra’ĕl, saying, ‘Why have you not built Me a house of cedar?’ ” ’

8“And now, say to My servant Dawiḏ, ‘Thus said יהוה of hosts, “I took you from the pasture, from following the flock, to be ruler over My people, over Yisra’ĕl.

9“And I have been with you wherever you have gone, and have cut off all your enemies from before you, and have made you a great name, like the name of the great ones who are on the earth.

10“And I shall appoint a place for My people Yisra’ĕl, and shall plant them, and they shall dwell in a place of their own and no longer be afraid, neither shall the children of wickedness oppress them again, as at the first,

11even from the day I appointed rulers over My people Yisra’ĕl, and have caused you to rest from all your enemies. And יהוה has declared to you that He would make you a house.

12“When your days are filled and you rest with your fathers, I shall raise up your seed after you, who comes from your inward parts, and shall establish his reign.

13“He does build a house for My Name, and I shall establish the throne of his reign forever.

14“I am to be his Father, and he is My son. If he does perversely, I shall reprove him with the rod of men and with the blows of the sons of men.

15“But My kindness does not turn aside from him, as I turned it aside from Sha’ul, whom I removed from before you.

16“And your house and your reign are to be steadfast forever before you – your throne is established forever.” ’ ”

17According to all these words and according to all this vision, so Nathan spoke to Dawiḏ
II Samuel 7:18-29:  Prayer of David upon hearing the words of Nathan:

18And Sovereign Dawiḏ went in and sat before יהוה and he said, “Who am I, O Master יהוה? And what is my house, that You have brought me this far?

19“And yet this was a small matter in Your eyes, O Master יהוה. And You have also spoken of Your servant’s house for a great while to come. And is this the teaching of man, O Master יהוה?

20“And what more does Dawiḏ say to You? For You, Master יהוה, know Your servant.

21“Because of Your word, and according to Your own heart, You have done all this greatness, to make it known to Your servant.

22“You are great indeed, O Master יהוה. For there is none like You, and there is no Elohim but You, according to all that we have heard with our ears.

23“And who is like Your people, like Yisra’ĕl, the one nation on the earth whom Elohim went to redeem for Himself as a people, to make for Himself a Name, and to do for You greatness, and awesome deeds for Your land before Your people, whom You redeemed for Yourself from Mitsrayim, from the nations and their mighty ones?
24“And You have established for Yourself Your people Yisra’ĕl as Your own people forever, and You, יהוה, have become their Elohim.

25“And now, O יהוה Elohim, the word which You have spoken concerning Your servant and concerning his house, establish it forever and do as You have said.
26“And let Your Name be made great forever, saying, ‘יהוה of hosts is the Elohim over Yisra’ĕl.’ And let the house of Your servant Dawiḏ be established before You.

27“For You, O יהוה of hosts, the Elohim of Yisra’ĕl, have revealed this to Your servant, saying, ‘I build you a house.’ Therefore Your servant has taken heart to pray this prayer to You.

28“And now, O Master יהוה, You are Elohim, and Your words are true, and You have spoken this goodness to Your servant.

29“And now, be pleased to bless the house of Your servant, to be before You, forever. For You, O Master יהוה, have spoken it, and with Your blessing let the house of Your servant be blessed.”

The verses highlighted above are some of my favorites regarding David.  They also show the exclusivity of Yahuweh for His people, the House of Ya’cob.  Under King David, the whole House of Ya’cob was in the land together – all the tribes. The restoration of a remnant of all the tribes is the passion of Yahuweh’s heart.  This passion is foretold in much Scripture.  [Refer to: “The Aliyah Scriptures”]  
The covenant that Yahuweh made with him is an everlasting covenant.  If his sons do wrong, he removes them, but He won’t break His promises to David. Thus, the reign of Messiah upon the throne in His Kingdom shows His faithful covenant-keeping.   

