YOUR KINGDOM COME – PART III
Matthew 6:9-10, KJV: “After this manner therefore pray ye: `Our Father which art in heaven, hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come, Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.”

Most of you have probably prayed that prayer in King James English since childhood. I have. Catholics pray it every time they say the rosary. Christianity has reduced the saying of the “Lord’s Prayer” to little more than an amulet to ward off fear, and the Devil. I remember, years ago, watching the movie “The Omen.” In it, a man was fleeing from what he knew was the Devil incarnate. He began rapidly praying the “Our Father.” The Devil got him anyway. Thus, along with so many Scriptures, the “Lord’s Prayer” is often relegated to no more than liturgical mouthing. And, like Psalm 91 and Psalm 23, so often the “Lord’s Prayer” is no more than spiritual “comfort food” for the soul (“psyche”--mind, emotions).  
In giving us the order of this outline for prayer, Messiah, first of all stressed that we approach His Presence with humility, honor, respect, and fear. And above all, “hallowing,” or setting apart His Name – not His titles, but His Name! Then we are to call for His Kingdom to rule over the earth, acknowledging Him as Creator and His right to rule the earth!  Today, the world as a whole does not acknowledge Him as Creator nor His right to rule His creation. This strong statement of asking Him to come and rule is an act of submission to Him--submission to His rule over our own lives--bringing “death to self-will.” As Romans 6 clearly states, when we receive Messiah, we die to sin, we die to our own self-will, in order to receive His resurrection life within ourselves!

This heart-felt cry should come from deep in our spirit and be spoken slowly with passion before Him: “YOUR KINGDOM COME! YOUR WILL BE DONE ON EARTH, AS IT IS IN HEAVEN.” It is a call for Yahuweh to send Messiah Yahuweh! (i.e. Revelation 22:17a)  But, it is also a call for the Creator to bring His Kingdom, His “New Jerusalem” down into His creation, so that all will be subject to His rule!  It is a call for His Kingdom to descend. (Revelation 21-22)

Then this outline for prayer leads us to ask for our temporal needs to be met--“our daily bread,” showing our total dependency on Him for everything! This is followed by a plea of repentance, asking Elohim to forgive our sins AS WE FIRST FORGIVE the sins of others! It reflects Mark 11:25-26: If we do not forgive others their sins against us, Yahuweh will not forgive our sins! Then follows the plea for protection, in which we ask Elohim to keep us on the path of righteousness so that evil does not overtake us. It closes with praise for Abba Yahuweh--our Father. 
The words of the “Lord’s Prayer” are simply an outline--a guideline for coming to our Abba with our requests--definitely not something to be rattled off as a display of religiosity. In fact, the prayer of Yahushua to His Abba on our behalf--the real “Lord’s Prayer”--is in John 17. 
In 1987, in Fort Worth, at my church, I taught classes on prayer, using Larry Lea’s “Can You Not Tarry With Me One Hour?” series of teachings on the Matthew 6:8-13 outline. Pastor Lea treated it as an outline, so his materials gave me flexibility to really teach as the Spirit led. Maybe some of you took that class--it was taught in churches over the United States. 
TERMS: 
“THE KINGDOM OF ELOHIM” is used in Mark, Luke, and John, and other places in the Messianic writings, and denotes the rule of Elohim over His people who have been born again by His Spirit through faith in Messiah, those submitted to Him who guard His Kingdom Torah in obedience. These are His people, who are undefiled, set-apart, and pure of heart unto Him. He is their Father, because they have come out of all that defiles. (II Corinthians 6:14-7:1) He cannot be a Father if there is defilement.  
Luke 4:43: “To the other cities I also have to bring the Good News: The Kingdom of Elohim, because for this I have been sent.” 

Luke 12:32: “Do not fear little flock, for your Father delights to give you the Kingdom.” 

I Corinthians 6:9: “…do you not know that the unrighteous shall not inherit the Kingdom of Elohim?” 

“THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN” is only used in Matthew, and gives the impression of the future rule of Messiah over an earthly Kingdom. The book of Matthew speaks much about the coming Kingdom, i.e. Matthew 13 gives several parables about the Kingdom. 

I hope you have carefully read all the Scriptures listed in Your Kingdom Come Parts I and II. As I said, the Kingdom of Yahushua for 1000 years on earth, then the Kingdom of Yahuweh forever on earth, is the main final focus of the whole of Scripture. It is by doing your own study in the Word, asking His Spirit to teach you, that you come to receive personal understanding. You should know your place in the Kingdom.
His Kingdom on earth for us begins with each individual person’s new birth, with which we receive our citizenship in the Kingdom of Elohim. (Philippians 3:20-21) The Scriptural new birth brings us into right-standing with the King of the Kingdom, so that we are free to live as He directs us. Our citizenship in His Kingdom supersedes our citizenship in our earthly country. If the laws of our earthly country cross the laws of the Creator, we must obey the Torah (teachings, instructions, rules, statues, laws) of the Kingdom of Yahuweh! 

By working with persecuted believers inside mainland China, I learned personally the high cost of being a citizen in His Kingdom. These true believers live in danger daily because they will not disobey the laws of their Creator outlined in the Word. Two examples: China has a one-child law. Mostly female children are killed, for if a couple can have one child, they want a boy. Abortions are the norm. But, the true believers won’t kill their children. If a second one is born, they hide the child with a relative or trusted friend. They consider the female children as valuable as the male children because both are in the likeness of Elohim. They will not submit to the rules of the government, who say they cannot witness openly of their salvation, especially to those under 18, nor teach on the coming of Messiah. So, they are hunted like animals, denied rights, beaten, imprisoned, tortured, and killed. The strongest believers in the world are in countries like China, North Korea, North Viet Nam, and other countries of severe persecution. They know that when they commit to following the Savior, it is unto death. These are ones like Revelation 12:11 speaks of.  Most do not have a Bible. Even many large do not have a Bible. Many pastors do not have one either. I recommend the book The Heavenly Man by Brother Yun. He gives his testimony of how true believers live in China. It will open your eyes to what is coming for all true believers on earth! And yet their simple faith radiates the joy of their salvation! 
First of all, the Kingdom must be in us! That means that the King must have absolute authority over us! He is King. He is Creator. His mercy has allowed us into His Kingdom because of the blood of Yahushua, our substitute Lamb. Therefore, we must take His rules very seriously and obey them. There are examples in the Messianic Writings in which Messiah speaks of the final judgment, where many who think they have a free ticket out hell are turned away from His Kingdom. (i.e. Matthew 7:21-23)

Luke 13:23-27: “…Strive to enter through the narrow gate, because many shall seek to enter in and shall not be able to. When, once the Master of the house has risen up and shut the door, and you begin to stand outside and knock on the door, saying `Master, Master, open to us,’ He shall answer and say to you `I do not know you, where are you from?’ Then you shall begin to say `we ate and drank in Your Presence and You taught in our streets.’ But, He shall say to you, `I say to you I do not know you, where are you from? Depart from Me all you workers of unrighteousness’ ” (“anomia”--Torahlessness). 

From eternity past, the heart of Yahuweh has wanted a family. He began His family by begetting a Son (Yahushua) from the innermost parts of His own being. The word “begotten,” as in Psalm 2, means “to have a baby”--i.e. in one’s own likeness and image, from one’s own reproductive organs. This Son came forth from Yahuweh, “before the foundation of the world,” and took form--form that would be the pattern (the blueprint) for all mankind, who was created in His likeness and image. Now, as we have ended an Era, containing 5 Ages within that era, we are on the brink of His Son coming to earth with His wrath, to take back what man has stolen from Him. To be a part of this Kingdom, we must submit totally to His will--be humble, contrite, obedient, fearing and respecting His orders, and loving Him with all our heart. His true children have His nature, ways, and thinking. These children will enter His Kingdom.
The first real kingdom of the Israelites was the kingdom ruled by King David, then Solomon. King David ruled from Zion, “the city of David.” In like manner, Isaiah 2:2-3, Messiah will rule from what is now known as East Jerusalem, the City of David--Zion: “And it shall be in the latter days …many people shall come and say `Come let us go up to the mountain of Yahuweh, to the House of the Elohim of Ya’cob, and let Him teach us His ways, and let us walk in His paths, for out of Zion comes forth the Torah, and the Word of Yahuweh from Jerusalem.”    