Ezekiel 34:22-24: “`I shall save My flock, and let them no longer be a prey… And I shall raise up over them one shepherd, My servant David, and he shall feed them.  He shall feed them and be their shepherd. And I, Yahuweh, shall be their Elohim, and My servant David a Prince in their midst. I Yahuweh have spoken.’ ”
David was a shepherd boy.  As he watched the flocks of his father, he learned how to care for sheep, and how to protect them from invading enemies.  This training was invaluable, for as King he shepherded the people like his sheep, protecting them, feeding them, ruling them, leading and guiding them.  John 10 speaks of Messiah as the Good Shepherd.  
Ezekiel 37:22-28: “`And I shall make them one nation in the land, on the mountains of Israel, and one sovereign shall be sovereign over them all…And they shall be My people, and I be their Elohim, while David My servant is sovereign over them. And they shall all have one shepherd and walk in My right-rulings, and guard My laws, and do them.’ ” 
Notice that sometimes David is referred to as “the Prince,” and other times he is referred to as the Sovereign, or King.  This is because prophetic  Scripture interlocks David and Messiah.  This Son of Yahuweh will reign as King over a united Israel of all the tribes, as King David once did in his kingdom.  Messiah is called “the Branch” of Jesse, father of David. He shoots from his loins in His human DNA.  He is also called “the root of Jesse.” Yahushua was co-creator with Yahuweh, thus without Yahushua Jessee would not have existed, nor David--the root would not exist for Messiah to come from!    

Ezekiel 46:1-2, 1o, in context of the “Third Temple,” which Ezekiel saw built after Messiah returns: “Thus says the Master Yahuweh, `The gate of the inner courtyard facing East is shut six days of work, but on the Shabbat it is opened, and on the day of the new moon it is opened.  And the prince shall enter by way of the porch of that gate from the outside, and he shall stand by the post. And the priests shall prepare is burnt offering and his peace offering. And he shall bow himself at the threshold of the gate…and the prince shall be in their midst, entering when they enter, and going out when they go out.”  
This prince is not Yahushua, who comes through that Eastern Gate in Ezekiel 43:1-7! “And he led me to the gate, the gate facing East. And, see, the esteem of the Elohim of Israel came from the way of the East. And His voice was like the sound of many waters, and the earth shone from His esteem…and the esteem of Yahuweh came into the House by the way of the gate facing East…And He said to me, `Son of man, this is the place of My throne and the place of the soles of My feet, when I dwell in the midst of the children of Israel forever, and the House of Israel shall no longer defile my Set-Apart Name…”  This is Yahushua speaking. He comes from the East through the Eastern Gate with all His set-apart ones.

Matthew 24:27: “For as lightning comes from the east and shines to the west, so also shall the coming of the Son of Adam be.” 
Hosea 3:5: “Afterward, the children of Israel shall return and seek Yahuweh their Elohim, and David their sovereign, and fear Yahuweh and His goodness, in the latter days.”
Zechariah 12:8-14, The Scriptures:
8“In that day יהוה shall shield the inhabitants of Yerushalayim. And the feeble among them in that day shall be like Dawiḏ, and the house of Dawiḏ like Elohim, like the Messenger of יהוה before them!

9“And it shall be in that day that I seek to destroy all the gentiles that come against Yerushalayim.

10“And I shall pour on the house of Dawiḏ and on the inhabitants of Yerushalayim a spirit of favour and prayers. And they shall look on Me whom they pierced, and they shall mourn for Him as one mourns for his only son. And they shall be in bitterness over Him as a bitterness over the first-born.

11“In that day the mourning in Yerushalayim is going to be great, like the mourning at Haḏaḏ Rimmon in the valley of Meg̅iddo.
12“And the land shall mourn, every clan by itself: the clan of the house of Dawiḏ by itself, and their women by themselves; the clan of the house of Nathan by itself, and their women by themselves;

13the clan of the house of Lĕwi by itself, and their women by themselves; the clan of Shim‛i by itself, and their women by themselves;

14all the rest of the clans, every clan by itself, and their women by themselves.

This is talking about the time of, and after, the Day of Yahuweh, as Messiah descends.  Four groups will mourn as they see the nail prints in His hands and realize that they missed their Suffering Servant:  1) The House of David, descendents of his lineage, 2) the House of Nathan, his descendants, 3) the House of Levi, his descendants, and 4) the House of Sh’mi, his descendants. 