Proverbs 2:20-22: “For the righteous shall dwell in the earth and the perfect shall remain in it, but the wicked shall be cut off from the earth and the transgressors be rooted out of it.”

Psalm 37:9: “For evil doers shall be cut off, but those that wait upon Yahuweh shall inherit the earth.” 

Psalm 39:22: “For as many as are blessed of Him shall inherit the earth, and they that are cursed of him shall be cut off.”

Psalm 39:29: “For the righteous shall inherit the land, and dwell therein forever.”

Psalm 22:28: “For the Kingdom is Yahuweh’s, and He rules over the nations.”

First the 1,000-year reign of Messiah Yahushua, filtering out the wicked, rewarding the righteous, then the eternal Kingdom of Yahuweh will descend. (Revelation 19-22)

Messiah’s Kingdom is spoken of in II Peter 3, and in many places in the Tenach, which describes His reign in different aspects. See Parts I and II. 

Yahushua is the extension of Yahuweh into the earth--Yahuweh’s “right hand,” and Yahuweh’s “right arm.” He prepares the way for His Father’s Kingdom, and when His Father’s Kingdom comes, Yahushua steps back, and El Shaddai, Elyon, Yahuweh,  rules forever. (I Corinthians 15:24-28)

There is not even an allusion in Scripture to His people spending eternity in heaven. This was made up from paganism--the “Elysian Fields” concept of Roman mythology.  The earthly Kingdom is not just for the Jews, as Christian eschatology surmises--it is for all the House of Ya’cob, all the tribes of Abraham, Yitzak, and Ya’cob. Not one gentile will be left alive when Yahuweh comes. He will destroy all gentiles (pagans, barbarians, heathens, foreigners, strangers, and aliens to His Covenant) as He clearly says. 

There is so much false teaching in the eschatology of Christians, and such a mixture of teaching, it is mindboggling. 
Isaiah 9:7: There will be no end to Elohim’s earthly government – the increase of His government shall be peace, justice, and righteousness forever!

From Obadiah 1:15-17, 21: “For the day of Yahuweh is upon all the gentiles. As you have done, it shall be done to you. Your reward shall come back on your own head. But on Mount Zion there shall be escape, and they shall be set-apart. And the House of Ya’cob shall possess their possessions…The Kingdom shall belong to Yahuweh!”

Read carefully, proclaim out loud with a joyful heart: Revelation 4 and 5.
Will you be among the multitudes who worship Yahuweh, who worship the Lamb, who are dressed in white linen--the garments of the set-apart ones? Those who wrap themselves with His Presence daily, having the joy of His Kingdom within them, walking in Kingdom lifestyle on earth, will feel their part in this great praise rally. Those with a belief-system, who go about their lives pleasing their flesh, their families, their church, their teachers, and who live to advance “self,” in the love this world, but who never have really known Yahuweh or Yahushua personally, would feel very out of place in such an atmosphere of purity, set-apartness, unity and love. The Light would be too bright. They would shrink back. If the required submission is too great now, it will be too great then!
Therefore, the determining factor for entrance into His Kingdom seems to whether He knows you or He does not. He says to the foolish virgins (Matthew 25:12), “Truly I say to you `I do not know you.’ ”  

There has to be testing, purging, trials, tribulation, and suffering, so that the true ones will rise to the surface, and those who love themselves more than Elohim will fall away.