David was a King of righteousness. He brought unity, order, justice, right-ruling, and peace to his kingdom, just as Messiah will bring to His Kingdom. David established praise and worship of Yahuweh day and night. He knew Yahuweh! He was the one who prepared for and funded the building of the Temple by Solomon.   
The name “David” means beloved, loved one (Strong’s Hebrew Dictionary #1732). The Hebrew word “dode,” (doodeh) is an affectionate nickname. Today you can hear parents calling “dode” or “dodo” (doodoo) to their sons named David.  
In the natural, his son Nathan was the rightful heir of the throne. His descendents later ruled the powerful empire of Parthia. It was from there that the wise men came to find “the King of the Jews,” to take back with them to rule Parthia, since this King of the Jews was of the lineage of Nathan, via his mother Miriam.  At the time these wise men came, Rome and Parthia were having a cold war.  There were many wise men who came to the “house,” when Yahushua was about a year old. It is estimated that they came with an entourage of about 10,000 people, and wealth close to a ½ Billon dollars by today’s standards. No wonder Herod was terrified.  It is believed by some that Daniel, who had no family, saved his wealth and gave it to these wise men of Parthia, of the House of Israel. Daniel knew that the Messiah would come and be born in Bethlehem.  So, via the wise men, this immense wealth that was given to Yoseph and Miriam could have come from Daniel.  They came to take the baby to Parthia to raise Him up to rule their nation.  Ezekiel was sent to the House of Israel as their watchmen, in Parthia.  Interesting that the Jews say the tombs of Jonah and Daniel are in the area of ancient Nineveh, which is northern Iraq. Why would Daniel be buried there, when he was a ruler in Babylon? -- Perhaps because of his close association with Ezekiel.  The area where he is supposedly buried was close to, or in the area, of Parthia. Thus, he very easily could have left his wealth to those “wise men” of the House of Israel to take to the Messiah. The Christmas story of the pagan world, showing three wise men who came at His birth is so fake!  Besides all the sun gods were born on December 25th, not the King of Righteousness!  
The lineage of Solomon ceased with Zedekiah, because of the sins of Solomon against Yahuweh. But, Yahuweh warned him! (I Kings 9:2-9 and I Kings 11:1-2)  The fulfillment of I Kings 9:9 is found in Jeremiah 40:1-3, as Nebuchadnezzar’s captain releases Jeremiah, but tells him that the reason why Jerusalem and the Temple is destroyed is because of their sin against Yahuweh.  You see, even the Babylonians knew that because of their sin against their Elohim, He had brought “his servant” Nebuchadnezzar to destroy them and take them captive. Amazing!

Then there is the House of Levi, which as Jeremiah 33:18-21 reports, will continue on, and in Ezekiel 44, we see that the lineage of Zadok serves in the third Temple of Messiah. 
Last is the House of Sh’mi.  Now who is this guy?  II Samuel 19:13-23 gives the answer. II Samuel 19:20, he bows before King David and says, ”For I, your servant, know that I have sinned. And see, I have come today, first of all the House of Joseph, to go down to meet my master the sovereign.”  Wow was he scared. But, he tells here that he represents the House of Joseph – the 10 northern tribes of Israel – House of Israel, House of Ephraim, son of Joseph, who, because of their sins against Yahuweh caused Him to have to scatter them out of the Land into all nations by 722 BCE.  Most of us are of the House of Joseph/Ephraim/Israel, with the House of Judah salted into the DNA of many of us.

Why was Sh’mi so scared?  Absalom, son of King David, tried to usurp his throne. David fled over the top of the Mount of Olives. While grieving for Absalom, climbing the Mount of Olives, this Sh’mi fellow threw dirty on David and cursed him. After Absalom was killed, David was safe to return. So, while passing by Sh’mi’s house again, you see his terrified reaction.  David promised him that he would not be killed for his insubordination. But, Solomon had him killed. Yet, because of Abba’s faithfulness, after 3,000 years, the House of Sh’mi is soon to welcome Messiah, the son of David, the Conquering King! HalleluYah!  

Worship in the “tabernacle of David” will be resumed in Messiah’s Kingdom: 
Amos 9:11: “`IN THAT DAY I will raise up the booth (tabernacle, tent) of David which has fallen down. And I shall repair its breaches and raise up its ruins. And I will build it as in the days of old.’ ” (Acts 15:15-18)
Psalm 102:13-16: “You Yourself shall arise and have compassion on Tsiyon (Zion, pronounced zee-own) for the time to favor her—the appointed time has come. For Your servants have been pleased with her stones, and they favor her dust. And the nations shall fear the Name of Yahuweh. And all the sovereigns of the earth Your esteem. For Yahuweh shall build up Tsiyon. He shall appear in His esteem.” 