“…It is through much tribulation that we will enter the Kingdom.” (Acts 14:22)

We are clearly seeing the “great falling away.” (II Thessalonians 2:1-3) But, this great deception that causes people to turn from Truth to fables began in the 1st century. It was institutionalized in the 4th century, and today has over 2 billion members!

But, even within the great deception that rejects the Torah of Yahuweh and unites with the massive counterfeit, are deceptions being embraced with zeal in today’s churches and Messianic gatherings, which will turn even devout believers away from Truth. 
One powerful deception is connected to false unity with the Vatican, trusting world rulers as well as trusting religious teachers who wow the mind, but have no re-born spirit. Many are listening to teachers who guard the Torah, but are not born of the Spirit. There is only eternal life granted to those whom Yahuweh declares righteous, by their faith in the blood of the Lamb. [Refer to: “The Blood of the Lamb”/March 10, 2010] 

One of the major deceptions that will cause a “falling away” from Truth is well established among those who hang onto foolish beliefs of escaping suffering, which is against the nature of Yahuweh. [Refer to: “Through”/May 4, 2012, and “Who Will Be Left Behind”/January 2006]

Matthew 4:17: “Repent! For the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand.”  
Entrance into the Kingdom of Heaven always begins with repentance. His Kingdom will have no sin in it! He will purge His Land of all evil as He returns with the wrath of Yahuweh on Yom Teruah, at “the last trumpet.” (I Corinthians 15:50-58 with Revelation 11:15-18)

Ten days later on Yom Teruah, as High Priest, Yahushua will declare the House of Ya’cob “saved,” after He has judged the nations. See Scriptures in Parts I and II.

To begin Sukkot, five days later, Yahushua takes His nuptials (vows) with His Bride. They enter the chupa (wedding chamber) for 7 days. Then, the Kingdom reign of Messiah officially begins as they emerge from the wedding chupah on the 8th day of Sukkot, and proceed to their wedding feast. As reigning King and High Priest, He then mounts His throne for His reign, with His Bride by His side. It is all on earth! 
As a part of Yom Kippur, before judging the nations (Matthew 25:31-46; Joel 3:1-2) and declaring all Israel to be saved (Romans 11:26), He first rewards His faithful servants, and punishes His unfaithful servants. (Read Luke 12:34-51) 

Remember: “…we must all appear before the judgment “bema” of Messiah Yahushua!” (Matthew 25:31-46; John 5:28-29; II Corinthians 5:10; Revelation 14:13; I Corinthians 3:10-15; II Timothy 2:19-21; Romans 14:10) Those who have done well in serving Him on earth will be rewarded with greater trusted positions in the Kingdom. (Matthew 25:13-30; Luke 12:34-49) Read all those passages carefully! YOU are in there somewhere!

Matthew 6:31-33: “Do not worry, saying `what shall we eat, what shall we drink, or what shall we wear?’ For all these things the gentiles seek. And your heavenly Father knows you have need of all these. But seek FIRST the Kingdom of Heaven, and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.” 

This pattern is reversed in western culture because of all the allurements of the flesh. People seek first what they can get for themselves all week, and then add Elohim as an addendum to their busy schedule on Saturday or Sunday. Remember: Yahuweh and Yahushua have absolutely nothing to do with Christianity, Judaism, the Messianic Movement -- not with any religion. Religion is controlled by man’s reasoning, which teaches some things about the ever-popular ambiguous “God,” but which leaves the Person (Yahuweh) out of the equation. Religion is a blasphemous system that Yahushua will destroy totally at His coming. Yahuweh and Yahushua are Persons! 
They have a personality, nature, and ways of acting and thinking, which are beyond man’s reasoning. This is why They will not speak to your head (soul) or emotions. Man and demons do that. They will only speak to a re-born spirit that is open to Their realm. This is why the majority of so-called “believers” never hear from Him. They are too busy listening to people to pay attention to the teachings of His Spirit. In the Kingdom, Messiah will rule with a rod of iron. All who rule with Him, will also rule with a rod of iron (Revelation 2:26-28) [Refer to: “Religion”/September 28, 2009]
As Messiah descends, a mighty angel will grab the Beast and the False Prophet and drop them into the lake of fire. He will snatch up Lucifer/Satan and bind him in a pit for the 1000 years. At the end of the 1000 years he will be loosed to gather up all dissenters. Yahuweh will rain fire down on all who turn from Yahushua, and then He will judge the damned. It’s all there folks – read Revelation 19-22!
Isaiah 14:12-14 tells us that Lucifer (Latin for “Hillel”) will be thrown into a pit. But, after he pulls his tirade at the conclusion of Messiah’s Kingdom, he will be thrown into the lake of fire. After Yahuweh’s judgment, all who have followed him will join him in the lake of fire forever. Yes, the lake of fire is forever. Many Scriptures speak into this clearly throughout the whole Word. Don’t get lollypop goo on your face. Just go by what He says! All this religious garbage about hell being dissolved, or everyone finally getting saved, even the Devil, is not in the Word anywhere! Do your homework! Use an “exhaustive concordance.” 