This is set at the time just before, and after, the return of Yahwueh.  Derek and I were talking about verse 14, about His servants that love the stones and favor the dust of Tsyion, the City of David. Archeologists like Kathleen Kenyon, Yigal Shilo, Eilat Mazer, Moshe Bronstein, and their teams, love the stones and dust of Mount Zion, the Ophel, and the Temple Mount. They have worked hard to uncover its secrets and preserve its treasures for us. 

The area below King David’s palace, inside the walls and gates of Nehemiah – north Zion, the City of David – is my favorite place on earth. It is the place that Yahuweh has chosen to dwell forever.
Psalm 132:13-14: “For Yahuweh has chosen Tsiyon; He has desired it for His dwelling. `This is My place of rest forever; here I dwell, for I have desired it.’ ” 

Below is a picture I took recently, looking from the palace excavations down onto the large supporting column that would have supported the palace. Today, you can walk through this excavation and see part of the palace.  Eliat Mazer has had flack from some skeptics in the archeological community about her finding of the palace, which she called “the large stone structure.”  But, her defense is air tight in my estimation. The City of David literature certainly supports her.  There is jealousy abounding within the archeological community. But, I believe that Eilat Mazer and her family have been led by the Spirit to find what Yahuweh wants to be found.  

Below the large stone structure were found homes of people at the time of David, and afterwards. Bulla were found with names of people during David’s reign, and during the time of Jeremiah. One house had four rooms, and even an indoor toilet, which is still there.
Also to the right in this picture below you can see the little garden area that is covered. This is where I spend so much time in prayer and proclamation of the Psalms.  Just below is the Kidron Valley, one of Nehemia’s gates, and the Gihon springs.  Across the way to the left is the Mount of Olives (not pictured). Directly across is the Muslim town of Silwan, on the hill where Solomon kept his 300 wives and 700 concubines. To the right of Silwan is the hill where he allowed their priests to come live, now the headquarters of the United Nations.

Today, Silwan is a dangerous breeding grounds for terrorism. Yet, just down the street a short ways to the north is the Garden of Gethsemane.   
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Below: I took this picture looking up from the garden area towards the palace excavation, which is under the purple flowers. Below, you can see the pillars of what once was a four-room house, where bulla were found.  
See those people lined up in an area way up high?  It is believed that this was a high point of the palace area.

Get a map of Jerusalem and see how small the area of East Jerusalem really is. [Refer to: “East Jerusalem” to learn how important this little area is]

Do I favor her stones and love her dust? Yes I do!
Derek and I were talking about archeologists who have labored here for a long time, and how precious the stones and dust are to them. I pray for Eilat Mazer and her team, because Abba has surely led her to find things that are amazing. 
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Psalm 132:13-14: “For Yahuweh has chosen Tsiyon. He has desired it for His dwelling `This is My place of rest forever. Here I dwell, for I have desired it.” (Isaiah 2:2-3)

Most of the Psalms were composed during worship around the Ark in the tent that David erected for it. For 40 years praise and worship continued on Mount Zion around the ark. [Refer to: “Worship – The Journey of the Ark of the Covenant”/September 24, 2012]

We look for the return of Messiah Yahushua, Son of David, to rule from Jerusalem, and Mount Zion (Isaiah 2:2-3)!  We also look forward to being with the shepherd, the “sweet Psalmist of Israel,” the Prince of Israel – David, the “beloved” of Yahuweh. 
In the Kingdom, while Messiah takes His earthly Kingship from David,   David will humbly worship and adore his son, Yahushua--Son of Yahuweh.

The worship of Yahuweh and Yahushua will be restored as a remnant of His people faithfully recreate the tabernacle of David, around that Ark of the Covenant.  
This is real! Prepare for it by setting aside time for worship each day, create your own songs/Psalms, sing and praise, dance, beat the tambourine, and play the harp, flute, or whatever you have that assists worship, including CDs.   “His Kingdom will be glorious!”