As Messiah’s Temple (Ezekiel 40-46; Zechariah 6:12-15) is being built upon His return, He will purify the sons of Levi to prepare them for service in His Temple. (Malachi  3:1-3) Ezekiel 44 tells us about the restoration of the Zadok Priesthood. The Zadok priesthood will also serve as judges of the people. Learn about Zadok in this series: 

The Zadok Priesthood, Parts I, II, and III (2005),
Also judging and ruling with Messiah will be the Apostles who faithfully served Him: Matthew 19:28-29; Luke 22:28-29 
Speaking to the rebellious ones of the House of Ya’cob (all the tribes) who have rejected the salvation of Yahushua, and rebelled against the Torah of Yahuweh,  Messiah says Matthew 8:11-12: “I say to you that many shall come from east and west, and sit down with Abraham, Yitzak, and Ya’cob in the Kingdom of heaven, but the sons of the Kingdom shall be cast into outer darkness, where there will be wailing and gnashing of teeth.”  Just because someone is biologically from the lineage of Ya’cob, does not mean they will enter His Kingdom. Only those who have, by faith, received Messiah Yahushua as their Lamb for salvation, and obey the Torah--the teachings/  instructions of the Kingdom, with the nature of Yahuweh, will be able to enter the Kingdom. Remember, those who have never known of the Torah, like those 100 million+ in China who guard His basic Torah of His Kingdom from their heart in their lifestyle and faith, will enter the Kingdom and learn the Torah from Messiah Himself. Those smugly religious who think they are so great because they obey the “letter of the Law,” but whose lives do not reflect the nature of Yahuweh, will be in for a huge shock at the judgment seat of Messiah! Suffering transforms a true believer into the nature of Messiah, as the Scriptures tell throughout. Those who wallow in ease and comfort, who run from suffering for His sake, will find themselves cast out of the Kingdom. [Refer to: “Why Do Yahuweh’s People Have to Suffer?”/February 26, 2013] 
Acts 14:21-22: “…it is through much tribulation that we must enter the Kingdom of Elohim.”  

Luke 16:16: “The Torah and the Prophets wrote concerning Yochanan. Since then, the Kingdom of Elohim is being announced, and everyone is doing violence against it.” (Hebrew Matthew clarifies that the Torah and the Prophets spoke concerning Yochanan, who came in the spirit of Eliyhau to restore His people to their Elohim.)

The nature of rebellious mankind rejects the authority and rule of the Kingdom by King Yahuweh. Beware lest you join them! Daily, most so-called believers reject His right to rule their lives, by choosing to rule their own lives. 

Luke 9:2: “And He sent them to proclaim the message of the Kingdom, and to heal the sick.” This is our mandate--to go forth to share His salvation, proclaiming the message of the coming Kingdom, but also telling of the Kingdom within the born-again ones.
After Messiah went back into heaven, His Apostles and disciples (His “taught ones”) went out preaching the Kingdom. 
Acts 8:12: “When they believed Philip, who preached the Good News about the Kingdom of Elohim and the Name of Messiah Yahushua, they were baptized--men and women alike.”
Acts 19:8, regarding Sha’ul: “And he entered the synagogue and continued speaking boldly for three months, reasoning and persuading them about the Kingdom of Elohim.”

The Kingdom was demonstrated by the early believers in the power of Elohim. People saw it in action. They need to see it in action today through our lives, and by our deeds as we work with the power of the Spirit. I Corinthians 4:20: “For the Kingdom of Elohim does not consist of mere words, but in power.”

Romans 14:17: “For the Kingdom of Elohim is not meat and drink, but righteousness, peace, and joy in the Set-Apart Spirit.” Is your life reflecting the Kingdom of Elohim in your daily lifestyle, nature, ways, and thinking?   

Yeah! We get new bodies! Job 14:13-14; 19:23-27--read in the KJV-most beautiful! 
Philippians 3:20-21; I Corinthians 15:51-58; I Thessalonians 4:13-18; I John 3:1-3

I Thessalonians 2:12; II Thessalonians 1:5

Hebrews 1:8: “But to the Son He said: `Your throne, O Elohim, is forever and ever, a scepter of righteousness is the scepter of Your Kingdom.” 
Genesis 49:10: “The scepter shall not depart from Judah nor a lawgiver from between his feet until Shiloh comes, and to Him is the obedience of the people.” Awesome! Today, the world is trying to take away the scepter of Judah, but they won’t. Judah will continue to preserve the Torah, and rule in His stead UNTIL Messiah Yahushua comes as “the Lion of the Tribe of Judah” and rules over the entire world! (Revelation 5:5)
Ya’cob 2:5: “Listen my beloved brothers, has Elohim not chosen the poor of this world, rich in faith, and heirs of the Kingdom, which He promised to those who love Him?” 
[To understand the poor in the Kingdom, read: “He Has Chosen the Poor of This World--Rich in Faith”/February 8, 2007]

II Peter1:10-11: “…do your utmost to make firm your calling and choosing, for IF you are doing these things you shall never stumble at all, for in this way an entrance into the everlasting Kingdom of our Master and Savior Yahushua Messiah shall be richly supplied to you.” Wow--what a promise!  “IF” is always there!
Revelation 1:9: “I, Yohanan, both your brother and co-sharer in tribulation, and in the Kingdom, and endurance of Yahushua Messiah, came to be on the island that is called Patmos, for the Word of Elohim and for the witness of Yahushua Messiah.” Speaking about the Kingdom, and one’s part in it, was common among the early Torah-guarding believers in Yahushua.   

The early disciples knew that Messiah would restore the Kingdom to His people when He returned, as it was under King David. Acts 1:6-9: Just before He ascended, they asked Him: “Master, will You at this time restore the Kingdom to Israel?” He replied to them: “It is not for you to know the times and seasons which the Father has put in His own authority. But, you shall receive power when the Set-Apart Spirit has come upon you, and you shall be My witnesses in Yerushalayim, in all Yehudah and Shomeron, and to the end of the earth. And having said this, while they were looking on, He was taken up, and a cloud hid Him from their sight.”

Yet, later on Sha’ul spoke of us knowing the times and seasons (I Thessalonians 5:1-2) Sha’ul speaks prophetically of our time. And, we have reached the time of His return. As great darkness is falling upon the earth, the children of light are seeing prophetic Scripture being fulfilled. He has given us signs to watch for. He has been instructing all of His set-apart ones to prepare. He instructed the early disciples to focus on spreading the Good News of His salvation and His Kingdom. By the Spirit of Yahuweh, His Kingdom resides in us as we await the physical manifestation of its appearing. So, as we wait a while longer, we must also “be about our Father’s business.”
I John 3:1-3: “Behold what love the Father has bestowed upon us that we should be called the children of Elohim! For this reason, the world does not know us, because it did not know Him. Beloved ones, now we are the children of Elohim. And it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is. And everyone who has this expectation in Him purifies himself as He is pure.” 

Excerpt from I Peter 3:8-14: “Beloved ones, let not this one thing be hidden from you, that with Yahuweh one day is as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day!”
Psalm 90:4: “For a thousand years in Your eyes, is like yesterday that is past.”

I have collected many quotes about the timing of the coming of the 1,000-year reign of Messiah and His Kingdom, at the beginning of the 7th millennium. 
Here is simply a sampling: “The Encyclopedia Britannica, eleventh edition, concerning the Talmud, states: “The view most frequently expressed there . . . is that the Messianic Kingdom will last for one thousand years. ‘In six days God created the world, on the seventh He rested.  But a day of God is equal to a thousand years (Ps.90:4). Hence the WORLD WILL LAST FOR SIX THOUSAND YEARS of toil and labor; then will come one thousand years of Sabbath rest for the people of God in the kingdom of the Messiah.’  This idea must have already been very common in the first century before Christ” (“Millennium,” p.459).

David Stern, in the Jewish New Testament Commentary, explains the deep roots of the six thousand year plan of God in ancient Judaism. In his commentary on II Peter, chapter 3:8-10, and the “day is a thousand year” principle, Stern writes: “This idea, taken from Psalm 90:4 has deep roots in Judaism, specifically in connection with dating the Messianic Era.  A famous example is found in the Talmud, in Tractate Sanhedrin: Rav Kattina said, “The world will exist for six thousand years, then for one thousand it will be desolate, as it is said, ‘The Lord alone will be exalted in that day’” (Isaiah 2:11)  ‘It has been taught in accordance with Rav Kattina, “Just as every seventh year is a year of sh’mittah [letting the land lie fallow], so it is with the world: one thousand years out of seven are to be fallow – as proved by the following three texts taken together [in which the key word is “day”]:  ‘The Lord alone will be exalted in that day’ (Isa.2:11).” 
The 1,000-year reign of Messiah is a Shmittah millennium, beginning with a Jubilee year, in which the laws of Leviticus 25 will be observed exactly. 
Let us go forth to proclaim the coming Kingdom and how others may be a part in it.

It is our mandate … not an option!

From of old, Yahuweh has told us to be a light to the nations. Right now, the nations are in darkness, and almost all of His people are fading into the darkness with them. A few have flashlights or lanterns, but “children of light” who really shine in the darkness are very few! 
Isaiah 60:1-3: “Arise, shine, for your light has come! And the esteem of Yahuweh has risen upon you. For look, darkness covers the earth, and thick darkness the people, but Yahuweh rises over you, and His esteem is seen upon you. And the gentiles shall come to your light, and kings to the brightness of your rising.” This is our promise!
His coming is our “Blessed Hope!” (Titus 2:11-14)
II Timothy 4:7-8, Sha’ul proclaims: “I have fought the good fight. I have finished the race. I have guarded the faith. For the rest, there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Master, the righteous Judge, shall give to me on that Day (the Day of Yahuweh), and not to me only, but also to all who love His appearing.” (all italics mine)
Bless yourself! Read the great promises of the Kingdom in the book of Isaiah. Example: Isaiah 62:11-12. There are Kingdom promises scattered all through Isaiah, which reaches from eternity past to eternity future. Keep focused on the coming King and His coming Kingdom. Read all you can in the Word about it. Get excited. It is for real. It is for you!

I close with the prayer-words of the Chuck Girard song, “All I Want,” from his Take It Easy Album, 1977--to me this is one of the most beautiful songs I’ve ever heard: 

All I want, is to be

Just the man You want me to be

All I see, all I feel

All I want is seeing the way You see

Change my life; change my heart

All I want is that You show through me

Live in me; touch the world

Help them see how much You love them

Be my life; be my way

Be the truth that guides my thinking

Make me less; You be more

Make the man become the sermon

Cryin' out, please come soon

Take us home to final freedom

But 'til then, 'til You come again

'til You come to take us home

Let our hearts, let our souls

Let our lives become Your own
